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THIS Book is a true mystical Mirror of the highest Wisdom. The best Treasure that a Man can
attain unto in this World is true Knowledge; even the Knowledge of himself: For Man is the
great Mystery of God, the microcosm, or the complete Abridgment of thkewimiverse: He is
theMirandum Dei opusGod's Mastepiece, a living Emblem and Hieroglyphic of Eternity and
Time; and therefore to know whence he is, and what his temporal and eternal Being and Well
being are, must needs be that ONE necessary Thiadnieh all our chief Study should aim, and
in comparison of which all the Wealth of this World is but Dross, and a Loss to us.

HenceSolomonthe wisest of the Kings of Israel, salgppy is the Man that findetisdom

and the Man that getteth Understhng, for the Merchandise thereof is better than the
Merchandise of Silver, and the Gain thereof than fine Gold; she is more precious than Rubies,
and all Things that can be desired are not to be compared unto her.

This is that Wisdom which dwells in Notilg, and yet possesses all Things, and the humble
resigned Soul is its Plagllow; this is the Divine Alloguy, the Inspiration of the Almighty, the
Breath of God, the holy Unction, which sanctifies the Soul to be the Temple of the Holy Ghost,
which instriets it aright in all Things, and searchi@sbagh tou Qeou, the Depths of God.

This is the precious Pearl, whose Beauty is more glorious, and whose Virtue more sovereign than
the Sun: It is a nevdriling Comfort in all Afflictions, a Balsam for aBores, a Panacea for all
Diseases, a sure Antidote against all Poison, and Death itself; it is that Joyful and assured
Companion and Guide, which never forsakes a Man, but convoys him through this Valley of
Misery and Death, into the blessed Paradise dgépeBliss.

If you ask, What is the Way to attain to this Wisdom? Behold! Christ, who is the Way, the Truth,
and the Life, tells you plainly in these Wordfsany Man will come after me, let him deny

himself and take up his Cross daily and follow,raeas he says elsewheténless you be born
again, you cannot see tikengdomof Heavenor as St. Paul sayl,any Man seemeth to be wise

in this World, let him become a Fool that be may be wise.

Herein lies that simple Chillke Way to the highest Wisan, which no sharp Reason or

Worldly Learning can reach unto; nay, it is Foolishness to Reason, and therefore so few go the
Way to find it: The proud Sophisters and Wiselings of this World have always trampled it under
Foot with Scorn and Contempt, and Baalled it Enthusiasm, Madness, Melancholy, Whimsy,
Fancy, &c. but Wisdom is justified of her Children.

Indeed everyone is not fit for or capable of the Knowledge of the Eternal and Temporal Nature in
its mysterious Operation, neither is the proud cavei&orld worthy to receive a clear

Manifestation of it; and therefore the only wise God (who giveth Wisdom to everyone that

asketh it aright of him) has locked up the Jewel in his blessed Treasury, which none can open but
those that have the Key; whichtigs, viz. ask, and it shall he given you; seek, and ye shall find;
knock, and it shall be opened unto you: The Fathergmit theSpirit to them that ask him for it.

This is the true Theosophic School wherein this Author learned the first Rudiments and
Principles of Wisdom, and to which we must go if we would understand his deep Writings: For
we must know that the Sons of Hermes, who have commenced in the High School of true Magic



and Theosophy, have always spoken their hidden Wisdom in a Mysteryaamddicouched it

under Shadows and Figures, Parables and Similes, that none can understand their obscure, yet
clear Writings, but those who have had Admittance into the same School, and have tasted of the
Feast of Pentecost.

And this does not seem at sttange to the Children of Divine Mercury; for the Mysteries of
Philosophy, Divinity, and Theosophy, must not be profaned, and laid open to the View of the
outward Astral Reason, which turns all to its Selfish Pride, Covetousness, Envy, Wrath, and
cunningHypocrisy; and therefore a parabolical or magical Phrase or Dialect is the best and
plainest Habit and Dress that Mysteries can have to travel in up and down this wicked World:
And thus Parables have a double and different Respect and Use; for as teay and hide
Secrets from the rude and vulgar Sort, who are not able or patient to bear any Thing but what
suits with their common Conceits and Opinions, so likewise they sweetly lead the Mind of the
true Searcher into the Depths of Wisdom's Council. Hreyas the cloudy Pillar of Moses; they
have a dark Part, and they have a Light Part; they are dark to the Egyptians, the Pharisaical Sons
of Sophistry, but Light to the true Israel, the Children of the Mystery.

And therefore whoever will be nurtured amdined up by Sophia, and learn to understand and
speak the Language of Wisdom, must be born again of and in the Word of Wisdom, Christ Jesus,
the Immortal Seed: The Divine Essence which God breathed into his Paradisical Soul must be
revived, and he musiecome one again with that which he was in God before he was a Creature,
and then his Eternal Spirit may enter into that which is within the Veil, and see not only the
literal, but the moral, allegorical, and anagogical Meaning of the Wise, and theBalanigs:

He then will be fit to enter, not only in@olomon'sPorch, the outer Court of Natural Philosophy,
Sense and Reason, but likewise into the inward Court of holy and spiritual Exercises, in divine
Understanding and Knowledge; and so he may Stepghetmost inward and holiest Place of
Theosophical Mysteries, into which none are admitted to come, but those who have received the
high and holyunction

| will now endeavoubriefly to hint to the Reader what this Book contains, though in it the Spirit
of Wisdom cannot be delineated with Pen and Ink, no more than a Sound can be Painted, or the
Wind grasped in the Hollow of the Hand: But know, that in it he deciphers andeatgén a

lively Manner theSignature of all Thingsand gives you the Contents of Eternity and Time, and
glances at all Mysteries.

Herein the Author sets forth fundamentally the Birth, Sympathy, and Antipathy of all Beings;
how all Beings originally ase out of one Eternal Mystery, and how that same Mystery begets
itself in itself from Eternity to Eternity; and likewise how all Things, which take their Original
out of this Eternal Mystery, may be changed into Evil, and again out of Evil into Good with
clear and manifest Demonstration how Man has turned himself out of the Good into the Evil, and
how his Transmutation is again out of the Evil into the Good: Moreover, herein is declared the
outward Cure of the Body; how the outward Life may be freed arkness by its Likeness or
Assimulate, and be again introduced into its first Essence; where also, by Way of Parable and
Similitude, thePhilosophers Stonis with great Life described for the Temporal Cure; and along
with it the HolyCorner StongChrist alone, for the Everlasting Cure, Regeneration, and perfect
Restitution of all the true, faithful, eternal Souls. In a Word, his Intent is to let you know the



inward Power and Property by the outward Sign; for Nature has given Marks and Notes to every
Thing, whereby it may be known; and this is Hamguage of Naturaevhich signifies for what
everything is good and profitable: And herein lies the Mystery, or central Science of the high
Philosophical Work in the true Spagiric Art, which consummates the Gotenly for the

Body, but for the Soul.

But let the Reader know, that the sharp Speculation of his own Reason will never pry into the
Depth of this Book, but rather bring him into a Maze of doubtful Notions, wherein he will

1. ALL whatever isspoken written, or aiught of God, without the Knowledgé the Signaturds
dumb and vl of Undestandng; for it proceed®nly from an historicaConjecture, from the
Mouth of another, whereithe Spirit without Knowledge is dumb, but if tH&pirit opens to him

the Signaturethen he undstand the Speech of anothand further he understandsw the

Spirit hasmanifestedand revealedself (out of theEsence through thErinciple in theSound

with theVoice. Forthough Iseeone tospeak teach, preach, and write of God, and though | hear
and read theame yet this is nosufficientfor me to undestandhim; but if hisSoundandSpirit

out of hisSignatureand Similitude enter into my own Similitude, and imprint his Similitude into
mine, then | may undstandhim really and fundamentally, be it eitrggolkenor written, if he

has the Hammer that catnike my Bell.

2. By this we know, that aHumanProperties proceed from one; that they all have but one only

Incarnationsoit Soundsandso is his Knowledge, the inwardanifestdtself in the Soundof
theWord, for that isthe Mind's natural Knowledgef itself.

2. And then we undstandherein theCure how the one heals another, and brings it to Health
and if this were not, there wene Nature, but an etern8tillness and nowill ; for the contrary
Will makes theMotion, and theOriginal of the Seeking, that theppositeSoundseds theRest
and yet in the Seeking it only elevates and more enkiitgkdf

3. And we are to undstandhow theCureof eachThing consiss in theAssimulate for in the
Assimulatearises the Satisfaction of th&ill, viz.its highest Joy, for eachThing desires aWill
of its Likeness and by the contraryill it is discomfied but if it obtains awill of its Likeness
it rejoices in theAssimulate and therein falls int®est and theEnmityis turned intaJoy:.

4. Forthe Eternal Nature has produced nothing iD#sire except d.ikenessout ofitself; and
if there were not arverlastingMixing, there would be an eternal Peatéature, busoNature
would not be revealed and maaenifest in the Combat ibecomesnanifest sothat eachrhing
elevatestself, and would get out of the Combat into #i#l Rest andsoit runs to and fro, and
thereby only awakens arstirs up tie Combat.

15. This is now th®riginal of Enmity, that Natureopposs the FreaNill, and arhingis at
Enmityin itself, and here we undstandthe Center of Nature with thré@rms, in theOriginal,
viz.in thefirst Principle it is Spirit; in thesecondt is Love, and in the thirdPrincipleEssencge
andthesethreeForms arecalled in the thirdPrincipleSulphur Mercury, andSal

39. TheseProperties arenione another as one, but theyar therselves, each dwelling iitself;
for they are of a differerEssenceand when one enters into another, then thetansity, and a
Flagrat A Similitude whereof we magpprehend in Thunder aheéjhtning, which comes to
passwhen the greanguish viz.the Mother of alSalts, undestandthe thirdFormof Nature,
impressesitself, which comes t@assirom theAspectof theSun whichstirs up the hoFire's
Form, sothat it is penetrative, as the Property of Hire is; and when it reaches t&alniter

3. And,we undestandin the Mysterywithout Nature in thdirst Will two Forms; one td\ature,
to the Manifestationof theWondereye and thesecond~ormis producedut of thefirst, which
is aDesireafterVirtue andPower and is thdirst Will's Son its Desireof Joyfulness. And
undestandus thusthe Desireis egressiveand thatvhich proceeds is th@pirit of theWill and
Desire for it is a Moving, and th®esiremakes &ormin the Spirit, viz. Formings of the
Infinity of the Mystery.

4. And ths Form|[or Likenes$ is the eternalWisdomof the Deity and we undetandherein the
Trinity of the only Deity whoseGround wemustnot know, how thdirst Will arises in the
Abyssfrom Eternity, which iscalled Fatherpnly we know the eterndirth, anddistinguishthe
Deity, viz.whatpurely and merely concerns the Deity, or the, Good, from Natureshavadyou
the Arcanumof thegreatessecretMystery, Namdy, how theAbyss or the Deitymanifests
itself with this eternal Generatipfor God is aSpirit, and asubtleas aThought orWill, and
Nature is his corpore&ssence, wterstand the Eternal Natureand the outward Nature of this
visiblecomprehensibl&Vorld is aManifestationor externaBirth of the inwardSpirit and
Essencén Evil and Good, that is Representation, Resblance, and typical Similitude of the
darkFire, andLight World.

25.Forthat which dies to thEire, or snks through Death, that is divif&ssenceand it is
effectedlikewisethrough theSalnitralFlagratof the divineJoyfulness, where the Property
trembles in thdoyof Meeknessand inmersesitself through the Death of thére, which is
called God's Anger, and quenchesdthat God dwells in a medkight; and thefirst Property to
the Enkindlingof theLight is Fire, andWrathof the eternal Nature, and makes the dalid|d.

26. The Properties of tHest Mother in theLubetandDesiredo akodivide themslves in the
SalnitralFlagratof Joyfulness into dstinct Parts, as is to kmee in this outwardNorld, it yields
alsoWater, but of a vergovereignEssenceand it eeembles only &pirit of apleasantovely
Desire This is the Water, of whicBhristtold us thahe would give us to drink, and wéoever
shauld drink thesame it shouldspringup in him toa Fountain of eternal Life.

27. It retains also in the Flagrat of the Disclosure the fiery Property which is called Heaven, in
which the Wonders of the divine Kingdom of Joy are known and manifest; and in the watry
Property [it retains] the pleasant Spring, or Paradise; for ineéhg[fProperty] the eternal

Element arises, and it is the real Essence of the divine Corporality, wherein consists all whatever
may be known in God, as is sufficiently and in Order cleared at large in our other Writings of the
Divine Revelation, treating dhe Divine Wisdom, and of the Divine eternal Abyssal Birth: And

now wewill turn us to the Essence of the outward Wovid, to the Manifestation of the eternal,

viz. to Metals, Herbs, and Trees; so also to Men and Beasts.

28.We seethat the Metals have anothdannerof Body than the livingCreaturs, or are
otherwisethan theEarthandStonesare Now Reasorasks, How is theOriginal of everyThing,
seéng that in theBeginningall aroseout of one Mother, and yet tiigernityhas no temporal
Beginnin@ Here wemustagainconsiderthe Mother of thdirst Pregnatrix, where, and how one
Essencaeparategitself from anotheryiz.the inchoative from the eterndlime from Eternity;

and yet theytandmutually in each other,ub areseverednto two Principles, viz.into the
Kingdomof God, and of thisVorld; and yet all is God’But seeéng Christcals theDevil a
Prince of thisiorld, and wealsoare able to declare how far, and in what he is a Prince, and that
thisWorld is not his own, but he is the pestCreaturan thisWorld, and asonot at all in this
World; nowtherefordook upon thdirst Ground, upon the Mother which has tlgenerated all
Creaturs.

29. So aoas to theearth Stonesand all Metals, th&artHs Propertyconsiss in aSpiritual
Sulphur Mercury, andSal and all whatever has h&g®ginningis aisen in and out of her
Impressionand inchoatively thereupon it carfoeth with thefirst Formof the Motheryiz. with
theastringentAttraction, through the Fiat into a creatural Being, anidafs aDiversity of
EssencendSpirit, according to thérst Property of the Separation.



30. Asfirst, The highSpirits, which were created out of the flagbetin theDesire in theFire's
Property,viz.out of the Center of aEssencs, had in them the Properties of both the eternal
Worlds; butthosewhich after their Corporizing [or being madeeaturely remained with their
Desirein the Property of the freleubet and introduced theWill out of theFireinto theLight,
they became Angels; and the othehich introduced theiDesireagain into theCentre(viz.into
theausterdProperties) becanigevils, viz. Out-casts from the fred.ubetout of theLight, as is
mentioned in otheWritings.

31. Thereforethe Devils have neither thkingdomof God, nor th&Kingdom of thisWorld in
Possessiarfor in theBeginningof the Creationthis World was created out of both the inward
Properties, whereupon tievil has now only th&Vraths Partin Possessigrthe other profits
him nothing, and thus he is in thi¢orld, andalsonot in theWorld, for he has but onBart
thereof inPossessiorffom the other he is saout.

32. After theCreationof the highet Spirits, God created thigsible World with the Stars and
Elemens as an externdirth out of the Mother of alEssences; all whicproceeded out of the
eternalBeginning and took a tempor&eginning For herewe are toconsider that the eternal
Pregnatrix movedself, and enkindled its owRorm[or Similitude,] where then the one became
corporeal in the other; but afterwards God created#rth which we are thus tconsiderof.

33. Thefirst Desireto Natureimpressedtself, and introducegself with the Impressiorinto
threeForms, viz. into Sulphur Mercury, andSal, and in thdmpressiorall become 8ing and
moving, which is not in thetill Nothing, andsoforcesitself into the highet Anguish even to
the SalnitralFlagrat where then is th@riginal of theFire: Thus theSourcewhirls initself, as a
Boiling of Water upon thé&ire: for theaustereDesireis attractive, and the figlis expusive,
which is aSulphur and theastringentAttractionis awrathful Sting, [or Compunction) viz.a
Contrition; and yet it is held by thAusteraess, that it cannot move away, whereupon it is
painful, and cases Pain as if it weresesthing, which yet is onl$pirit without Esgnce which
comes tgassn Mercury, and isMercuryd ewn Form

14. And there is the Separation of tWbll s, viz.one remains, and is the very anxiossdace,
seeng it originally arises from theDesire the other, whichréses out of theLubetof theLiberty,
retires back again intieself into theLiberty, and yet there is no parting or dividing from one
another, but thus it goes one with another all along througBrtkiedling of theFire through
the SalnitralFlagrat where with the kindling of thEire the Death is effected in thMgrath of the
Fire, where theSourcedies, and yet there is no Death, bliikenessof Death and yet the real,
eternal, and temporal Death is in thdnner, even where thkiberty apprehendgself in itself

35. ThehighestMetal, as Gold, ises from thelLiberty, which is compsed- all along in the
Flagratin theastringentmpressionand it is not free from thilateria of the Rest, for all is
compriseddr wrapt up together; bseeng theLiberty with theSul or Light's Property, is



compised or comprehended thereirsalthereuporSulis exputive to theManifestationof

itself, as it is the Property of theberty soto be Hence it comes that Metals grow, and not the
gross hardStoneswhich are too hard comped in thelmpressiorout or thewrathful

Essentiality and have too litti&ulin them.

36. But concerning the precio8soneswith their radiantustreand greaVirtue, thesamehave
their Originalin theFlashof theFire, where Life and Deatbeparateas when on@artby
Reasorof the darkEssentialitydescends, and the other Reasorof theLiberty ascends, and yet
all is brought into Esence in thd-lagrat sothat thesameFlashor Glance becomessa

Material in the Flagrat andthereforethey are hard, and of a blinking Glance, like an Eyeso
alsois theOriginal of the Eye or Sight in th&/omb, when the Life enkindles|l according to
the Right ofEternity.

37. Andthereforethey are of @ greatPower Efficacy, andVirtue, in that they arsonigh to the
Deity, and bear the incorporatBidimes of the divinePowerin them as asoGold is nigh to the
divine Essentiality or heavenlyCorporality If Man could open [odisclosé thedead Body, and
reduce it to dlying moving Spirit, which only can be effected through the divivietion, then it
shouldbeseen what it could be, whicho Reasorbelieves or undstand without divine Sight
[or Vision.].

38. Further, we are svto considerof the other Metals and Minerals, which in likannerdo
thus take theiOriginal, but in theSalnitralFlagrateach Property is sefzed as weseethat the
Property of thd-ire andLight is different, and all from thérst Impressionwhere béore the
Impressiorthe LubetandDesireof the Liberty standmutually in each other, asGhaos a
Complexion of greatvonders where allColours, Powes, andVirtues are contained ithis only
CHAOS orWonderEye, whichCHAOSIis Godhimself, viz.the Being of all Beings, who thus
manifestshimselfin particular Beings with the Eyes Bfernity, eachMateriais anEssence
according to th&pirit from whence it was generated; ahd be enkindled in thé&ire, it yields
likewisesuchaLight as theSpiritis in theEssence

39. And thus aowe are taconsiderof the Metalswhat Kind ofSpirit each of them hasucha
Glance and.ustreit yields, and alosucha Body it has.

40. As theMind actsand moves the Thoughts and SEngom theéhighestto thelowed, and
comprehends ancommanddy the Thoughts from thieighestto the lowestsothe EternaMind
hasmanifestedtself from thehighestMajesty, even to théowest;[meanest, or outermost
Thing,] viz.to the greatéadDarknessand thisworld, with theSun Stars, andlemens, and with
everycreaturelyBeing, is nothing eks but aManifestationof the Eternityof the EternaWill and
Mind; and as it was in thBeginning so itstill stand in its Seething and Vegetation, asudt
still puts forward Light andDarknessto Evil and Good. And allhingsconsistin thesefirst
threeFormns, viz.in Sulphur Mercury, andSal as one Degree in Order after anotiierso
likewiseare the Quires of th8pirits, as adoof the StarsTrees Herls, and of all Kinds
whatever which have been, and;a®alsoare the inwardheavenlyQuires with their
Digtinction.



TheFouith Chapter.
Of the Birth of the Stars, arfdur Elemensin the metalline and
creaturely Property.

1. AS it is bdore mentioned, alThingsproceed out of one only Mother, aseparaté¢hemselve
into two Essencs, according to the Right &ternity, viz.into a Mortal and an Immortal, into
Life and Death, int&pirit and Body; and th&piritis the Life, and the Body is the Deatig. a
Houseof the Spirit: As the holy Trinitystand in theBirth, soalsois the externaBirth: There is
likewise EssencendSpiritin Heaven a Figure of which weeein this outwardVorld, where
there ardour Elemens, and yet there is but one ortyement whichseparatgitself into four
Propertiesyiz.into Fire, Air, Water, andarth as is abovenentioned.

2. Forsowe are taconsiderof the Creationof this World, that the whole Essice ofEternityhas
moveditself in thePlaceof thisWorld, and the whol€&ormwas enkindled. anstirred, and that
in theDesireto Manifestation and there th&eneratiordivideditself in the Flagratof the
enkindledFire into four Partsviz.into Fire, Water, andearth and theAir is its moving
egressivespirit; as is to beonsideed in Sulphur whichconsiss inthesefour Things

3. In like Manneralsothe Astrumis thus generated out of thest Mother; and alput together is
only one Body, and it all takes iRisefrom the inwardSpirit; as a Hand ofFoot growsforth
from the inward Center, and has alreadysmin the Centeryiz.in thefirst Operation, ando
only grows into &ormas theSpirit is.

4. Thefirst Mother of allThings viz. the Lubetwith the Desire doesespeciallyintroduceitself
into sevenForms, and yet continueseadfasin three only, butmanifeststself in sevenForms.

5. Thefirst Formis astringentviz. anausteréAttraction, which is a Caseof ColdnessandSalt,
and allCorporality

6. Thesecond~ormis theCompunctionviz.the Drawing oMotion, and caseStirring up, the
Feding, alsoPricking, Aking, Tormenting; theAffection of BitternessEnmity and Friendlines,
JoyandSorrow

7. The thirdFormis the greafAnguishin theImpressionwhichcauses twaVill s, viz. one to the
Fire, where theVill of the freeLubetfalls down to thaVrathin theFire, and again goes into
itself, and makes hustrein theFire's Sharpness

8. Now thefourth Formis theFireitself, viz. thefirst Principlein the Life, withwhich the dark
andLight World do separatgalsoin this Flagratall Material Separation are effected, and the
Corporalityand Multiplication begin according to the Property offihe& EternalMind, viz.
according to th&ssentialitya mortal [Eng,and according to the fr&gourcea living [Ens.]

9. The fifthFormis now thesecondesire which is effected after the Separation, and that
according to two Propertipgiz. one according to thieubetof theLiberty out of theLight,
which is thehighestLove-Desire andthe other according to théred Lubet which leads its



Life of its Essencen theLovein theLight, from whence thdoyfulness, and every true Life
arises.

10. TheLove givesEssencgfor it is expressive, and yieldingjz. itself, for God giveshimselfto
everyEssenceand theFireis receptivefor it needsEssencen its wrathful Hunger elseit
extinguishesand then théustreof theLight would go out, and thBesireof Love would cease
for the Fire makes the.ight desiring viz. of theJoyfulness; for if the Fire dies, theLight waxes
dark, and_ove turns intoAnguish as may be conceived of in tDevils.

11. The ffith Formarises from the turningVheelbefore theFire, where the Multiplication of the
Essencearises out of the Property dflercuriusin the SalnitralFlagrat with the Enkindling of
theFire oneFormis introduced into another; and if now theve-Desirepenetrates all the
Forms, then all thé-orms grow very dsrous the one after the othéoy the deat.ovely Child
Venuss in all.

12. Here begin th&aste Smell Hearing, Seeind;eelng, and Speakindpr the Light opens
anotherPrincipleof anotherSource and fills all and heresprings up the Life in Deathyiz. the
Lovein the Anger, and theight shines in theDarknesshere theBridegroom embraces his
Bride, and Gocdhimselfrefills his Angeryviz.the Wrathof Nature and in thiscFormall Speeches
Undersanding, andsenses aise, and the true, real Life of alreaturs; soalsothe Life in the
Vegetablesyiz. Trees andHerbs, in eachirhing according to its Property.

13. Theseveith Formarises from all the other, and is the Bodfansion-House or Food of the
other, and it is thus effectedhen the otheForns Tasteeach other in their mutual Penetration
in theLove-Desire then in eaclrormthere is a Hungeror Desireafter thelLove, viz. after the
Light; now eaclHungeror Desireis reachingorth after theThingit desires, and eagerly attracts
the Property of th&hing desiral; and thus ot of two one Esnce is madeyiz. out of the
Hunger and that which thelungerdesires; for this Hungerdoes notstandin Death, it does not
anymoreenclosdtself up in Deathunlesst be too great, and tHenaginationin theHungerbe
too great, anthe Hungercannot obtain thatameThing, then it choaksasmanyTimes aChild

is choaked ormothered in the Mother'$Vomb, if this Formbe enkindled in anothéormto eat
of same external hing, whereupon the Mother growsardent in longingand if slke cannot get
it, the Child alsocannot get itnow it choaks in thélunger orelse a Member is gged, from
whence thédungeraro<.

14.Thefirst Hungerin the Center ere theFireis aSpiritual Hungerwhich makeghe dark
World, andtheHungerof the freeLubetmakes the.ight World; bothwhich are onlySpirit, till
theypassboth bgether through thEnkindling of theFire where then they are mortified to the
Spirit, and are &ikenessof thefirst Spirit, viz. aManifestationof the icomprehensibl&pirit,
which is called God ihove and Angerin a twafold Source Thus eaclstand undivided in
itself, viz. God in theTime, andthe Timein God, and the one is not the other, but they come
from one eternaDriginal; thus the tempor&pirit's Hungergives a temporal Body, and the
eternalSpirits Hungeraff ords an eternal Body, andegbothmutually in each dter and yet are
distinct.



15. ThesevenForms make them a Bodyceording to theiHungerout oftheir own Property;
thereforeall whatever thé&pirit has in all properties lies in the Body.

16. Further we are to know, that there is a Separation made @réa¢ionof this World; for this
is to besea in theSunand Starssolikewise in allCreaturs; alsoin MetalsStonesandEartts;
for this sameis theManifestationof God.

17. We seein the FirmamensevenPlanets, and in thearthsevenMetals which are fixedand
alsosevenPlanets only whiclarefixed in their Propertytherestare Minerals, andoof the
Stars: And as the planetary Orb has its predominant Stamp or Inflgens@jsothe Birth of
eachThing.

18. As the Deityviz.the divineLight, is the Center of all Lifesoalsoin the Manifestationof
God,viz.in the Figure, th&unis the Center of all Lifein the hghest Life thehighestThings
have taken theiBeginning andsoforwardsuccessivelyn from another to thewest In every
externalThingthere are two Propertiesnefrom Time, the oher fromEternity, thefirst
Property ofTime is manifest and theother is hidden, gt it ses forth a Likenessafteritself in
eachThing.

19. Whateve has itsBeginningout of theLubetof theLiberty stang with theRootin an
heavenlyProperty, and with the Body in a&arthly, but the Eternadtand in Time, andmanifests
itself with Time.

20. Sulphuris on onePartin the Internaheavenly and as to the Bodgarthlyyet putsforth an
heavenlyLikenessaccording to the Eternal out i$elf, which is fixed andtedfasts is to be
sea in Gold, and is much more to baderstoodn thehumanBody, if it were not corrupted in
the Desirein Mercury, for the Spiritual orheavenlyMan consiss in Sulphur and inMercurythe
corporealyiz.the Similitude of the divinMan;] soalsothe metalline Property iSulphur is
thenoblest mostexcellent, andhighest for it is thehighestSpirit.

26. But according to thieiberty, or according to the fre@esirés own Property (in that it yields
upitself to Saturn viz.to theDesirg it makes inSaturnGold, according to thBesireof the
Light, where theSpirit and Bodyseparatgthe Spirit of its Desireis Sol and the Body is Gold,
undestand the golden Body is iBaturnaccording to the Property of the frBesire and not
according tdSaturris Property; his Property mmselfis Lead,Salt, andEarth but he keeps the
goldenChild shutup inhimselfas a black Raven, not in his griagrm, but in a darlshCast: He
is a great.ord, but hisDominion, by Reasorof the golderChild which he has in hiBowels,

27.Mercuriusis theMasterWorkmanof this Child, which Saturnhides when hegets it into his
Hunger hecass off his Back Cloak, and rejoices in it; buths too malignant in hiire-Wrath,
he devours th€hild, and turns it wholly tdnis own Property\When he isnostshargy hungry in
theFire, thenSolmustbe given him (iis his Wife) that hisiungermay beappeasé; and then
when he isatisfied, he labouri theMateria of the Child with his ownHungeror Fire, and fills
up hissufficed Desireout d Sols Property, which he bare had eaten, and noures theChild

till it gets upon it all théour Elemens with the Constellationand he grows exceeding pregnant
with theChild, and then it belongs [or is fibr] a strangeFire, and yet nostrange,an earnest
Fire; and then th&ather gives it the Souljz. the Fire-Spirit; and itsfirst Mother, which
Mercurydid eat downn its Hunger which was fixed and perfect, [givetble Solis-Spirit, viz.

29. TheBirth of thehighestDegree turns roundyig. the Desirg for this World is round,soalso
theBirth; when theLiberty has given ithighestLubet(as a goldeidunge) to Saturn and
placedMercuryfor Work-Master then it betakegself into itself, into itsDesire according to the
Property ofMeeknessfor thefirst Conception to the golderChild is effected according to the
Property ofJoyfulness; but this out of Goodrss andMeeknessesignsitself to Lung for it is a
plessantDemissionby Reasorof theMeeknesswhichMercuryapprehends and/orks therein

Venuscloaths it, whichMercury
cannot endureseeng he is theMlasterWorker, and he gives hiSarmentalsg, but theSilver has
neither the Property dfenusnor Mercury, for it retains the Property of its Mothetiz. the
Meeknessn theLiberty, and is hatched, as the GoldRgasorof theSun The Moon has an
heavenlyProperty, but in reference to its own propermfrom the Property of thBesirg it is
of a veryearthlyProperty it is a Cabinet and Keeper of tharthlyandheavenlyEssenceln like
Manneras the outward Body dflan, which bdore the Fall inAdamwas comparable tSilver,
but when he died in tHeubetthen theesarthlyProperty only lived in him, anthereforehe

33. We mustunderstandit thus the Lubetof theLiberty goesforth out ofitself, as a Plant, and
makes one Degree after another in OrderMericury makes the Sphertr he is théWork-
Master And as the Eterndirth is initself in theheavenlyMercury, in the EternalWordin the
Father's Generatigpsolikewisewith theMotion of the Father it came intoceaturelyBeing,
andsoproceeds in its Order, as maydeen inthe Wheelof the Planetsfor the Order is jat so
placed asManis in his Order.

34.Firstthere is in him the true golden divian, which is theLikenessof God: Next there is
in him theMan of heavenlyEssentiality viz. the inward holy Body, generated from thiee and
Light in the Tincture, which is like to the pugalverif it were not corrupted. Thirdly, there is in
him theElemenal Man from the pureelementresemblingJupiter. Fourtthly, theMercurial,

which is the growing oparadisica[Man.] Fifthly, the Martial, from theFire, viz.thesaulish
[Man,] according to the Father's Property. Sixthly, the Veneien|] according to the outward
Desire and the Water's Property. Seventhly, Sodér, according to th8urls Propertyyiz.
according to the outwan/orld, as a Seer and Knower of thAéndersof God And yet it is but
the one onlyMan; yet is both in the inward and outwandorld. Thuslikewiseis the Similitude
[or Form| of thesevernMetals, with one Property according to the inwdrdrld, and with
anothewisible and palpable Property according to the outwa&at|d.

35. FromJupiterthe Sphere turns round, and out of the SeparMencury proceedgorth with

a broken Metal, according to Hepirit's Propertyexternally Quickilver, and internally he is a
paradisicaWorking, he is in hisSpiritual Property th®istinguisher(or Articulator) of the
Words, Voices, and Speeches. It is written, Guathmade allThingsby his Word: Theheavenly
eternalMercuriusis hisWord, which the Fatheexpresss in theEnkindlingof hisLight, and the
expresseds hisWisdony and theWordis theWorker, Framer, and Maker of th&ormings in the
expresed Wisdom Now what the inwardlercuriusdoes internally in GodBower that
likewisethe outwardViercuriuseffects in the outwarBowerin the createdtssenceHe is God's
Instrumentwherewith heNorks extrirsically to Death and to Life; in eacfhing according to
its Property he builds, and breaks down.

36. According tdSaturnis Property he builds, and according to his own Propertijstiaguishes
and dsgpates theHardnessn Saturn viz.theencloseé, and opens it to LiteHe opens the
Colours, and makeBorms and Shapes, and carries in himhaavenly and asoanearthly
Property, in theearthlyhe carries out of thigrst Desireto Natureyviz. out of Saturn Mars, viz.
the Wrathfulness of thelmpressionfor he is his Soul, whereiMercurylives; he gives him the
fiery Essenceandstand unde Jupiterin the Order upwards on the Sphdog,he carries the
Fire-Spiritin Sulphurinto all Planets, anBorms and gives to eachhingits Source and true
Spirit of Life.

37.Marsin thefirst Impressionis the greaAnguish and causes tHeove-Will of theLiberty to
separatérom him; and that which iseparated is called Gpdnd theAnguish or Fire-Source is
called God's Angenjiz.the Wrathof the Eternal NaturéAnd as internally God'kove separate
from God's Anger, that is, from threathful Property of the Eternal Naturgz. Heavenfrom
Hell, God from theDevil; soalsoit is effected in théirth of the outward Nature.



38. Love proceeds out of thé/rath, and is arHumility, or Subnisson: Thus likewse it came in
the Creationinto Order thereforeVenusstand in the Sphere on the Line Mfars under the Suit,
for sois the Separation in Natyrandsoone proceedtrth from another: Its Metal is Copper,
the Original whereof is this, that thieove is aDesire anddesires onlyLight andJoy, for the
Materiais made out of the B#e's Property: But if theove-Desireshall come to be corporeal
in thelmpressionthenit mustresign itself to thewrathful Fiat, viz. to theDesireof Marsin the
Fire, or in the fiery Propertyfor the SaturnineProperty takes all into itslight, and makegt
corporeal.

39. Thereforethe Metal ofVenuss sonearly related to Gold, bigeasorof her ownProperty
from theLiberty, butMars makes toavrathful, and becaseit separateitself out ofMarsd Eire,
it retains a gred®Partof the Property oManin it.

40.Marss Metal is Ironfor he is theWrathin Sulphut in which theFire enkindlesand aises;

his Original with theMateriais in theAusterenessf theDesire Copperseparatgitself in the
Generation out of Irorfpr it arises from theWill of Venus and they differ as Body and Sptdr
Marsis theFire-Soul of Venus and make¥enuscorporeal otherwise Venus as to her own
Property, gives only Water in tiMortification in the SalnitralFlagrat for herFireis only a
pleasanthining, Smile, ot.ove-Fire, asshe is alone void of other Mixture; atiiereforeshe
cannot produce any corpordégdsencérom her ownPowerand Ability, which is hard and tough;
sheis only the Mother to he€hild without acreaturelySout Marsis her Soul, an&aturn

makes her Body.

41. TheSpirit of Solmay tinctureMars andVenus and change them into the highmetalline
Perfectionyiz.into Gold which cannosoeasily be effected irSilver, unlessit be reduced into
thefirst Materia, whereSaturn Mars, andMercuryare together in th8ulphur and then it can
be doneVenusreceives its Toughmse fromSaturn and its Redrss fromMars as theFire.

42. Now theDesireof Venuss only eager, and longing aft8pl as after hefirst Mother, from
whenceshesprings forth in herBirth in thefirst Original; for the Love comesforth originally
from God, andsoit is likewisein the externaBirth in the Figure The Desireof Venusgoes into
Sol into theSun and receives in itBesirethe Property of th&un andshines fromSot shehas
a very peculiar Shining ardistreabove all the Planets and Stars, wishlereceives from her
Mother; and in her MotherBowerconsistsherJoy, viz. the pleasantwinkling smiling Agect
which shehas in hersheis in her own Property (aheis purely alone without theroperty of
the other Planets) real Daughter of thBun(undestandin Sulphur where all is wrapt together)
therdore shestand next under th8un as aChild of theSun not that theSundid generate that
Star,for he islikewise created with her, but in tHeulphurwithout theCreation merely in the
Generation, it iso, both in theheavenlyandearthly[Being, orPrinciple]

43.For God the Father generates thlwve through hisHeart now theSun by Way of
Similitude, betokens hideart for it is a Figure in the outwand/orld according to the eternal
Heartof God, which givestrengthandVirtue to every Life andEssence

44. And undestandit right; all Thingsproceed from th&/ord andHeartof God (which is the
Divine Sulphu) in theBirth or the holy Trinity, anamanifestthemlves in and through the



proceeded (or eégssed) Essencewhich is God'sVisdont and they again do eageftyrce and
press out of theEgressin and towards hisleartandPower and vehemently long after it, as Paul
Faith, all Creaturs groan and pant with us to be delivered from Vanity.

45. So aodoes the outwarBssencén the outwardirth of Metals, Planets, Stars and
Creaturs; eachrhinglongs after its Centevjz. after itsfirst Mother, whence it proceededz.
after theSunin Sulphut for it is the Tincture of alEssencesNVhaever thefirst Desirewith the
Impressionn SaturnmakesEvil in theWrathof Mars, that theSunturns again into Good. As
the divineSuntinctures the Anger dNrathof God,sothat thewrathful Property of God's Anger
is changed into doyfulness solikewisethe outwardSuntinctures the outwar8ulphut viz.
SaturnandMars, that there is pleasanTemperatureyiz.a. Growth springng, and blooming in
all Metals andCreaturs; thereforethe Sunis the Center, whicReasorwill not believe;
understand in the planetary Orb, and in all Vegetables and Animals

The Fifth Chapter.
Of theSulphurearDeaths and how the dead Body is revj\aedl replaced into itéirst Glory.

1. All Life andMotion, with Undestandng, ReasonandSenss, loth in Animals and
Vegetablesconsistoriginally in Sulphug viz.in Nature'sDesire and in thd_ubets Desireof the
Liberty.

2. In Nature'Desirearises the Death anBnclosing and in theDesireof theLiberty arises the
Opening and the Lifdor the Liberty's Desiretinctures theDesireof the dark Naturesothat the
wrathful Motherforegoes her own Right, and freegsgns to theLiberty's Desire andsothe
Life grows in Deathfor there is no Life withoukight; but if theLight goes out in th&ssencef
the Sulphurg then it is an eternal Death, which Man can revive unlessGod movegimselfin
the LubetDesirein thesameDeath for Death can receive no Life into ithlessthefirst Desire
viz.the freeLubets Desire manifeststself in the Desireto Nature, wherein the Indimg and
Death are generated.

3. ThereforewhenMan died in theSulphur none could have made him alive againlessthe
free Lubet viz.theDesireto the Eternal Life did again enter into Rbur, viz.into theBirth of
the Nature of thbumanProperty, and moved theclosel Deathyiz.the Center of Nature, and
gaveitself again into the Centevjz.into thesaul-like Property, and into the SouEsssentiality
andCorporality, and this wasobrought topas.

4. We know that the rigl&ulphuris a Generation of a$pirituality andCorporality, sofar as
concerns itdirst Original, where it isheavenly it is the Generation or thesnce of all
Essenced-orall, whatevelEternityandTime s initself, has, and is able to effect, lies in this
Birth: But now as to th&ingdomof thisWorld it is earthly, viz. a Figure of the Eternglor in it
theTime andCreatureconsist and all whatever igisible and irvisible.

5. NowMan, andevery Life abg, as to th&kingdomof thisWorld, was created and generated
out of the outwar&@ulphur Man out of the inward and outwar&U@ilphur] and the outward



Creatureonly out of the outwardor Manis anlmageandLikenessof God, and the other
Creaturs areas a Similitude according to the Figuration in the internal Generation in God's
Wisdom viz.in theexpressear procreatedheavenlyEssencgaccording to both eternal
Principles.

6. But nowManwas created good and perfect, according to, and out of all theMargs, as
anlmageof the Deity, in whom God dwelle@nd he was even thBssence what @Gbis,
according tceternityandTime in all the thredVorlds; but he was &reaturewith aBeginning
as to theCreature and died through theubetas to theneavenlyand divineEssenceForthe
inward Lubet which was generated in the Centaz, in theFire, wherein sbtod the Life in the
divine Essentiality that is that which enkindled tlessencef the divineMeeknesswherein the
Joyfulnessor the angelicaFormconsiss, that (Isay) turneditself from the inward_ubetof the
Liberty andEternityinto theTime, viz.into the externaBirth, into the planetary Property, [it
departed] out of the pure divit#ementinto thefour Elemens. Thus the inward divine
Essentiality or inwardCorporalitydid no longer retain any Leader or Lif#end this was the
Death for the Soul'd=ire proceeding from the Father's Property turiteelf awayfrom theSons
Property, in which alone the Divine Lit®nsiss.

7. Thus the Property of the Soul remained naked only williitsin the outwardsulphut and
theinward disipperel, and continuedtedfast in the eternbinchangeablerss, as, in an eternal
Nothing, wherein there was no more any effectingWarking Efficacy to bring tgass]

8. ThusManwith his outward Body lived barely and merely to Thme; the precious Gold of
theheavenlyCorporality which tinctured the outward Body, wasappeared, ansothe
outward Bodystood barely and alone in the Life of Natu®ssirg viz.in the Soul's fiery
Property undestandin theFormand Property oMars, viz.in theWrathof God, which is the
Wrathin Sulphurt viz.the Property of God's Anger and the dérkrld: But seéng the outward
Body was created out of tH@me, therdore theTime, viz.the Constellatiorwith thefour
Elemens, preently obtained th®ominionin him; and the divine Propertyiz. the Desireof the
Deity (which ruledand tincturedlime, sothat there was a holy Life in ti@reatureout of the
Time) wasvanisted its own peculiat.ove in the divineDesirewas turned to Water, and it
became bind and dead in the/ill andDesireof God and the Souhusthelpitself with theSuris
Light.

9. Butseeang thatTime hasBeginningandEnd, and theWill with theDesirehas given uptself
to the temporal Leadehereforethe Dominionof Time destro its own contrive@®pirit, andso
the Body adodies and pass away, and this is that which Geald toAdam That he kould not
eat of thelree or Plant, of the Knowledge of Good aladil, of both Properties, $ehe died as
it alsocame tgpass he died in thé&ulphur the Sulin theKingdomof God,viz.the Lubetof the
divine Liberty, out of which the.ight of God shinesand in which the divineove, viz.the
Love-Fire burns, [digppeared and withdrew fronhim.]

10. Now there was nBRemedyfor him, unlessGod'sDesireentered again into his de&adilphut
that is, into hisSul which was deadjiz.into the dead [or mortifiedEssentiality and again
enkindled it with thd.ove-Fire; which came tgassn Christ And there thdneavenlyBody,
wherein God's.ight mines, did againrase But if thismustbe effected, then tHeove-Desire



mustagain enter into thBesireof the enkindled Anger, and quench and overcome the Anger
with theLove; the divine Watemustenter again into the Soul's burnifge, and quench the
wrathful Death in theastringentFiat, viz.in theDesireto Nature, that theove-Desire which
desires God,Might be again enkindled in the Soul.

11.ForMan's Happinss consiss in this, that he has in him a trDesireafter God for out of the
Desiresprings forth the Love; that is, when th®esirereceives théMeeknes®f God intoitself,
then theDesireimmersesitself in theMeeknessand becomess®ntial; and this is theeavenly
or divineEssentiality or Corporality, and therein th&oul'sSpirit (which layshutup in the
Anger,viz.in Death) does agaimiaein theLove of God for the Love tinctures the Death and
Darknessthat it is again capable of the diviSarshine

12. And as this is done iMan, solikewiseit is in the Trasmutation of MetalsThe Sulphuris
shut up inSaturn viz.in the Death, and yet there is no Death, but a vegetativedntethe
outwardMercuryis the Life thereof. Now if the metalline Boghallcome to thénighest
Perfection, then inustdie unto the extern&ominator,viz.to theElemens, and come again
into sucha Sulphuras it was, when as yet it had not thar Elemens on it, but lay only in the
Elementin Unity.

13. But now none can reduce it irdacha Body, but he only who has generateel that has
given it thefour Elemens, he alone can take them awand he that dirst madeit corporeal, he
mustbring it tohimself and transgange it inhimselfinto another Bodyand this is th&ulphuy
which hasMercurius as its chief Faber itself. Hemustagain take it out of dar®aturris
Bowels in the Fiat, and introduce it into lm&/n, and with his owikire separateéhe four
Elemens from it, ard reduce it into one, as God at thetlBay will in theEnkindlingof his own
Fire separatéhe Essencef thefour Elemens from the pureElement that the eternal
Corporalityin the pureElementmay aiseandspringforth: And as in the Death dflan the four
Elemens separatérom the trueMan (who is theElementof God) and théaeavenlyBody
remains only intself; soit goes in thélransmutatiorof Metals.

Proces.

14. The Body lies shut up in a disgsmed~ormin Saturn not wholly inSaturris Property, in a
darkColour, marked withMercuriusits Father, an&olits Mother, cloathed witlsaturn and
manifestwith the Life ofMars; but its Mother is not outwardipnanifestand known on itunless
its Faber be enraged with its own Iniquiyhich yet cannot beynlessan Alienate be applied,
whereby its Propriate is enrageshd then (if his Anger bget on aFire or Fury) he becomeso
very hungry and thity, and yet can find no Reflement initself, then itseizes on its Faber who
has made it, and fights agatits Creator, as thearthlywicked Man doesagainsiGod,solong
till he devours and caanmeshimself as a fiery jpestilenf Poisonconsums the Bodyunless
you Remedystay, and allay itdHunger yet there is none that catill this horribleHunger but
Godhimselfwho has made him, and if lagsists1ot in dueTime, then theHungerin the Wrath
consums the Body, and puts it into the eterBalrkness



15. ThisHungerdesires nothing but thdercy of God, that héMlight be freed from thé&nguish
of Hell; but this he cannot obtain bimself, for he isshutup in the Anger of Gadand his dear
Mother, which nured him in theBeginning is asoshutup in DeathBut if Godshews his

Grace, and gives him again of hisve, then the Anger is dinayed at th&ove, and this is a
Flagratof greatJoy. For he again tstes divineLove, the Sweetrss of his dear Mother, and then
he knows full well that he has besovile and wicked, and repents of his Iniquity, amtl turn
and mortify the oldAdam andcastit away from him.

16. So théArtist takes him preently away with the olddamfrom thestrangeAnger, and lays

him in asdt Bed, for the oldAdamis sick, andwill die, and then his own Faber in the gidam

is in theLove of God, whichdestroyd the Anger, andill makea youngChild, and rejoices in
the Child; and the oldAdamgrowssick, and weak, wholly dark, arsarthish and diesand the
four Elemens go out from him with theiColours. So the Faber gives him even leave to go, and
continually labours on the new Body, whighall aisefrom Death and nonesees his Labour,

for heWorks in the Dark.

17. But theArtist takes no care about tNéork, but gives the Faber his oWreod, till hesees

that a vegetative Life appears in the dark Death with a@aaurout of the Blackand then,
when the newManis ready, theArtist comes, and brings the Soul, and gives it the Falber
which the Faber is disayed, that another Life comes into hiamd he puts the Soul into the new
Body, and it goes inwardly in the Angédthus the neviMan arises in greaPowerandGlory

from Death, and bises the Head of the ofslerpenin the Angerof God, and psees through the
Anger, and the Anger caio him no harm at all.

The Sixth Chapter.
How Water and Oil are generatealnd of the Difference of the
Water and Oiland of the Vegetable Life and Growth.

1. ALL Life, Growth, and Instigation consist two Things viz.in theLubet and then in the
Desire theLubetis a freeWill, and as a Nothing icomparisan to Nature; but théesireis as a
Hunger In theDesirearisesthe movingSpirit, viz. the natural, and in theubetthe supernatural,
which yet is Nature's, but not out of its own Property, but otlie@froperty of the Dsire.

2. TheDesireis thelnstigationof the Essenceviz. anHunger and theLubetis theHungefs
Essencewhich it takes intatself; for the Desireis only an hungrVill, and it is the natural
Spiritin its Forms; but theLubetis out of theLiberty: For God is withoutDesireas concerning
his ownEssencginasmuch as he is called Gpiibr he needs nothing. All is his, and hienselfis
all.



3. But he has hubetWill, and hehimselfis theWill, to manifesthimselfin the Lubet yet in the
Lubetwhich is free, without Affeebn, noManifestationcan be effectedor it is void of Desire

it is as if it were nothing in spectof Nature, and yet it is albut not according to thBesire
viz.according to Nature, but according to Hagisfyng of Nature it is thaatisfyng of the
hungryDesire viz. of Nature it freely andWill ingly givesitself into theHungerof Nature for it
is aSpirit without EssencandDesire wholly free as a Nothindut theDesiremakes itessential
[or Materialized in itself, and that according to two Propertieiz, one according to the eternal
Liberty, which is free from th&ource and the other according to tBesire which gives a
vegetative Lifeyiz.a growing, or a givindorth of itself.

4. The freeEssences, and gives afil, and theDesirés Property gives a Life of theil; the Oll
is aLight, and theDesirés Property gives to thaght the Essencgviz. the fiery Propertysothat
theLight shines, as is to bsea in theFire andLight, and the free.ubetremains yet a fre@ill
in itself, but gives itdMeeknessviz. a freeResignationnto theDesire that it comes t&ssence
andLustre Its Will is only good, it has no oth&resirebut only to be good, meek, apttasant
there is adono otherPossibilitytherein;for it is as a Nothing, wherein rdisturbanceor Source
can be, but it is thBeeknesstself.

5. Butseeng it cannot be a Nothing, Beasorthat it is a CaseandBeginningof the Desire
thereforet givesitself freely, as the&Surshinefreely givesitself into every Propertyand the
Desireconceives [or takes] this fre@ibet viz.the Lustreor Shining of theAbyssof Eternity

into itself, and makes it iftself into Essenceccording to its Propertgomuch Property as is in
theDesire somuch asothere is ofEssenceAnd we are ta@wonsidey that when the freeubet
gives initself into theHungerof theDesire that theDesirethen makes out of the fréeibets
Property a Similitude according to thierty, which is as if it were nothing, and yetikis is a
Water andOil.

6. Butseeng theDesire that is, theHungeris filled with the freeLubet, it makes its own
Property in th&essenc®f theLiberty alsointo Essencgits Essencés Water, and th&ssenceof
the freeLubetis anQil. Thus a twefold Property @ises in one onl\Spirit, viz. a fiery [Property]
according to the Property of tiesire and aloyful or lucid Property according to theberty.

7. The fiery gives in its Essenacaz. in its Water a Sharpness from the austere Desire, which is
Saltish, or a Salt; and from the fiery Anguish a Brimstone, from whence in the Impression, and
Creation of the World, are made Stones, Earth, and Metaddsesohe Elements and Stars, ail
according to the Forms in the Desire; and the oleous Property gives its Megknassove

Lubet, wherein the fiery is impressed with the Desire, and makes Corporality: And the oleous
gives itself out in its Meekness,camakes the vegetable Lif@z.a Springing and Growing in

the fiery Impression, whereinto the Fire must give its Essence and Instigatidine vehement
Compunction in the Attraction of the Desire, which is the Separator in the Corpaialitize
Distinguisher, Carver, and Cause of the Essence and Multiplicity, [or Variety.]

8. Philosophes have called thiBormMercurius from the anxious inciting Sere, which is the
Causeof all Life andMotion, and a Faber in the oily and watery Property.



9. Thus we are teaarch and find out the gredMlystery, how there is a@il, Brimstone andSalt
in everyThing, and how theyrése for God has made allhingsout of Nothing, and thatame
Nothing isHimself, viz. a Love-Lubetdwelling initself, wherein there is no Affection: But now
theLove-Lubetwould not bemanifest if it remained one in th8tillnesswithout Essenceand
there would be ndoyor Moving therein, but an etern@tillness

10. Butseeng he introduceblimselfinto Essencehrough theDesire his eternabtiliness
becomes akssencandWorking Power and that with two Propertiegiz.in anOil, in which
theWorking Poweris a goodSpirit according to the Property of theve-Lubet whichresists
theDesirés Wrathin the Brimstone Salt, andpoisonfulMercury, and appass and heals his
poisonfulHungerwith the pleasanMeeknessthat whichMercurydestroyg with the raging
Sphere of his own Property, that th&betof the Love-Oil does again healAnd thus there is
Good anctvil in each Life, and yet there is Evil in anyThing, unlesshe Goodyiz.the Love-
Oil famishes in its owrlLubet which falls out in thé-orms of thelmpressiorof theHungerof
theDesire

11. That is, if theHungerSpirit does in its owrForms too much imprssitself [long, Or
imagine] afteitself, and too eagerlidungerafter its ownManifestation it cannad take the free
Lubet, which apeass itsHunger into itself; for Nature's Propertgnustbesincerely bent and
inclined to the fred.ubets Propertyyiz.to God'sLove, and wholly direct it4HungerafterLove;
and then thélungerreceives thé.ove into itself, and makes theamees®ntial initself, and is
no longer a fansheal darkHunger which rages intself, and raves as@oisonfulMercury, but
theHungerbecomes &ove-Dedre, which is called God's Nature, and the hungry fiexgdird
is called God's Anger; and in the outward Nature it is calledeabut in the inwardVorld's
Property, where theéDesiredoes act with Energy in the Property of the ftabet thisFireis
called the divinddesire wherein the fiery.ove burns, and from whence tdeyfulness
proceedsfor the freeLubetdoesthereforegive itself into theaustereDesire that it may bring
forth a fiery Love, viz. aJoyfulness which could not be in th&till Lubet, for where there is a
Stillnessthere is naloy, or Motion.

12. Now the fred.ubet viz. God's Propertymanifestdtself through the fiery Property, and the
fiery Property makes the fré@ibets Essencgviz.the Oil which aises in thelmpressiorof the
Desireinto alLight or Lustre for theaustereDesiregives the anxious dartirfglash viz. a
Sulphureous$pirit, and theMeeknes®f theOil givesits Love into it, and dgpels that which was
drawn into it,viz. the Darknessandmanifestghe eternaliberty, viz.the Nothing, and this is
now the Seeing.

13.Forwhen theFire-Splendortastes theSweetnessf theLight, then theFire's Desirereaches
after theMeeknessand theMeeknes®f the freeLubetis as a Nothingvholly

incomprehesable: Now theHungerof the Desirecomprehends itsvan Essenceand devours it,
and makes it to Nothinghis is theDarknesswhich is theHungets Essencewhich the fiery
Hungerdevours through the Property of thight, or freeLubet As wesee that asoon as the
Light shines it deprives th®arknessf its Power thereforeGod is aLord over all Beingsfor he
is the eternaPowerandLight: A Similitude whereof weseein theSun that it isLord of the
Darknessand of allEssencs, and rules whatever grows, lives, and moves inttudd.



14. Further, we are twonsiderof themanifold Salts, how they take theRisein theOriginal,
andseparatento manyProperties. In th®riginal of thelmpressionviz.in theVerbum Fiat a
two-fold Saltdoes ase Thefirst is Spiritual, and gives thBharpness theEssencef the free
Lubet it is a Severizing, or 8harpnessf thePowes: The othelSaltis theSharpnessf the
Impressionaccording to the Property of thstringentAusterity which is theAnguishin the
Impressionthat is,Brimstone and theessentiaProperty is Water.

15. The Water is theenselesmortal Property of th&alt and theSulphureouswhich is from
the Anguish is the Property of the quicalt for it has theStingof Motion, viz.the Mercuryin
it, which makes the Life'Borm and yet thdrimstoneis not theSalt, but it is theAnguishin the
Impressionwhich asocomes to be corporeal.

16. TheSaltis theSharpness Brimstoneas to theAstringency the Saltcauses theAnguishto
be corporealandso Saltdwells in theBrimstone and is théBrimstones Sharpnessand
preserves theBrimstonein the corporeakEssencgandalsothe Spirit of the Brimstone that it
falls not to Dst: TheSaltimpres®s thePowes of theAnguish and the impressl Lifeis the
Mercurial Life; thesameis the Life of theAnguish viz. of theBrimstone andseparate the
Materiaaccording to thé&orms to Nature, and thiateria of the freeLubetinto two Essencs,
viz.into a watery and oily, and then irdaacorporeal.

17. The corporeal is twinld; both according to thBarknessand thelLight: According to the
Property of thewustereDesireit makes in the watery [Property]Sand or stonyNature, from
whencethe Stoneshave theitOriginal, undestandout of theSulphureousviz. out of the
Brimstonés Water.

18. The other Property, as to thertification in the SalnitralFlagrat is the common running
Water; the other corporeal [Water] is the metalline Body from theLinbets Property in the
impres&dFornmt andfrom the watery Property (where tBeimstoneis in the Wate); it
produceslrees Herbs, and all whatever grows in tearthlyProperty,viz.in the mortified or
dead Sultantiality, which yet has a Life witho®enseviz. a vegetative.

19. The oilyProperty is adotwo-fold according to thémpressionviz. onePartforces again into
theLiberty to be free from th&rath of thelmpressionwhich is the goo&pirit, viz. the Light in
the Oll; the othePartyieldsitself into theAnguishof theBrimstone and remains in the
Corporality, and unites and appligselfin eachThing, according to th&altProperty of the
Thing; as in a fierySalt, it is fiery; in a bitterSalt, it is bitter; in amastringentastringent &c.

20. Thefirst Property according to tHaght is sweetin all Things and the other Property of the
Oil is according to th€orm viz.the Tasteof the Thing, let it be eithesweef sour, astringent
sharp or bitter, or how iwill; as it is to be&Soundout and known irHerbs: In same it is a bitter
Poison and insame again a Healing of tHeoison but if thepoisonfulProperty be broken by
Mercuryin theOil of Meeknessthen thd_ove of theLight inclinesitself alsointo theQil, for

the Original of both isfrom oneWill, but it is alered in thdmpressionAs theDevil, when he
was an Angel, changédmselfinto aPoisorousDevilish Property, andddamout of anheavenly
into anearthly[Property.]



21. Whatever grows, live, and moves in tiéerld, consiss in Sulphut andMercuryis the Life

in Sulphur and theSaltis the corporeal Being dflercurys Hunger though the Body is

manifold, according as the Property of tBEmstoneandSaltis, according to theameProperty

is alsothe ingraftedOil, whichsprings up all along in th€ower for the Oil makes thé>ower[or
virtual Influence] in eacfrhing. In the Oil of the Impressiowjz.in the impressed Oll, is the
other Oil,viz.the Spiritual, which gives us Light, but it has another Principle; it receives no other
Source into it but the Lubet of Love; it is divine Essentiality: Therefore God's own Essence is
nigh unto all Things, but not essentially in all Things; it has andéthaciple, and yet inclines
itself to all Things; as far as the Thing has any Thing of the divine Property in it, it receives
Virtue from the divine Property, be it either a Vegetable or Animal, for there are Herbs and
Trees, and also Creatures to be fibun which something of the divine Power is couched, with
which in the magical Cure the false Magiz.the corrupt Evil Oil can be refilled, and changed
into a good Oil.

22. All Sharpnessf Tasteis Salt, let it be whatever will in thisWorld, nothing excepted; and
all Smellproceeds from thBrimstone andMercuryis the Dstin-guishe in all Motion [or
Affection] both in theSmell Power andTaste but | undestandby myMercurythe Sphere of
theBirth of all Essencs, as is b®re mentionednot a deadviercury, but a living oneyiz.the
strongest according to the Property of the d?gison &c.

23. Now it behoves thartist andPhysicianto knowtheseThings elsehe cannoCureany
Sicknessr Diseaseunlesshe hits on it by Chance, if he knows not wherewith@iidas

Poisored in the Body, and what Kind bfungerMercuryhas in theSicknessand after what he
Hunges; for if he may obtain th&altaccording to the Property of hiunger(after which he is
desirous) withsuchanQil as he fain would have, then is tBeknesover verysoon; for he

turns hisOil again into the Property of th@ve of theLight, whereupon the Life begins again to
mine bright.

24.ForeveryDiseaséan the Body is nothinglsebut a Corruption oPoisoring of theQil, from
which the Life'sLight burns orshines for when thelight of the Life slines or burns clear in the
Qil, it expels and drives away albisonfullnfluences and Operations, as thay expels the
Night.

25.Forif the Oil, out of which the Life burns, be infected [orlarhel] with apoisonful
Mercuryor Salt, let it be done either from ti@onstellation or Saltof Meat,viz.from a contrary
Source whereby a Loathing [or naebus Deteatation] aises in theQil, which theOil would
alwaysspew out, whichMercuryhelps thenMercuryeagerly troubles and perplexeself in the
Sulphureousg-ire more and more, and continually labours tivelforth the Abominate but does
only inflameitself in itself in thisaustereendeavour, and more and more enkindles its inward
Form, whereupon th@®il grows more dark angoisonful until atlast theOil becomes wholly
wateri$ andearthly and then théight, and asothe Fire, extingushes, andVercurywith the
Sulphureous$pirit departs from it, as when a Candle is put out; Mascurypasses out with the
Sulphureous$piritin Death's baneful Steam, until heabe famshel; for aTime he may help
himselfin thesiderial Body, which psses along with it; but wheNlercuryin the Spirit of the
greatWorld hasconsumd andstarved its Property, then is the temporal Life wholly gdaeas
soon as the.ight of the vitalOil extingushes, theElemenal Body falls down into Putrefaction,



viz.into the Fiat, from whence it came to; laad then thiFime ends in theCreature which is
the Death, Dying, or Departure; and from thence there is no Deliverance or Ratessthe
heavenlydivine Mercurydoes once more mowself in him, which yetcannot be, except there
has been a good Property of D& in him, viz. from the divineEssentiality In this Property,
which is capable of the divirtessentiality theLight does only enkindlé@self again.

26.Forthe divineEssentiality or thisheavenlyMercury, changes the dedil again into his,

and becomes its Liféor the outwardMercury, which has ruled the Life, returns not again, it has
only beerfor aTime a Mirror of the Eternal, but he is changed into ano8wirce for being
suffocated, he pees again into th®lystery, from whence he dirst proceeded in th€reation

of theWorld, and the Body abgoes into thsameMystery.

27. Thus it remains, and belongs yet to andihation of the Deity,viz.to a
Separating, where ttevil, wherein the Death washallbe separaté from the Good, and the
Verbum Fiatshallresbre and brindorth that which has fallen into it in Death.

28. ThePhysicianis to know, that in thetrongest Mercury, which is mospoisonful thehighest
Tincture lies, but not iMercurys own Property, which nstibe brokenfor his own Property,
even from theCentre is the anxioupoisonfulLife: But he has another Property in hivig. an
Oil from theLight, whereby he isostrongand potent, which is hisood and Prservation if
this may beseparatd from him, it becomes a tincturing aktighty Enkindlingof all obsaured
Lives, viz. of all Disease andSicknesss,for in thisOil lies theJoyful Life, and it is arHunger
after Life,viz.that itMight enkindle the weak, and lift it up on high.

29. In a Toad, Viper or Adder, or the lipeisonfulBeasts, Worms, otnsects thehighest
Tincture is to béound, if they are reduced into an o#ybstanceand théNrathof Mercury
separate from themfor all Life, both external and internalpnsiss in PoisonandLight, as we
undestand that theWrathand AngesFire of God is a Caseof the divineJoyfulness The like
alsowe are to know is externallfor all Life that is void of theoisonfulMercuryis mort, and
anAbominate and accounteds dead

30. NowMercuryis an Enkindler of th&ire, and every moving Lifeonsiss in theFire; and
thoughsame Creature dwell in the Water, ydiireis their Life,viz.the PoisonGall, wherein
MercuryManages the Lifgbut the Water in th&all is aPoison wherein arOil is hid, in which
the Life inMercurydoes burn andhine of which thou hat a Similitude If in a Creatureghere

be astrongpoisonfulMercury, of a dry Quality, tha€Creaturds strong bold, courageous, and
potent, which haalsoa clearOil in it; for the fiery Property of th&lercuryconsums the
watersh but if its Fat be enkindled, it yields a cleaght; much more would it be, if the watery
Property wereseparatd from the oleous.

The Seventh Chapter.
How Adamin Paradiseand how Lucifer was a fair Angel, and



how they were corrupted angailed throughmaginationand Pride.
Proces.

1. Wewill givean Occaion of Consideation to the earne§earcher andSeeker, and if he
apprehends our Meaning kkallindeed be able thnd the noblePhilosophes Stong butsothat
he be cheen thereto by God, and his Lifesalktand in theheavenlyMercury, otherwisewe are
Mysteryto him; and wewill represenit to him in Similitudes, in thenostmanifest and yet
mystical Manner.

2. WhenAdamwas created iRaradisetheheavenlyMercurydid then lead himhis Life turned
in a pureOil, thereforehis Eyesnvereheavenly and his Undestandng did excel Naturefor his
Light shined in theOil of the divineEssentiality the external watesh Property was nananifest
in his Oil; he wagliastrich, that is, angelical, and became in the Eafiastrish that is, the
watery Nature in the mortal Property waanifestin his Oil, and penetratedpthat theMercury
in him became an anxio@#ison which bdore in hisOil was an Exaltation afoyfulness

3. Forthe SalnitralFlagratin thelmpressionin theColdnessviz. according to th&aturnine
Property, was thereby elevated, and gofQbeinion, as a cold?oison which aises in the
Impressiorof Death, from whence tHarknesswvas generated in th@il, andAdamdied to the
divine Light; to which theDevil persuaded him by th&erpentthat is, by th&ssencend
Property of theSerpentfor the Kingdomof Wrath, and asothe outwarcKingdomwasmanifest
in theSerpentfor it was moresubtlethan anyBeastof the Field, and this Subtlety Edesirel;
for the Serpenpersuaded her that her Eyshouldbe opened, anshewould be as God, and
know Good andtvil.

4. Which asowas theWill of theDevil, that he would knovigvil: And in theEnkindlingto the
Knowledge inMercuryhe became corrupt and dafér he entered with thenagination
according to his Condition, Knowledge, abdsire into the fieryByss andAdam according to
his Knowledge an®esire went into the coldByssinto thelmpressioninto the procreated
watery Property in th8alniter where bottKingdoms standseparatd: He desirel to prove and
Tastethe wateryMercury, in which is the mortaPoison and Lucifer flesirel] the fieryMercury,
which givesStrengthandMight; from whence hifridearose viz. out of the fieryMercury. But
both,viz. Lucifer, and ado Adam lostthe Oil of theMeeknes®f the divineEssentiality

5. Now we are t@onsiderof the Serpentwhich deceiveddamwith its Craft how it was, and
what its Subtlety was after whigkdamand Eve did imagine, why they did eat of fogbidden
Treewhich wasEvil and Good, and how they did eat Death thereby, and whaShleation
andResbration is naturally and properlywhatEvil and Good arevhat the Property of the
eternal Life, and then the Property of eternal DeatWwh&t theCureis, whereby th&ickness
introduced byAdam and its Death, may be healed, aesbred both to the temporal and eternal
Life.

6. Let the Raderattend to the Sense and Meanifa; we have not the Ability to give this into
his Hands, that only belongs to Gaait the Gateshallstandopenfor him, if hewill enter in if
not, Flattery avails him not.



7. TheDevil was a fair Angel, and theerpenthe subtleBeast andMan the Likenessof the
Deity; now all three were corrupted lipaginationandPride and got undone.

8. All whatever is eternal proceedsginally from one Ground, as Angels and Soiblst the
Serpenis not out of the eternal Ground, but out of Beginning as we have liere given you
to undestand how with theEnkindlingof theFire in the SalnitralFlagrattwo Kingdoms
separateviz. EternityandTime; and how théeternitydwells in theTime, but yet only intself;
but yetsonigh to theTime, asFire andLight which are in one another, and yet make two
Kingdoms, or asDarknessandLight dwell in each otherand the one is not the other. The like
we are taconsiderof the inchoativgpoisonfulMercuryin theDevil, and inMan, and in the
Serpentlso how anOil corrupts, and yet thEssencer Being of God is not hereby at all
corrupted, but enters inttself, viz. into the Nothing; and thereaturelyMercury, which aises,
or is begotten with th&eginningof the Creaturan theCreature goes out oitself, that is, out of
the eternal int@ime, viz.into theBeginningof the Creatureit desires its ownSelf, that is, the
Beginning andwill be its own, or of &elfishProperty, andorsakes theEternity, into which it
shouldbe wholly confined, andesigred with itsDesire and bring itdHungerthereintg and then
its PoisonSourcewould not bananifest

9. For whatever Hungers after the eternal Nothing after the quiet meek Liberty of God, that

is not manifest to itself, but it is manifest in the still Libextig, in God; for as the Hunger is,

such is also the Essence in the Hunger; each Hunger or Desire makes itself an Essence according
to the Propeyt of the Hunger or Desire.

10. Thus théevil makes [or cases] in himselfhis Darknessfor he went with hiDesireinto
himself Into the Property of the Center to thesire andforscok theEternity, viz.the Nothing,
that is, theLubetof Love, sothat he enkindletiimselfin his poisonfulMercury, that is, in the
Forms to Life inhimself and became an anxiobBe-Sourcein theDarknessas Wood that is
burnt to a Coal, which only glows, and has no more anyLighg in it, alsono Oil or Water;so
it went with him. Now in his own Propertyiz.in his Life'sForms, theresprings forth nothing
but aStingng envious Property, where oRermhates and annoys the other, and yet wey
beget each other.

11. Andsowas theSerpentikewise, yet not by its owmspiringHaughtinessbut when God

said Let all Sors of Beass comeforth, each according to his Property [or Kind,] then came
forth Beass out of every Propty of Nature, as it washanifest in the Separation, when God
movedhimselfto theCreation for the Devil would domineer over thieove andMeeknes®f

God, and put hiBesirealsointo the Anger, that is, into treustereMight, where théPoisonLife
arises, viz.into the Fat of thewrathful Property, out of whiclirormare proceeded Vipers,
Serperd, Toads, and otheenomous Worms; not that tlReevil has made them, that he cannot;
only as théDesirewas in thdmpressiorof the Fiatsuchalsowas theCreaturan theEvil and
Good.

12. Forin thelmpressiorof the Fiat, in thériginal of the outwardMercury, viz. of the Life,
which ismanifestto itself internally, was the Separation, where God tnredVorld separateyiz.
God inwardly, thaVorld outwardly, as a Similitude of th&byss or a LookingGlassof



Eternity, even there the inwaM/rath, from whence God is called an angry zealous God, and a
comsuming Fire, manifestedtself externallyin Figures, as in a Similitude of the inwaBdth in

the Center; like as the eternalbet which he ishimself stirs up [awakens] and gaes the
Desireto the Nature of the eternlslanifestation and gives intself into theDesire and turns the
Wrath of the Desireinto Joyfulness

13. Thus it is alowith theSerpens Craft In the higlestMercuryis thehighest or sharpest
Proof of allThings the moregpoisonfula Thingis, the moresharpy it provesa Thing; for the
sharpest TasteandSmellconsiss in the grealPoison viz.in aDying Source

14. And the eterndlight is generated out of the Fathe®sarpnesghat itattains the Shining,
and goedgorth with its ownSourcethrough theSharpnessut of theAnguish-Sourceagain into
theLiberty, viz.into the Nothing, where theight, by Reasorof theFire'ssSourceandProperty,
becomes alba Desire which is theDesireof the divineLove andJoyfulness in which Desire
Mercurius the EternaWWord, or the Undestandng of Eternity, or Deity, is rightlyconsideed
andNamae: And this Efflux from theFire (undestandfrom the eternal magic&8piritual Fire) is
aProcreationviz. of theWord of thePower Colours, andVirtue: And thisDesireof thesame
Mercury, or Word, does adomodelize thd?owerinto its ownDesire and makes ssentigl
which is theMeeknessand theLove, which quenches th&/rathof the Eternal Fatheviz. of the
eternal Nature'Besirewith Love, and changes it intdoyfulness where theNameof God has its
Original from Eternity. ThisimmassedEssentialitycauses twoPropertiesyiz. one oleous, which
is heavenlyEssencea Caiseof the Shining of the yieltlight; and asoa powerful[Property]
from theMotion of the eternalmpressionor Dedre of the Father after thgirth of the Son

from whence the divindir (as thePowerthrough the Shining of thieight) proceeddorth out of
this Love-Fire, whichis the Spirit of God.

15. In likeMannerknow this, that the eternabve (undestandthe Essenceyiz.theheavenly
Essentiality has giventself forth into theCreationwith theVerbum Fiafto setthe Father's
Anger,viz.the Formof the eternal Nature, into théghestJoyfulness, and tesetforth the
Likenessof the eternal Generation; and where the Nature oteghwasmostelevated

through the Fiat, theressdthe Desiredid mastincline itself towards thd.iberty, to be free from
theWrath and to bring it into th&ingdomof Joy, from whence the great and deep Knowledge
is aisen, and adothe mast precious andhighestTincture, undestand theDesireof thewrathful
Hungerreceived that intatself after which itHungeed, viz. the Liberty, for all Thingswere
createdgood in theBeginning alsothe Devil was good while he was an Angstalsothe
Serpenfwas good in itreationbefore theCurse]

16. Butseeng theDevil went into thehighestFire's Desire God departed from him, ad ght
that is put out, or extingsinel in a Candlpand afterwards he lived according to his dvesire

17. Butseeng he knew that there wasicha Tincture in theSerpentand theSerpenbeng
created out of thBeginningof Time, thereforehe irsinuated with hidesireinto theSerpent
and tookPossession of theerpens Tincure, and wroughforth his Desirethrough theSerpent
againstMan, to introduce him to long after ti&erpenis PropertyForthe Serpens Tincturewas
from bothOriginals, viz. out of the deadlercuryfrom the Dying in thd=ire, viz.from the
Coldnessn thelmpressionand then aofrom thewrathful [fiery Property in thdmpressior]]



The coldimpressions earthly, which aises from theWrath, viz. from the Dying in théVrath in
thelmpressionand the fiery [mpressiof arises from the quickPoisonof Mercury, in which
Property theSpirit's Life consiss.

18. ThusAdamand Eve were inféed with theDevil's Desirethrough theSerpentviz. through
theearthly deadly Property of thBerpentand ato[through] thewrathful poisonfulliving
Property of God'$Vrathaccording to th®evil's ownProperty; and was itdmed in his divine
Oll, that is, in théheavenlyEssentiality

19. Even then the divinaght, which mined out of the divine Body of theavenlyEssentiality
was extincto him;for the Curseseized upon the Soul. No@o d 6 s @ a Wishdraawing,
viz.the divinePower which was in the Body, departed into its oRnnciple and his holyOil
(wherein thePowerof God dwelt, and had made&kingdomof Joy, viz.the Paradisgbecame a
Poison

20.FortheearthlyPartaccording to the Mortifying of the Watesiz. the cogastrishProperty,
wasmanifest andforthwith Mercury, viz.the Coldnessn the Death Property, got the
Dominion, whereas dere he was as it wesavallowed up irthe divinePower ThusAdamdied
unto God, and lived to Degthere it was nessary that Godshould regenerate hipand
thereforethe SerpenwasCursel, becaseit hadserved, andVill ingly obeyed théevil.

21.Thus we undestandwhat lies hid in the greageAnguish viz.in thestrongesMercury, viz.
anOil, whichCuresandtincturesall Diseass; but the coldPoison viz.the Death'Sourcemust
be done away, and put into a fiery [Property] whictiasirousof theLight; for God created all
Thingsgood in theBeginning but through his Csing or Withdrawing thézvil came in For
when God'd.ove-Desiredwelt in the outwardVorld's-Source and penetrated it, as tBeinthe
Water, or the=ire an Iron, then the outwai¥orld was aParadiseand the divindcssencemang
forth and budded through tlearthly the eternal Life through the mortaut when GodCursel

it for Man's sake the mortal Life] was manifestin Man, and asoin the Fruit of whichiMan
should eatwhich Property bi®re was onlymanifestin the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and
Evil, on whichAdamandhis Wife were tempted, whether their & would enter into the
Eternity, viz.into God'sEssenceor into theEssenc®f Time, into the living or mortaOil in
which Sourcethe Soul'sSpirit would live, that is, burn.

22. Thus by God'€urse or Withdrawing, thdneavenlyBody wasshutup, and the AngeBource
setopen, ando[the heavenlyBody] liesstill shutup: But seeng Man by the eternaMercury,
that is, by théVord of divine Power was in ond?artFormedout of Eternityinto Body and Soul,
none couldisclosethe PoisonrDeath, andlestroythe mortalMercury, and change it again into
the Light's-Source viz. into theSourceof the divineJoyfulness but only the very divine
Mercury, viz.the Powerand théWord of Life itself: Forthe Serperis poisonfulearthlyProperty
wasmanifestandstirred up inMan; thereforewhen God'sVord did pity the Corruption oMan
and did again embrace him, $&d TheSeedof theWoman shall bruise th&erpenis Head and
thou undestandthe Serperis Poisonor Fire) shaltStinghim in the Heel.

23. Herein now lies th@hilosophes Stone [to know] how theSeedof theWomanbruises the
Serpents Head, which is done in ti8pirit andEssencéemporally and eternally, tHgtingof the



Serpenis God's AngeiFire, and theNomard Seed s Slowk-Bire, whichmustbe again
awakened, andlu strate the Anger, and deprive tidérath of its Might, and put it into the divine
Joyfulness and then the deabul, which lay immesed in God's Curiejoesarise When the
poisonfulMercury, which resembles God's Anger, tgctured with Love, then the Death's
Anguishm Mercuryis changed into theighestJoyfulnessandDesireof Love, which does again
make a_ove- Essencén itself, viz.anheavenlyBody out of thesarthly WhenMercuryis
changed into aheavenlySource it desires no longer [omore] theearthlymortal Life; [it
desires] not thefour Elemens, but only the one, wherein tiieur are contained, aswere
swallowed up; as theight holds theDarknesswallowed up initself, and yet théarknesss in
it, but notmanifestin theLight; as God dwells iTime, and thelime comprehends him not,
unless it be traslated and wrapped up inkternity, that the divindLight does again mine in its
Source and then th&ime is manifestwith its Wondersn the Eternity.

24. In thisManneralsois the Procss of the wse Men with the preciousstone There is no
nearerConsideation of thesamethan toconsidefand know] how the etern&Vord, viz.the
heavenlydivine Mercuryin the divinePoweris becomeMan, and haslainDeath, and the Anger
in Man, viz.changed théercuryinto the divineJoyfulness whereby thdaumanMercury, which
before layshut up in God's Angegjiz.in the Sourceof Death,doeswith its new enkindled
Desire which now is called Faith in the Holy Géipattractdivine Essentiality viz. Christs Body
to itself, andsesitself in divine PowerandLight above the Anger of God, and tReisonof the
Serpentandbruisedie Head of the Angev,z.the Poisonof Death with the Life of divine
Joyfulness That is, the Anger waglaster but in theLight it became a Servant, which now shu
be a Cage of theJoyfulness as it ismostplain, clear, andlanifesty made known andhewn to
us in theMercurial Life.

25. Now olserve theProcessand meditaten it, ye deaiChildrenof Wisdom and then yoshall
have enough temporally and eternally; do ndBalseldoes, which amses andconforts itself

which the Artist must well observe, for he hasMers in himself.

33. Now as the Boiling is in thearth soalsoit is above thd=arth when the Fruigrows out of
theEarth it isfirst sharp[astringentand bitter,alsosour and umpleasantasthe Apple upon the



Treeis ; for Saturnhas affirst the Dominion he attracts it together, adMercury Forns it, and
Mars gives theFire to Mercury, which Saturnreceives into his cold Propertyenusgives the
Sap, and_.unatakes all into her Bodyor sheis Mother, and receives ti&eedof all the Planets
into herMenstruum andhatches itJupitergivesPowerthereinto, andolis King therein, but at
thefirst Solis weak for the Materiais tooearthlyand cold. Now the wholEssencen its

Boiling lies in theBody of Sulphur and in theSulphurthe SalnitralFlagratmakes &altin
Mars's Wheelaccording to each Propertpr the Sulphurturns intoSalt, that is, intoTaste and
in thesameTastethere is arOil hid in the Center in th8ulphureou®rgoerty, which Dil] arises
from the freeLove-Lubet, viz. out of Eternity, andmanifestgtself with an externaEssencen
theTime, which is theManifestationof God.

37. EveryRoot as it is in théearth may be known by th8ignaturegor what it isfood or
profitable, eversucha Formalsohas theEarth andit is discerned in theeaves and Stalks which
Planet idLord in the Property, much more in the Flowfer, of whatTastetheHerbandRootis,
evensuchanHungeris in it, andsucha Curelies therein,for it hassucha Salt ThePhysician
mustknow what Kind ofSicknesss risen in the Body, and in wh&altthe Loathing igisen in
Mercury, thatsohe may not administer a further Loathing [and Nausea] to his Pdteiithe
gives him theHerh in whosePropertyMercuryhas béore received a_oathing, then he
ministersPoisonto him; sothat thePoisonin the Loathing of the Body does exceedinglyanie



itself in Mercury, unlesshe burns thatlerbto Ashes, and gives it hinthen thePoisonof the
Loathing lo®s itsMight; for theseAshes are a Death to tliroisonof the livingMercury.

38. This we find very effectually in the Magic, thisathe Physicianmustknow, that all
Sicknesss aisefrom the Loathing in th&ormof Nature As when ond-ormin the Life is
superior, if then a contraryhing quite oppositeto its Property be biforce introduced into it, let
it be either from the Starer from theElemens, or fromthe sevenForms of Life, then it
deprives this superior [or chietg§orm (which is theLeader and Ruler of the Life) of its
StrengthandPowerin its Salt then theMercury of this superiorFormbegins effectually to
Work, tha is, toHungerand loath and ifhe gets not his own peculiar Property, urstimdthe
bodily Form, which is chief in the Body among teevenProperties oForms, then he enkindles
himselfin his ownPoisonrSourceaccording to hisital Property, and doesoforcibly strive so
long, till he beomes fiery, and then he awakes his dWars, and his owrSaturn which
impresshim, andconsumehe Fle& of the Body in théoisonFire, and whollyconsumehe Oil
of Light; even then the Lifesight goes out, and it ipastRecovery.

39. But if theFormof Life, whereinMercuryis inflamed in the Loathing in th&nguishand
PoisonSource may obtain that Properigto its Hunger of which theSpirit and Body is chief,
then he obtains his own natuFaod of which he lives, andoes agaimejoice, and puts away
theNausate, and then thidauseate dissipates [or dislves]and is pewed outbut the
Physicianrmusthave a Cee, whether or no thathing which hewill adminiger to his Patient be
in its Propertystrongalsoin thesameEssencefrom whence the Nesete isrisen in the Body.

68. But ®eing theDevil in theWrathof the eternal Naturepposs the Soul, as danemy of the
Soul, and continuallgass hispoisonfullmaginationat the Soul to temgnd try it, and the
Anger orWrathof the eternal Nature imanifestin the outwardMan, which Adamawakened
andstirred up thereupon thi&Vrathis oftentimesstirred up bythe Devil and his Servants, that it
effectuallyWorks andburns in the outward Body, and even tlies inwardLove-Fire goes out

in the outwardvian, as a red hot Iron is quenchedhe Wateyyet notsosoon in the internal,
but in the external\lan,] unlessthe outwardMan continues lying in the Mire of Sirsothat the
Soul, which had giveitself into the Nothingyiz.into theLiberty, into the Life of God, does
enter again with it®esireinto the outwardinful Man, then itloses the inwardsun for it goes
again out of the Nothing into the Something, into theSource

69. Thus the outward Bodyustthen have an outwai@ure and though the inwarllan yet
lives in God, yet whereas the Soul hasgmad into the outwarWrath, sothat the divine
Tincturation is no longer in the outwakthn, the outwardMercury, viz.the expressedVord,
musthave a Tincturation from the outward expeshisove andLight, unlessthe Will -Spirit of
the Soul does wholly renter into the inward hiddévian and be agaitransmutedand then the
Curemay be again introduced into thaetwardMan, being thehoroughshning Love of God in
theLight, which is exceding precious.

70. But now thidHerbis rarely to bdound upon thé&arth for Men eat only of thdorbidden
Tree thereforethe Poisonof the Serpentdoessospring up in them in th&Vrathof the eternal
and external Naturspthat theymustalsohave an externalure for their Serperis Poisonin
the ouward Mercury.

72. Thus it idikewisewith Man; of whatLight Man lives, of that edocomes hisCure if he lives
in the outwardNorld, then the outward GoodreandLove, viz.the outwardlupiterandVenus
with theSunmustbe hisCureg or he remains in the angkars, and in thepoisonfulMercury, in
theearthlyMoon captivated in thempressiorof Saturn viz.in theearthlySulphur which
however is madenanifest and awakened in the outwavthn by Adam for whosesakethe

TheTenth Chapter.
Of the nward and outward Cure of Man

1. LET thelLover of God undestandus right; we do not go upon arstarical Heathenish
Conjecture, nor only upon theght of the outward Naturdoth Surs shne to us. Undetandus
right, andseehow God has curebllan when thePoisonof the SerpentandDevil held him
imprisaned in Death, and how he yéillsCuresthe poor Soul captivated iGods Anger, the
like Process alsmustthe Physiciankeep in curing the outward Body.

2. The divineLight andLove were extingushel in Adam becausene imagined into th&erperis
Property,viz.into Evil and Goodsothat thePoisonof Death began effectually ¥ork in
Mercury, and theSourceof Anger was infamed in the eternaMars, and the darkmpressiorof
the eternal Nature's Property toBkssessionf him: His Body becamEarthin the dark
Impressionn thePoisonof the enkindledMercury, and was akEnmity againstGod he was
utterly undone, and there was Remedyfor him by anyCreature neither inHeaven nor in this
World; thewrathful Death captivated him in Soul and Body.

3. Now how did God do t€urehim, and tincture him aga®Did he take a&trangerhing
thereunt@ No, he took the.ikeness and cured him with that which was ngutedin him, viz.
with the divineMercury, and with the divind&/enus and with the divindupiter, undestand in
Manwas the expreedWord, which | call the eternd¥lercuryin Man; for it is the true ruling
acting Life it was ingired or inspokeninto Man's Image(which God created ouf tiis Essence
into animageaccording to God) as intoceaturelyimage which was the Soul with the
Property of all the thre®/orlds, viz. with theWorld of Light and Undestandng, which is God
and with theFire World, which is the Eternal Nature of the Father of all Beings, and with the
Light, Love-World, which isheavenlyCorporality, for in theLove-Desireis theEssenceviz.the
Corporality.

4. TheDesireof Loveis Spirit, and is théHeartof God,viz.the right divine Undestandng: In
theLove-Essencéercuryis God'sword, and in the fiery Nature he is thierathof God, the
Original of all Mobility andEnmity, alsoof Strengthand Omnipotence; the fiery Property makes
theLight, viz.the Liberty desiroussothat the Nothing is ®esire and thisDesireis theLove of
God, whichAdamextin-guishel in him:For he imagined aftelEvil and Good, that is, after
EartHiness, theEartHinesscameforth into a Beingooth out of thaVrath and out of thé.ove-
Being, and that through GodVotion, that theNondersof the AbyssandByssMight be made
manifest that Good anévil Might be made known anmanifest And thisAdam being the
Imageof God,shouldnot do,for God had created him to Himage He should have tinctured the
Fire-World and outwardVorld with theWord of Love, thatsonone of thenshouldbe manifest

in him, like as théay holds the Nighswallowed up initself.



5. But byfalselmaginationhe has awakened anthnifestedhe dark angboisonfulMercurial
Fire-World in him, sothat his bodilyEssenc®f the darkmpressions fallen to theEvil Partin
the poisonfulMercurial Property, and the Soul is becomanifestin the Eteral Nature in the
Father'ssire-Property,viz.in the poisonfulhatefulMercury, according to which God calls him
an angry and zealous God, and a consurfirey

6. Now to help andestorethis againyiz.theImageof God, Godmusttake the righCure and
even thesamewhich Manwas in his Innocencd&ut how did he effect ®Behold, OMan,
behold andsee open thy Undatandng; thou art called.

7. He introducedhe holyMercuryin the Hame viz.in the fieryLove with the Desireof the
divine Essentiality or after the divin&ssentialityagain (whichDesiremakes divineCorporality
in itself) into the expreedWord, viz.into theMercurial Fire-Soul, (undersand, into the Soul's
Essencen theWombof Mary,) and became again tletmelmageof God He tinctured the
Poison viz.the Wrath of the Father of alEssence, with theLove-Fire: He took only thasame
Mercurywhich he had breathed infadlamfor animage andFormed into aCreature He took
only thatsameProperty, yet not in thEire's Property, but in the burningve: He did with the
Loveintroduce again theight of the eternaSuninto thehumanProperty, that h#light tincture
theWrath of the enkindledMercuryin thehumanProperty, and infmeit with Love, that the
humanJupiter, viz.the divine Undestandng, Might again appear and Imeanifest

8. YePhysiciars, if you here undstandnothing, then you are captivated in th@isonof the
Devil: Behold, | pray, the righture with which the enkindletMercuryin Man's Life is to be
remediedit mustbe aMercuryagain, bufirst enkindled invVenusandJupiter, it musthave the
Suris Property, which it attains to BypiterandVenus As God deals with us podien, so
mustthe outwardooisonfulsick Mercurybe tinctured wittsuchan externaCure not with the
darkImpressiorof Saturn with Cold, (unles# be first sweetly appgase and qualified with
JupiterandVenus that theSundoes agaishine in Saturr), but with meek.ove; this is his right
Physick, whereby the Death is changed into L_ietthis is only a commoManual Cure which
the Vulgar mayearn.

9. But it behoves the Damt, if hewill be called a Doctor, tdwwythe whole Procss, how God
hasresbred theUniversalin Man, which is fully clear andnanifestin thePersorof Christ from
his Entrance into thelumanity, even to hifAscensionandsending of the HolyGhost

10. Let himfollow this entireProcessand then he may find théniversal provided he be born
again of Godbut theSelfish Pleasure Worldly Glory, CovetousnesandPridelie in the Way.
Dear Doctors, musttell you, the Coals are too black, you defile your white Hands thereivéh
true unfeigned®elf-denyingHumility before God andMan does not resh with you,therefore
you are blind! do not tell you this, but th8pirit of Wondersn its Manifestation

11. But wewill give Direction to thelesirousSeeker, who would faiseg if he knewthe Way
fitly to attain his Intentfor the Time is at Hand, where Moses is called frtime Sheep to be a
Shepherd of theord, whichshallshortly bemanifest notwithstandng all the raging and raving
of theDevil: Let not the dear and wortlGhrisendom thinkseéng now itseens as ifshe
should go to Wrack and Rw, that it is utterly undoneéylo: The Spirit of theLord of Hods has



out of hisLove planted a nevi8ranchin thehumanProperty, which shll Rootout the Thorns of
theDevil, and make known hiShild Jesugo all Nations,Tongues and Speeches, and that in the
Morning of the eternaDay.

12. DearBrethren behold, | pray, the rigif@ure What did God with us when we Iajick in
Death? Did he quiteastaway the createlinage undestandthe outwardPart viz.the outward
corruptMan, and make wholly another nédMan? No. He did it notForthough he introduced
Divine Property into ouHumanity, yet he did ot thereforecastaway ourHumanity, but
brought it into the Way dProcesgo theNew-Birth.

13. What did he? Heuffered the outwartHumanity, viz.the outward Water,

undestandthe Essentialityof Venus which wasshutup in theWrathof Death, to be baptized
with the Water of the Etern&lssencgand with the HolyGhost that the Incentive of the outward
Essentialityshutup in DeathMight again glow, as &irethat falls into Tinder: Afterwards he
withdrew his outwardroodfrom the auitward Body, and brought it into tii¥esart and let it
Hunger and then the Spark enkindled from tiee of Godmustimagine into God, and eat
Manna of divineEssentialityforty Days, of whichlsrael was &ypein the Wildernes of Sinai
with theirManna: TheEssencd-ire, Hunger of Eternitymustovercome th&ssencef Time,
thereforeit is called a Temptatioaf the Devil; for the Devil as a Prince in thé/rathof God did
there tempt the outward Nothing, tHemanity, and represnted all that to it whereiddamfell,
and became dabedientto God.

14.There now it was tried whether thmageof God wouldstand seéng internallythere was
God'sLove-Fire, and externally thBaptismof the Water of eternal LifeHere the Soul was
tempted, whether it would be ar€j, and an angelical Throne fead of the fallen Angel, and

doesmake after th&aptismandTemptation as thdiving speakng Mercurydid this n the

17. Thusthe Artist mustnot arrogate anyhingto himself theMercurydoesitself, after the
philosgphical Baptism Work theseWondersbefore it manifestdhe Universal for all theseven
Forms of Naturanustbe crystallized angurified, if theUniversalshallbe revealed, and each
Formcarries a peculigProcessvhen it is to be brought out of the Property of Wieath, and
entered into the pure and cléafe; and itmusttrarsmuteitself into the cryalline Sea which
stana bdore the Throne of the Ancient in the Revelation, and chésgk into Paradisgfor the
Universalis paradisicglandChristalsocamefor thatReasonnto ourHumanity, that heMight

Property in thaVrath and depart from it with theWill, and take into them é&Love-Property
Theymusttake in thewill of the Nothing, that theWill be a Nothing, and then it canbsistin
theWrathof theFire, and there is no furth@urbatherein for solong as théesireof the
Wrathis in theForm, it is advese and oppsite to thesecond~orm, and infames thesecond
Formwith its wrathful Property, thats, it strikes theSignatureof thesecondand awakens it in
theWrath and then th&oice or Soundof thesecondenkindles thdirst Fornis Property in
Mercury, andsono Formcan attain to any Perfection, thaMight enter intoLove.

20. Thereforethe Artist can effechothing,unlesshe gives a Meat to theorns, which they all
desire andLoveto eat;wherein there is ndurba Now the Properties cannot easeéng their
Mouthis frozen up in thémpressiorof Saturn the Artist mustfirst open theiMouth, and make
them alive in their Zeal, that all tii@rnms may behungry, and then if there ianna, they all
eat together of it, ansbthe preciousGrain ofMustard-Seeds sowvn.

21. Now wherMercurydoes thus awake from the Death of iimpressiorof Saturn and gets
Manna into theMouth of his Property of theoisonful Death'sSource then,arises theFlagratof
theKingdomof Joy, for it is as aLight which is enkindled in th®arknessfor theJoyor Love
springs up in the Midst of the Anger: NowMercuryapprehends the GlimporAspect of the
Lovein Mars, then thd_ove dismays theNrath, andit is as alransmutationbut it is not fixed
andstedfastand assoon as this comes to mshe angelical Properties appear in View.

TheProcessn the Temptation.

22.Jesusvas led by th&pirit into the Wildernes, and théevil came to him, and tempted him.
When the Soul o€hristdid Hunger theDevil saidto JesusOpen the Center in ti&tonesthat



is, the impresedMercury, and make thee Bread, eat Substancef the Soul's PropertyVhat,
wilt thou eat of nothingyiz. of thespealkng Word? Eat of the expreedWord, viz. of the
Property of Good anBvil, and therthou artLord in both this asowasAdamnis Bit, wherein he
did eat DeathThensaidChristJesusMan liveth not by Bread alone, but by everyovd whic
proceedeth fronthe Mouth of God.

23. Mark Whence had thPersorof Christthe Will, that he would not eat with the Soul's
Hungerof the Bread which could have been mad&toheswhich he could well have
performed? Or how had it been, if thdungerof thehumanProperty hadfter the Untion of
Baptismeaten in th& emptaton of theMercuryin the mpressiorof Death,viz. of the Sulphur
of the expressdWord, in which was the Anger, arfitbm whence thé.ovewas fled, as it iso
in theearthlyProperty?

29. Thus the Property of the fiery Seasigreditself with its Desireinto theLove, viz.into the
spealing Word's Property, and the fielyesiredid eatManna in theLove-Desire O ye
Philosophes! observat well, when this was done, theve transmutedhe fiery Property into
its Love-Property here the Fathegave theFire-Soul to theSon undesstandthe fiery Property of
the expes®dMercuryto thespeakng Mercuryin theLight; for Christalso saidsoafterwards,
Father the Menwere thine, and thobastgiventhem me, and | give untoem eternal Life.

30. Here God'tove gave the eternadlove-Life to the corrupteéHumanity theLove did wholly
giveitselfin unto theFire-Wrath, andtransmutedhe Wrath of the Soul into a triumphadbyful
Love; but if the Soul's and Body's Property had obeye®#nl in God'sWrath, and made
Bread of the=nclosé Mercury, and eaten thereof, then had Wel entered again into itSelf
hood, and could not have beteansmuted

31. Butseeéng it entered intdResignationinto thespealing Word of God, and wawvilling to be
and do whatever thatgdse, then thavill went from itsSelf-hood, through thevrathful Death
of God's Angeryiz.from the expesedWord, which theDevil hadPoisored with his
Imagination quite through the Property of therath, andsprangforth afresh with anew Love-

33. Here came the fine adornBdastagain, and tempted tisecondAdamalsg, for God gave
him Leave seeng hesaidtheFire's Matrix had drawn him, he could reiand Here now that
shouldbe tried for he was an Angel ab, as well as thbumanSoul,which he hadeduced But
thehumanProperty in Body and Soul in thersorof Christhad oncecastitself into the

34. In this ProoAdamdid notstand for he went from th&esignationnto an Arogaton of
Self, into an owrSeltWill, and would tryEvil and GoodLove and Anger, angrove howkvil
and Goodastal. Here, deaMan, was the trying State fure theTreeof Temptation inrParadise



and that was fulfilled which thirst Adamcould not, and would not do in divil@bediencen
Resignation

35. When théevil saw that in thisalsohe had no Sucsg that theHumanitywould not give
Wayto depart out of thResignationout ofthe Resignationhe carried théiumanityupon a

high Mountain, and shewed it all the Riches of\terld, all whatever does live and move in the
expressed Wordll theDominions andMight in the outward Nature, over which he cdlimself
Prince, but has onlghe onePartin theWrath of Death inPossessigrandsaidto it (undestand

to thehumanProperty)If thou fallest down and worshippest mayill give thee all this.

36. TheHumanityshould again depart out Blesignatiorinto a Desire of Propriety, and desire

to possess something of its own in Arrogatiotseffin theCursel Propriety Evil and Good,;

this had been a dainty Dish andlight to theDevil; then had he remained King, and his Lies

had been Truth: In thikdamwas also corrupted, and entered intoSkeéish Propriety, and
desiredWorldly Dominionand Covetousness (which may be seen in Cain) which deghgof
thepoisonfulMercury, viz.itsHungeb s De s i r e, itselflBsseace acooenkie the

Property of ittHunger notManna, butEarth as we mayeein the wild Earth what he has made

in theEnkindling or Motion of the Father in hifireb s P r o p e r Ibflgmmatiom(vizinh i ¢ h
the poisonful Wrath of the expressellercury) theDevil thought to be a Prince, and is so in the
same Property in the Wicked, and also the Government &Ydnkl in theWrath, but God holds

him captive with the Water and theght of the thirdPrinciple so that he is not Prince in the
Dominionof the expressed/ord, but the Judgeds ExecTutbha oner ;
Magnais enkindled in th&Vrath and there he is busy as farfasbaMagnagoes in théNrath,
further his Courage is cooled.

37. He would give thelumanityof Christ this vihole Dominionto rule in, and above all in the
Essence of allhings as aMighty God, which notwithstanding he only possesses ifPtreof
theTurbain theWrathof God, and has it not in his fullominion; He should but let his Desire
thereinto,and introduce higVill into him, and he would bring hidercury of the Creatureinto
the greatest Omnipotence, that he should berd over Good andtvil, and have allhingsat
Commangdto do therewith what he pleased, forsstamhad fooled it.

41. Thereforethe Warrior is a Servant of God's Anger: He is the Ax wherewitiarigey
Husbandmaruts up his Thorns and Briars from off his GrouHée is the chieWorker and
Accomplishe of thewrathful Anger of God God's Anger according tuis Fire's Propertywill
have itso, and not hid.ove; and he thasuffershimselfto bemadeuseof thereunto, heesves
the Anger of God @ording to the dark anfeire-World's Desireand Property, which in the
heavy Fall ofAdamhasmanifestedtself in thehumanProperty, and brougiMan, viz.the
angelcal Image into an hdi Devilish Vizard andLikenessin which Property antmageof his
Will in the expresedcreaturelyMercuryor vital Word he cannbinherit God'Kingdom, but
mug be born anew in hislercuryandWill, with and inChrist, in God'sLove, viz.in the holy
spekingMercuryandWord of Life, that a new obedieMill wholly resigred into God's.ove
may proceed from hisreaturelyMercury, which neithewill s or acts anyhing but what the
Will of thespealng divineMercurywill s, who in hisSel-hood, andSeliish Arrogation in his

43. But the Angels anbllen werespokenforth in thelmageof God'sLove; they ought not to
speak and incline theWill into theFire and darkWorld; and introduceheir Desirethereinto;
alsonot at allwill to be their own, but continigtedfasin the Resignationn thespealkng Will
of God, as &ormof thespealng Will, and bear ninclination to anyThing, but only to the



Speakingjn which Figure theytandas animageor Platorm of the Expressingas aspoken
Word, wherewith thespealng Word beholdstselfin its ownLikeness whereby it there
manifestghe eternal Knowledge of the Etermaind, andset theSpirits Will into aForm, and
plays therewith.

44. Asa Limner that pourtrays his owmage anddoesthereby behold what he iand how his
Formand Features are; or as a ldien composs a curious Lessoor Song, andoplays and
melodizes with his Life, an@/ill of Life, viz. with theSoundof his own Lie'sMercury, in the
Tune of the Song, or upaame mugcal Instrrment as it is agreeable to his LiféNdercury,
wherewith his vial Mercurydoes rejoice anddight itself.

45. Thudikewise God created us to hisove-Corsortto hisJoyandGlory, wherebyhe exalts
his spealing eternaWord, or plays in thesamewith us as with hisnstrument

46. Therefore when this melodioumstrumentwas broken in it§oundby thewrathful Might of
his Anger, that is, wheNan's Imagewould play in its owrMight both inEvil and Good, in
Love and Angeryiz.in its ownSel+Will , and would noyield itself to beuseal to what the
speakingWord had ceated it, and departed outRésignatiorinto an Arrogation ofelf, and

52. For God did not takiglan as he lay closed up Death and cast him into a furnace, and
melted him in th&Vrath as the falsdagusdoes; but he gave hiove first into hishuman
Essenceand baptized thlumanity, afterwards he brought him into tiéilderness, and set the
Devil opposite to him, not into him; he leinifirst fast andHungerforty Days, and gave no

56. TheMotherof all Beings isSulphur Mercuryis herLife, Mars her nseVenusherLove,
Jupiterher understandind,unaher corporeaEssenceSaturnherHusband You must reoncile
or lovingly betroth thévlan with theWoman for theManis angry, yet give him hidear Spouse
into his Arms; but see that tHfgpousebe aVirgin, wholly chaste and purér the Womaris
Seedshall break theSerpenits headviz.theMan's Anger. TheVirgin must be in redlove,
withoutany Falsehood or tfaithfulness, &/irgin which neve touched anyanin Anger
according to hidanhood for the pure Deity does sem@ousatself in clearLove with the
Humanity, even as Mary saidge it unto me athou hast spoken, for | athe Lord's Handmaid
and so théedumanityassumed the Deity, and also the DéityHumanity.

57. The chast¥irgin signifies in the philosophi@v/ork the clear Deity, the

Humanityis Mercury, Sulphur andSalt bothheavenlyandearthly theheavenlyPropertyis
disappeared, and as\athing the deadlyPropertyin theWrathis stirred up, and lives to the
Anger, and in thePropertieof the Anger, theHumanity, both inAdamand in Christ, was
tempted.

69. In the thirdKingdom of theMother, viz.in Jupiter, Christ did make the &esandIgnorant,
of a very weak and mean capacity, Wwig and understandingiz. of poor Fishermen,
Carpenters, anthe like Mechanicshe made postles, and the moshderstanding/len of all;
and also of poor, disrespectedified People as ofWomen and simple ones, he made faithful,
devout, dear, godI¥hildren, whoapprehended in themselves theiversalwithout any At.

70. Thus likevise it goes in the philosophWork; the Essentialitywhich lies

disappeared iDeath where theMercuryis wholy earthly cold, and impotenjoes now arise in
Power as if the wholdeingandEssencevere become a nelafe, at which theArtist wonders
and marvels what is, or how it happens, and yabes also exceedingly rejoice that he sees the
divine Powerto spring forth beforéis eyes in a half dedessenceand that in th Curseof God:

He sees all thiour Elemens, each apart, and sees hdweWisdomof God representsself
therein, as aMarmonyof Joy, and sees allolours, and the rainbow upon whi€hrist sits in
judgment in the expressédiercury.

the Nature ofLife, Christ madehe Deaf tohear,the Dumb tospeak, and cleansed thepers
from the Poisormf Mercury. All apopkxies, the French @oisonful Pox andSores arise from
the SaturnineéWaterin Mercury, which [Watel is called Plegma,all which Christ healed in the



Formor Signatureof the youngMan andVirgin; for the eternaVirginity had espousel itself
with the youngMan, viz. with theHumanity.

73. This comesatpass also in the philosopMéork: TheArtist will see how théleaven
separategtself from theEarth and how thédeavendoes again sink intthe Earth and changes
theEarthinto aheavenlyColour, hewill see howMercury purifies the matter, and how the
purified Colours will appear in Atimony in theirProperty and how th&Vonderproceeds.

74. In the fifthKingdomof theMotherof all Beings, Christ expelled thBevils out of the
Possessed, and healed the Deaf inRbirsnandProperty

75. This likewise thdrtist will see in the philosophM/ork, howJupiterin Mercurywill drive
up a black twinkling fierywapour out of the Mtter, whichsticks on like $ot; for it is aHunger
of thePoisonin Mercury, and is veryightly compared to thBevil, for it is of hisProperty

76. In the sixttKingdomof theMotherof all Beings, viz.in theWheelof Life,

calledVenus ChristLoved hisBrethrenandSistersaccording to thélumanity, andwashed his
Disciples' Feet, and_oved them even to théeepest Kinanition[emptying] andgave hisLife
into theWraths Propertyeven toDeathfor them, andnanifestechimselfamong them that he
was Christ: A when they perceived that thénl§ wascome that should deprivi&elfwill of its
Might andDominion, and destroy thBevil's Kingdony then they cried out, and daiWe have
no King but Caesartheytook him in thedark Night into theilPower bound him, and brought

77. This also thartist will see veryPowefully in the philosophidNork; for assoonas the dark
fiery Stream,viz.the Material Devil goes from the Mtter, therVirgin Venusappears in her
Virginity very glorious and beautiful; for it betoke@érist'sLove, who did so humblaimself
andmanifestecdis Love in our Humanity, then theArtist thinks that he has the philosophic

79. ForSaturnsignifies theNorldly Dominion, andMercurythe Spiritual Dominion, viz.the
Pharisees, andlars signifies theDevil; these three would nendure Christ amondém; for he
said that he was aikg of Love, and theSonof God, and was come to deliver soplefrom
Sin: Then thought th®evil, surethis rhimes not well, thou wilt lose thgingdont And the
Worldly Magistratehought, Is this &ing, and God'Sor? Then hewvill take away ouMight;
thisdoes not at all like us: And thdercurial Priess thought; Thisvianis too mearior us, we



will have a Messiah who may bring ustrldly Dominion, and make u be high and rich in
theWorld, that we may alone gsess the éhour of théNorld; wewill not receive him, he is
too poa for us; weMight so lose the &ourand respect of th&/orldly Magistrate, and should
be much damaged; well ratherabide in ouPower Respect, and éthority, and abandon this
beggaly King with his Love-Kingdont In like Manneras yet to thiaythey are sMinded,
and servédis Messengers so whom he sends.

80. Thus likevise it goes in the philosophWwork, whenVenusmanifestsherselfwith Love, viz.
in her ownPropertyin the thre wrathful Forms, viz.in Saturn Mars, andMercury, they can by
no means endure for it is wholly against theiaustere, dark, fierilight, but especially against
the Poisonof Mercury, theyFlashandLighten againsVenus and shoot their &/s,viz.the
Mercurial poisonfulrays upon her, as the Pharisees did upon Christ. In the meariupiker

do not meddle witland assault her; but when tRewerof Wrathcomes, theiunachanges her
Will, viz.the Colour, and looks, arises, and cries also withrisd the crucifige: This th&rtist
will see, if he be chosen aadcounted worthgf God for theNork.

ChapterXI.
Of the Process of Christ in his Sufferimpath and Resurrection: of the Wonder of the Sixth
Kingdomin theMotherof All Beings: How theconsummatum estas finished, and how likewise
it is Symbolically Accomplished in the Philosopiiork

1. This now is thus to be considered; We are to know, th&idbencef thisWorld, together
with Man, consists in twdPropertiesviz. in Fire and Light thatis, in Love andAnger. Now the
Fireis twofold, and the Lighis also twofoldyiz.a coldFire from thelmpressionand an hot
Fire from thePowerof Mercuryin Sulphur and so likewise there is a cold Ligiom the cold
Fire, and a warming.ight from the hotrire; the cold Lights false, ad the hot Lighis good;
notthat it is false in it$roperty only in thelmpressionin the coldSulphur in the Sharpnessf
theWrathit turns to a fals®esire viz.to a false_ove, whichis contrary to théMeeknessfor its
Desireis SaturnandMars.

2. It puts forth its Sufunderstand itkustreof Life) in Mars, and the warmingiight (which also
receives its fierysharpness thelmpressionn Sulphurfrom Mars) brings itsDesireagain into
theLiberty, viz.through theDying in theFire, through theAnguish It wholly and freely gives
itself forth in theDying of the Fire, and forsakes thBropertyof theWrath

3. And so it becomes a genelal, and ot its own only, even likéhe Surthatgives forth its
shiningLustreUniversaly: The Surshine is neither hot nor coldnly Mercuryin the Spirit of
the greatVorld makes inMars andSaturris Propertya Heattherein; for the Suenkindles their
Desire upon which they grow so mehungry, eager, desirous, and operative, that earess
found to be in théight, whichHeatis not of the Light ownProperty but of theSoul of the



greatWorld, which does so sharpen the pleasant Light inpigi®&lor, that it izinsufferable to
the Bye.

4. And we are highly to consider and know, that if anofinexDesire which isnot like to the
outwardLife in Mercury, would rule in the austeM/rath of theoutwardNature that then it
would be arEnmity contrary to the austere, cold, britand fieryDominionandLife, and that
they would exalt [or exsperate] their Wratheagerly desiring tbe rid of it: Even as it so came
to pass when the divirleve-Desiredid manifestitself with its greatMeeknesgo the false, cold,
proud, and austeffére-Desireof the Saturralians, Martialists and especially of the false
Mercurialites It was a grea®ppositionandEnmity to them, that.ove should rule in th®eath
of Poison and dwell therein, this they could not, nor would not endurddéaverwas come
into Hell, and would overcome theell with Love, and take away it8light; as it is to be seen in
thePersorof Christ; heLoved them, and did themll Mannerof Good, and healed thefague
[or Diseass], but in that he was natisen from theiwrathful Might, and that he said he was
descended from abovand was God'Son this was unsavoury to the cold, Hete's Might, that
heshould rule with_Love over them.

5. Even hus it goes in the philosophic Work; when tathful Forms of the
EartHiness,viz.the outwardSaturn Mars, andMercury, see thdeavenlyChampionwith the
Virgin's Propertyamong them, and perceive that he has far andtesirethan they, then they
are angry in themselves; for theve-Desire when it casts &limpse on thd-ire-Flagrat
awakes theiFire-Flagrat and then th&Vrath proceeds forth from the anxiety intove; from
whence arises Beaths Flagratin the Love; but £eing there can be meaththerein, the_ove
condescends in tHare-Flagrat and gives forth [or diffusegfself into theirDesire and leaves
its Essenceso that in theiDesirethey reach after itBropertyin the Deaths Flagrat this is a
Poisonto Death and aPestilenceo Hell; and in thisPropertyDeathwas deprived of it®ower
in theHumanity, for Christ, when he shed HigavenlyBlood in theFlagratof Death and left it
in Death theWrathof God wadriven to retain th@eavenlyLove-Essencen itself: Even there
theFire-Desirein the enkindledHumanitywas changed into laove-Desire and out of the
Anguishof Deathproceede@ JoyandStrengthof divine Power

6. But Iwill hereby give the \WI-wisher fundametally to understand how it wemtith Christ,
and how in likeMannerit goes withhis philosophidNork; both havevholly one Pocess. Christ
overcame th&Vrathof Deathin thehumanProperty andchanged thé&ngerof the Father into
Lovein thehumanProperty the Philosophetikewise has even suchWill, hewill sto turn the
wrathful Earthto Heaven and changehe poisonfulMercuryinto Love, therefore observe us
here right; wewill not writehere parabolically, but whollglear as th&urshine.

7. God would change theumanity(after it was lecomeearthly and had awakendbe
poisonfulMercuryin theLove-Property which [poisonfulMercury] had devourethelLove, and
changed it intatself) again into tle divineheavenlyProperty andmakeHeavenof thehuman
Earth of the fourElemens only one in ondesire andchange th&Vrathof God in thehuman
Propertyinto Love.

8. Now hisAngerwas aMight of theFire andWrath, and was inflmmed inMan, andtherefore
there must be right Earnestnéssvithstand the same, and changagain intoLove: TheLove



must enter into th&nger, and wholly givatself in unto theWrath; it would not be enough that
God should remaim Heaven and onlylook upon theHumanitywith Love; it could not bethat
the AngerandWrathshouldthereby yield up itdlight andStrength and fregy giveitself unto
theLove: AstheFireis not made better by theaght, it still holds itsWrath notwithstandingn
itself, but when a meekssencdasWatel) comes into theire, then theFire goes out.

9. Even sdheavenlydivine EssentialityunderstandheavenlyWater, which theTinctureof the
Fire andLight changes into Blogdmust enter into therrathful Fire of God, and become the
FiresFood so that thé-ire of GodMight burn fromanotherEssencgfor Watercould not have
done it; theFire does not burn in th&/ater, but the meek oleouropertyof theFire andLight
in theEssencef divine Meeknessn theLove-Desire that did effect it.

10. ThehumanFire-Life consists in the Blogdand therein rules th&rath of God;now another
Blood, which was born out of God'®ve-Essencemust enter into thangryhumanBlood; they
must go both together into tibeathof theWrath, and theNrathof God must be d@wned in the
divine Blood, and therefore the outwaktlmanityin Christ must die, that Might not any more
live in theWraths Property but that théneavenlyBlood's Mercury, viz.the speakingVord,
Might alone live in the outwarblumanity andSokly rule in peculiar divin€owerin the
outward and inwartHumanity, that theSelf Might cease in thélumanity andGod'sSpirit

Might be all in all, and th&elfonly hisinstrument whereby henakes what he pleases; that (|
say) theSelf-hoodMight besolely God'sinstrument and wholly inResignationfor God has not
createdvianto be his owrlLord, but his &rvant: Hewill haveAngels undeifObedienceand not
Devils in their owrFire-Might.

11. Now when his.ove would giveitself into Death and deprivdDeathof its

Might, then the twdNorlds, viz.the Father'&ire-World, with the outward visibl&/orld, and
also the divind.ove-World with the divineheavenlyEssentiality thatis, with heavenlyFlesh
andBlood, and also with corruptefleshandBlood, wereFormed into onéPerson God became
Man, and madéanto God: TheSeedof theWoman viz. of theheavenlyirginity, which
disappeared idAdam and also theorruptedVan's Seedn the Anger, viz. Mary's Seed were
Formed into onéPersonwhich was Christ; and theeedof theWoman viz. of theVirgin of
God, understanthe heavenlyEssentiality should bruise the ¢&d of theSerpentunderstand,
the

Wrathof God in the corrupteMan; the head is thMight of God'sAnger, thedivine Man,
understand the divin@roperty should change thearthlyinto itself, and turn théearthto
Heaven

12. Now when th&ersorwas bornHeavenstood in theearthof Man. Now thelncarnation

could not have done it alone, there must be yet afteatiutherEarnestnesdor as long as

Christ walked on th&arth theHumanitywhich wasfrom Mary'sPropertywas not ahighty, but
the Humanityfrom God [was omnpotent],they were set opposite one against the other in two
Principles, yet not shut uggut bothmanifestin each other, theove against théAnger, and the
Angeragainstthe Love.

13. Here now was the Trial of the@bat one with another, from whence gtsoceeded the
Temptationof Christ; and when the divin&/orld overcame, then thgreatWondersbroke forth



through the outwardumanWorld; but all this could noaccomplish it, there must yet be a
greaterEarnestnesshehumanProperty viz. the expresseWord, was yet stirring in the
inflameableAnger. ThehumanSulphurmust be changed into theavenlyviz.into the
heavenlyPart and thereupon theumanSelf, viz. the expresseMlercurywas astonished, when
upon the Mount oOlives theheavenlyWorld in theLove wrestles with théAngerin thehuman
World,

viz. with theSelfhood, so that thBersorof Christ did sweaBloody Sveat; everthere the one
was dismayed at the other, thaeve at the horribleDeath whereintat should and must wholly
yield and give intself with the divineEssentialityand be swallowed up by ti#ager, and the
Anger[was dismayed] at itBeath in that it must lose itMight in theLove.

14. Hence th wholePersorof Christ saidFather, if it bepossible, let this cup pass from me; yet
not as Iwill, but thywill be cone TheLove-World in Christ saidCan it not bebut that | must
drink down the @p ofthy Anger? Then thywill be done And theAngersaid,If it be possible, let
this Qup ofLove pass from mghat | may revenge nsglf, and rage in th&/rath of Man for the
sake of hiDisobediencepas God said to Moses, who stood in 8perit of Christ & aTypeof
Christ before God,et me alone that | may devaihis disobedienPeople But theNameJesus,
which had incorporateitiself in Paradisevith the Romise of thaNVomaris Seedn the aim of the
humanand divineCovenantwould not suffer him; for thelumility of theNameJesus has
alwaysinterposed against thrathof the Father, against hiisre's Property that hisFire Might
not enkindle the halpoisonfulMercuryin Man, except onlysometimesvhen Israel walked
wholly in theWrathandDisobediencgas is to be seen I§orah, Dathan, and Abiram, and by
Elias.

15. So it was here on the Mount of Olives, Argerwould live in theFire's Might in Man, and
theNameJesus puitself into theAnger, and here there was wtherRemedy but that théName
Jesus in divindove andheavenlyEssentialitymust wholly resign ujtself to be devoured by the
Anger. TheSonmust be, and wasbedient to the angryather even to théeathof the crossas
the Scripturesays.

16. The deatove-Humility andMeeknessuffereditself to bescorned, mockedpit uponand
judged by theAnger, thatis, the Jews must execute thestice ofGod; for byMan's Self-action
Sinwas committed, and dylan's Self-actionDeathand $n must be blotted ouAdamhad
introduced higVill into thePoisonof theoutwardMercury, so must Christyiz.the Love, freely
give up itsWill also intothe samegooisonfulMercury. Adamdid eat of theEvil Treg Christ must
eat ofGod'sAnger, and as it went inwardly in th®pirit, so likewise outwardly in thElesh and
so also it goes in the philosopMéork.

17.Mercuryin the philosophidVork denotes the Pharisees, i not endure thé&ove-Child:
When he sees it, he gives it trembling &mtjuish andVenusalsostands dismayed at the
Poisonof the angryMercury, they are in one another asSiveat did drop from them, as the
Artist shall see.

18.Marssays, | am the Lordf Firein theBody, Saturnis my Strength and
Mercuryis myLife, | will have none of thikove, | will devour it in myWrath;



this denotes thBevil in the Angerof God; and seeing he cannot do it, he raigeSaturn viz.
thelmpressionwhich signifies th&Vorldly Magistracy, and reaches therevafterVenus and
yet cannot get her into him, for she is to hifiasonto Death This Mercuryalso can much less
endure, for thé.ove took away hidDominiory asthe high Priestthought tha Christ would take
away their @vernment, because baid that he was God3on

19. ThusMercuryis vexed at th€hild Venus for Venushas wholly discoveretderself and

freely given upherself they may do now what they please, shié go even into the Dragon's
Mouth, he shall only but open hiads; and thi$arsin Mercurydoes not understand, but they
take the failChild, and shoot thewenomous Rrts against it, and bind it witBaturris Might in
their wicked Bands,as theArtist will seehow they surround th€olourof Venus

20.Mars brings it first toMercury, seeing he is thieife, as before the higRriest who must
examine and prove the fabhild; but he hates it, he cannetch into thédeartafter itsLove-
Will, he onlyjudges it externally, becauseastnot of hisProperty that it stands forth with such a
Formas theMercuryhimself, and yet has anothBower Virtue andWill .

21. But seeing there is anotidercurywhich lives in itsLove in theChild Venus therefore he
cannot Kill it, but brings it t&aturn as the Jews broug@hrist from Caiaphas to Pilate, who
signifiesSaturn who also takes th€hild: But seeing he is bord of thelmpressionviz. of the
Darknesstherefore heares not at all fohe Propertyof the Child, but for theDominiononly;
heseizes on th€hild with the darkimpressionand strips it of its fai¥enusGarment and when
Lunawith the whiteSplendouiof the Sunsees this, then shedesherself as theDisciples of
Chrig fled, and the enraged [rude]uliitude also, who did highlypresume to stand by him in the
Crossand Rersecution, but ithe Earnestnesthey fly; for Lunais inconstant, she has rfétls
Heartin the Love-flame; andSaturnwith his thornylmpressiorputs theSulphurupon theChild,
viz.the Motherof all Beings with the purplecoloured Raimentof her ownpeculiarProperty in
which theWrathof Marsis contained and harboured.

22. WhenMars, viz.the Devil's ew, andMercuryalso,viz. the Self-Prideof Life, see that
Venushas her royaGarmenton, understand the purpleBe ofSaturnandMercuryin Sols
Colourmingled with fieryMars, and adorned iMercurys SulphurColourin the open Baze as
a shiningLustre for so is theMateriaaccording to th€olourof the veneredProperty which
the Artist must well observe, he thevill clearly see as it is mentioned.

23. WhenMars, Mercury, andLunaalso see this, then they amucifige, away withhim, he is a
falseKing in ourGarment he is aManas we are, andill be Godthat is, they cast their
poisonful Desirethrough the purpl&armentupon theChild, and so thértist will see that the
Child will appear in his owkorm, asif it were full of Sreaks from thg@oisonfulRays of
MercuryandMars, which theylay upon theChild through thempressiorof Saturn as Pilate
whipped Jesus: Thartist will see tle prickly Crown of horrs standing very sharp with its
Point upon thePropertyof the Child; also hewill see thaWenusdoes ot at all moveherself but
stands still, and suffefserselfto be so done unto.

24. Further we are to understand, how fk@amhad taken on him a cold falkeve, and
therewith so sheweldimselfbefore God as if he were in pecul@ominionandWill, and



moreover God'€hild, whereas he did but mock Gtiterewith; for so théove-Desireappears
when it is captivated in thienpressiorof Death

25. Thus must the secoAdlamChrist take all this upon him, and enter into shene Ignominy
and forn, anl be clothed with a purpléarmentas a Kng of thisWorld, and be mocked
therein; forAdamhad put on the purpl@armentof theoutwardWorld's Sel-Might in the
Splendourof thePropertyof Self, and here itvas made openh®@w of before théngerof God:
And the whiteGarmentwhich Herodput upon Christ to mock him in signifies, and is the cold
falseLove as a Mak of Falsehood, whereiMan pranks up as if he were @&mgel, and so puts
uponhimselfChrist's purpleMartle with his white Rbe, andcovershimselfwith Christ's pure
snowwhite Garmentviz. with his Suffering andDeath and yet holds and harbouhe Man of
Falsehoodyiz.the falseLove under a \ail.

26.Now Christ must set forth thisgure, and it was represented on Baly; for he should
overcome and stay than of Falsehood which lay in theumanProperty and so it was fully
presented before God. Christ must be termed anleed forsuch an one a&damwas; the
Innocent must take thel@ne upon him.

27. And thus it goes in the philosopMork, when theCurseof God'sAngerwhichis in the
Earthis to be changed intioove; for seeingMercurysets theChild of Love beforeSaturn and
Saturncannot, and may not try it, therefore he puts uptre purpe-coloured Garmentwith
Stripes underneath, and sends it befeoés splendor, which glimmers iklars, and theSunputs
upon it its whiteColour, viz.the Lunar, and then the purpl@olourvanishes, and thehild
stands in théunar white simpleColour, very despicable withowtustre The Sunwould fain see
this Child shew forth its goldeolour, for it perceives there issalar Virtue in the Child,
therefore it gives it the whit€olourfrom thePropertyof the eternaLiberty; the Child should
but give thePowerof theFire's Centrethereuntoyiz. the divineMight, and then it would be like
the Sun and would be &ord over theSulphurof Mars andMercury, yet only aLord over the
outwardWorld's Essencea Governor in thaNrath asSolis the like.

28. But Christ said to Pilat&]y Kingdomis not of thisworld, and would not

answe Herod anything in this white Raimewhen he put it on him, nor in tiprple Robe; for
the purple Robe and the white Raimalsio were both false, amgere put upon him to disgrace
and mock him, becaugedamhad put them on, arn@roudly pranked up therein withalsehood;
ChristMight not do any #n thereinbefore Herod, though tdesiral it. Hereby the shame of
Man, who was anmageof God, and yet had mademselfa falseKing, was represented before
God's face; aghe poor $nerconfesses, and sets forth his Abominatibefore God, when he
sets upon Abstinence anejpentance.

29. Thus Christ represented to his FatherAbeminatiors [or Sing of Manin this false
Garment and stood before him as an igmay, and confessed tt&nsof Manto his Father in
the stead anBlaceof all Men: And when his Father behehiim through hidmaginationin this
Garment he would have none of thRobe;therefore Pilate must pull it off from him agaand
set him before the Jews lms ownForny but they cryAway, away with him,dimust be put to
Death for sohis Father would, that he should givenselfup to Deathin his Wrath, and drown
thesame.



30. And Pilate condemned him Beath for hewould not aknowledgehim for aKing: So it

also goes in the philosophitork, Saturnwill not receive th€hild, for it is not of hisProperty
andMars andMercurylikewisewill not have it ints Property. But what do they do? Thehild

is amang them, they would fain be raf it, but yet cannot: They grow angry and enraged, as the
Jewsagainst Jesus, amakethe Child into their Ams,viz.into ther falsepoisonfulangry

Desire andwill murther it, and quit&tingand pierce througtheMateria of the Child with their
sharp, fiery, angoisonfulRays,viz. with three sharp Ails.

31. One whereof iSaturn viz.the Impressiorof the darkWorld, denoting th&Vrathof the dark
World. The other isviars, which signifies theDevil, viz. the Serpent Propertyin the Anger of
God. The thirds Mercury, which signifies théalseLife, viz. how theWrathof God is enkindéd
in the expresseWordin thehumanProperty

32. These three &ils pierce through theropertyof the Child. ThusVenusviz.the Essencef
Love wholly yieldsitself to the threeMurtheres, and wholly éregoes its jovialife as if it died,;
and theMercurial Life of thehumanProperty understand th€hild's Power falls alsoto the
threeMurtheres in itsMothers House viz.into the corporeaEssencewherein the youngylan
receivedhis Virgin, wherein God becanidan.

33. Now when théaeavenlyBody, and also thearthly, do thus yield unto thedkree
Murtheres, then appears thmageof John ad Mary by theCrossas aType for the young
Man's Life, and also th&irgin's in the youndvian, has freelysurrendered, and given foritself:
And now thetwo Propertiesviz. the divineandhuman divide themselves in tifeormof each
Power which theArtist may seeéf he has the eyes ahtéhderstandinghereunto.

34. And here, wheBaturnwith his Impressiorand dak SharpnessandMars with his Wrath,
andMercurywith hisPoisonLife do powerfully enter into thePropertyof Venus then théNrath
forcesitself into theLove, and the_ove into theWrathessentially mixed, as assimilating one
with the other: Here therathful Deathis dismayed at theove, so that irDying he falls nto
Impotencdor a Svoon], forit loses theMight of theWrath; and the_oveis, and stands also in
the Sourceof the Wrathin Deathis Flagratas impotent [or in avBoon], and givedself forth
wholly into theFlagrat[or Stroke] of Death andeven then théeavenlyEssenceviz.the
heavenlyBlood flows forth from itinto thePropertyof the thirdPrinciple viz. of the youngMan.
Here theVirgin gives herPearlto the youngvanfor a Propriety, and God amdan become one.

35. For theVirgin's Blood out of the divineEssentialitydoes here now drown wiits Love-
Essencéhe youngVan's Blood, viz.the Selfhood, and the thredurtheres surrender theitife
in theBlood of theVirgin, andthen the red &efrom theFire, and also the hite from the Life
of theChampionarise uptogetheryiz.from theWraththeLife, and from he Love the
Meeknessand bothyiz.theLife of theAnger, and thelife of theLove, ascend together ase
only Life; for in Deaththey become one: THaeathdies away in thé.ove, and becomeis the
LovethelLife of the divineKingdomof Joy; for it is not aDying, but afree surrendering of its
Power Might, andWill, a Transmutation; th¥/irgin's Blood changes théluman dead as to
God, into arheavenly[Blood], theLife of theyoung Mandies, and thé&ife of the Deity remins
fixed and steadfast, for stands in it$°ropertyin theNothing



36. And here, thou deae8ker, when thou seest the crimsoioured Blood of theyoungMan
arise out oDeathwith theVirgin's white Blood, then know that thohast theArcanumof the
wholeWorld, and a Teasure in this ¥lley of miserywhich surpasses the value obl@; take it
and esteem it more excellent asalvereign than that which shall again arise fideath If thou
beest born of Godhen thou wilt understand what | mean.

37. For this is th@ypeof Christ, [slewing] howChrist has drownedig and theenkindled
Angerof God in thehumanProperty it is notonly an Gfering, for thenMoses had
accompished it; it is not a bare verbBbrgiveness, aBabelteachesNo. ThehumanWill must
from all itsPowes enter into thisDeath into thisBlood, viz.into the highesTincture

38. The purple Bbe which Christ wore could not do it; the wHitgoocritical

pharisaicaPriests Goat coud also not effect it, nolkttery or demurélypocrisy avails here; no
Comfortings, $othings, or giving God goodlVords areeffectual here; the crafty malignaitan
must be mortied in Christ'Blood, hemust be drowned in théirgin's Blood: The Seedof the
Womanmust bruise the eladof the Serpentthe Will must wholly dischim and depart from its
selfish Property and become as an ignor&tiild, and wholly enter into Godidercy, intothe
Virgin-like Blood of Christ, that $ and thepoisored Mercurymay be drowneth its Mars, that
the white Lionmay arise; for te Lionwhich now appears in thehite Colour, in crimson red, is
theMercuryof Life, viz.the expresseWord, viz.the Soul which before was arathful Devil in
its Seli-hood, ruling andlomineering in théngerof God in the thre&orms of thePoison
Sourceviz.in Saturn Mars, andMercury. Now it is the whitescarletcoloured Lionfrom the
Houseof David and Israel, fulfilled in th€ovenanbf Promise.

39. N.B--But that we may give &isfacton to the Well-wisher, wewill furthershew lm the
whole Groundeven to thdResurrection of Christ: When the Jews had hwesys upon th€ross
and he hadhed hishumanandheavenlydivine Blood, anddrowned thelurbain thehuman
[Blood], then Jesus sai&ather, forgive thenfor they know not what they do.

40. When Jesus had brokeathin theHumanity, and took awayself, he did nothen wholly
cast away theumanProperty whereinDeathand theAngerof God wereput then he did first
truly assume it; understaniae even then did truly take tbhetwardKingdominto the inward; for
the outwarcKingdomwas begotten as\@onderout of the eternalVisdomin the speaking
Word, and spoken forth intofdorm, as aManifestationof the Deity inLove andAnger, in Good
andEvil: So that Jesusould not that the outwar@lype of theWondersin theLikenessof God
shouldperish [or quite vanish], but th@rathwhich had ovegrowered thelLove in Man should
be forgiven, that is, it should be given into tething, viz.into theLiberty, that itMight not be
manifestin its ownSelf-Property it must beServant, and only a cause of the fi¢xgve and
divine Joyulness;Nothingshouldperish [or be lost] iMan, for God had created him to his
Image

41. Thus let th&hilosopheobserve, that when the thrisirtheres, viz. Saturn Mars, and
Mercury, sinkin the crimsorcoloured Blood of the Lion they donot perish; but they are
pardoned, that is, theiWrathis changed into Bove-Desirg viz. out of Venusnto Sol for when



the fieryDesireenters into th&Vater Desire then a shiningyiz. a gloriousSplendouy arises
from and in thd=ire; for Venuss white, and thé&ire-Desireis red.

42. Here now it is changed into o@elour, which is yellow, that is, white arréd both in one
Colour, which is the majesticalistrg; for whenMercuryis changed into thowerof Joy,
then arises the Mtiplication; he changes hidother, wherein he lay shut up iDeath into Sot
he makes thearthlyheavenlyin oneProp-erty, as theVirgin was: For here th¥irgin loses her
Name for shehas given hetoveandPearlto theChampion who is now called here the white
Lion, as the Scripture speaks of ttien of theHouseof Israel and David, whehould demolish
the Devil's Kingdom, and destroyell, that is, break thAngerof God, and change it intcove.

43. ThisChampionor Lion is noMan or Woman but he is both; th&inctureof theFire and
Light must come into onejz. of theEssencevhich isVenus and of theSpirit which isMarsin
Mercury, the Father'tove andAngermust become onghing, and then this on€hingis called
theKingdomof Joy, so long as it is separatdfere is in thé'hing only Anguishand Torment,
and meréDesire but when it burng oneWill, it is ajoyful proceeding forth fronitself: And
this egressiv®ropertyis called the Holy Ghosvjz. the Life of the Deity.

44. Therefore know that thérgin's and yound/an's Blood must be both shewgether, that the
Fire-Lion Might die; which wagnanifestin thehumanProperty that theLove of theVirgin

Might change hisVrathin her deat.ove-Blood into herProperty and obtain th&oulfrom the
youngMan; for in AdamtheVirgin disappeared, for theouldeparted out of itsove-Will out of
the Resignationnto its own, and became disobedient to God.

45. Here the&/irgin does again take tl&oulinto herself and gives it her ©©wn of Pear] as to a
nobleChampion and calls him in his owNamethe whiteLion or Champion O yeChildrenof
Men, obseve it, | beseech you; open thai®s of théVorld in yourHeart Open them wide that
the King of Glory may come,ieven thegreatChampionin Battle, who hath deprivedeathof
its Might, and destroyed theell in God'sAnger, and made of th@/orld Paradise

46. O ye wise &ekers, how does th@rd open his Vihdows! Why do you sleep in thgesireof
much increase [in your@etousness], which is multiplied in thi¢rath? Do but enter only into
the divineResignationyou may partake of that which tFewes of Heavenare able to afford:
If you do butforsake youiSeliishness, thethe Earthshall becoméieavento you, says the
Spirit of Wonders but you shalhot obtain it in your wicked Ways andwetousDoings.

47. And when Jesus through the shedding oBlasd had given th&Vrathof God inManto the
Love, that the Father had received tlmve in thehumanPropertyinto the Wrath, then the
Kingdomof theDevil in theWrath, and theKingdom of Love did immediatelyPartasunder;

they were divided: And thiBiguredid hang with Chrison theCross viz.the wicked Mocker at
the left Hand, who eviled Jesus, and wast capable of hiBlood-sheddng; and the other at the
right Hand, who wagonverted fran his Sns to Jesus, and saidyrd, remember me when thou
comesinto thyKingdom; to whom JesuansweredYerily, to-Daythou shalt be with mia
Paradise



48. Thus we are rightly to consider, that whenwhathof God is drowned in thBlood of
Christ, so that it changes tight into Love, that even theRaradisas again open; fowhen
Jesus hadinctured thehumanBlood which was corrupted ini8 with theVirgin's Blood in the
Love, then theVirgin receivedthe Manhood viz.the Selthood,into herVirgin's Love. This was
theParadiseand an Hbitation of Godwith and inMan, where God dwells in thdumanity,
and is all in all in it.

49. Thus it falls out also in the philosopMork, whenMars andMercurydie

according to th&ropertyof the darkkmpressiorof Saturn thenVenustakes theninto herLove-
Blood, andVenusgives herLove into thepoisonful Fire-Desire Shewholly givesherselfin unto
theFire of Marsin Mercury, and she yieldkerselffully to be their own; but seeingars and
Mercurybecome impotent (as to thight of theFire andPoisor) in theLove, theLove and
Angerthereupon changhemselves into onéssencginto oneDesire and here, when tHéire,
viz.theFire-Desire gives in itsDesireto theLove; then saith théove, To-Daythoushalt be
with me out bthy Fire-Anguishin Paradise viz.in Joy, that is, thowshalt be changed in me:
And hereVenusgets theSoulin the philosophiéVork, sothatMars andMercurybecome her
Soul and theStrife ceases; for thEnmityis appeased and quelled: And thus @teld subsists
in theFireimmoveably withoutany Change; foMars does not at all annoy it, and so likewise
MercuryandSaturnhurt it not, for they are in th€hild at theEndof Nature where there is no
Turbaany more.

50.Mercuryis pure inSaturn he has no moreoison whereby to make@l [or Rust] in the
Water, viz. in the Saltof Saturn And let thePhilosopheand Dvine also well observe this, that
in Paradise¢here is a perfedtife without anyShadow of Giange, also without any fal&sil
Desirg and a continudbay, wherethe paradisicalManis clear as a transpardatass in whom
the divineSunshinesthrough and through, aso@ that is thorouglyl bright and pure, without
any $otor Foulness.

51. And when Jesus knew that all was finishedséeth hislotherand John hidisciple
standing by under ther@ss, and saith unto §Mother, Woman lo! Thisis thy $n; and to the
Disciple, Behold thyMother, and forthwith theDiscipletook her unto his own home.

52. This is an excellefitype how Christ has forsaken thigorld, viz. thehumanSelf-hood, and
is again gone to the Father; for he sawNhegheraccording tahis World, and hisDisciple, viz.
his Uncle, according to the outwaktlimanityfrom hisMothers side, and yet said to hidother,
Womarn behold, there is thgon, | am no morehy Sonaccording to my outwardumanity it is
changed into GodSon and is no longer of th&orld, but itlives to God; But seeing thou art to
be yet in theNorld, take John, who is nget changed, to be thyuardian and thou John take
thy Mother, and he presentlpok her tohimself

53. This is thél'ypeof the Christian Church upddarth For we the poo€hildrenof Eve are not
presently wholly canged according to the outwavthn; but we musgalso pass int®eath and
putrify, that theWrathalso in theFleshmay rot andputrify, and theSpirit might rest in the
Deathof Christ till the generaResurrectiorand transmutation of the outwavthn; in which the
Earthof Man shallbetrangormed intoHeaven and the Nrror [or Typ€ of the Wondersshall
appeatherein.



54. Thus heommandedhis Discipleto take care of hiMother. His Motheris theChristian
Church uportarth wherein theChildrenof God are begotten accordingtte Spirit, whom he
should take care for, and guide and lead them, till the nuafliee Humanityout of theFlesh
shall be accomplished, and then 8mritual Body shall arise, and shall be proved in Christ's
Death in his entrance into theénger, where he changed tiAengerinto Love; and theKingdom
with the Sourceof Darknessshall be separated from it.

55. But in thisLife-Time, though theSpirit be changeth the divinePower and theSpirit be
baptized with thé&/irgin's baptism, and puts on thrmageof Christ internallyviz. Venus Body
in theLove; yet Adamis not capable of iill he also enters into therdnsmutation of Christ,
which comes to pass Death[or in theDying to this mortalLife].

56. But in themeanwhile, John, as the teacher of Christ in Christ's steadpnowvgde for the
outwardMotheraccording to the outwandan, and feed and teathe lambs of Christ with
Christ'sSpirit: And it exactly shews us how the outwaddnis not God'Mother; for Christ
separatehimselffrom his outwardMother, andgivesher to John; he has put tre eternal
Mother, viz.the Father of theternalBirth, and therefore they do very ill thdbnourand
worship the outwar®lotherof Christ for God'dMother.

57. The whole true Christendom is Chrisfisther, which bears Christ in her: Arbhn,viz.the
Servants of Christ are hewbses, which take care for tMotherof Christ as John did; he
presently received thdotherof Christ and provided fdner,as he Son and not as hdrord; for
Christ said to himBehold, she is thylother. So should all th®isciples and Bachers of Christ
do, and take care tifie poor Christendom, a®is, with greaHumility towards theviother,
providefor, and cherish her witBiligence and @cumspection, and serve her with discreet
Modesty, @urtesy, andHumility; feed and comfort her with tt&pirit of Christ, not as the
Priest inBabeldo, who ride over her as wealthy, rickomineering Msters, andvill be Lords
over theMother, and only seek bhours, ando fatten their Bellies in[Basure, antive in Strife
and @ntention: These, oneith the other, of whalameor Title soever they be, are not all
Johannitesbutthey are thgoisonfulMercurial Pharisees, in whom thereN®thingbut mere
Anguish Vexation,Pain andTorment, where onBropertydoes continually tormenEnvy, and
hate the other, and hold it out for false; and yet they are all onlyf omeRoot, and have all
only oneWill, except that on€olourdoes not glisteas the other.

58. ForSaturnis not aslupiter, Jupiteris not adviars; Mars, viz.the Fire-Spirit, is not as the
Light of theSun and theSunis not asvenuswith her meeRNaterSource andVenuss not as
Mercurywith his Sound for she is meek anstill, andMercury Soundsand sets up his®e; and
Mercuryalso is not akuna which as a simpl8ody does giveBodyto all the rest for
Manifestation one isfar otherwise than another, and has notPropertyandWill ; and yet they
are inthe Centreof theEssenceviz.in LunaandSaturn in thePropertyof the SoulandBody,

all of them one and the samarap. Thus the partial sectaritdercurialites, andBaal's

Servants, are divided in theBeopertiesthey are the Pharisees whjcklge and condemn Jesus
in his Members.



59. They wrangle and contend only abowt @urch, and yet nonill take care othe poor
forsakenMotherof Christ: They are mad in theWlartial andMercurial contestand are not
Johannitesthey enter not in ChristSpirit at theDoor of Christ into the Sheepfold; they are
Wolves,Lions, am Bears, yeadxesand fearful Fres, who fly from and forsake thMother,
their Rise andriginalis out of Babel| where theyontinually contend, wrangle, grin, and bite
one anothefor the Letter. Every onavill be Lord andMasterover the letter, and transposend
Placeit as he pleases, only for the Honour, Applause, deaksBre of thisVorld: They consider
not that theMotheris aWidow, and that Christ has left and ordairieem that they should be
such @ratesfor her as John.

60. O thou deaWotherof Christendom, let these Wolvese@®'s, and.ions go, andhelter
themselves where they please, regard no longer ghiddgeasts; take tieaJohn, theDisciple of
Christ, who teaches thave andHumility.

61. O thou dear and worttWother, art thou not only one? Why dost thou sufferltfans to
rend and tear thee in pieces? Christ isHlgband all these ar&trangess and Hrelings, unless
they walk in thy filialLove, and humbléhemselves towards tiMother, and provide for her as
Ministers, else they be alWolves, Bears, and tearinigions; though there wemaanyThousands
of them, yebne is not at all better thamother unless he comes forth in theak of John and
takes care o€Christ'sMother, and provides for thBlotherwith Earnestnesm Christ's Spirit:
Which if he has not, he is not then calledCtiristto be aGuardian or @rate to theéviother, but
he is aMercurialite, a Pharisee, such &#rist called theSeedof Serperd, and Generation of
Vipers, who crucify Jesus ms members.

62. And thus th&hilosophemust consider of, and well obser@érist'sMother, whom he
recommended tdohnto take care of: He must likewise bd@hn and knowthat his business is
about theMother, and that hisVork in thisWorld is notwholly heavenly Hewill not so
manifestParadisethat Godwill appear, antée manifestFaceto Facein hisWork: No, he
remains in théVlother, yet he obtainthe Universalin the Mother, for theMotherof Christ
obtained it also, for it wasaid to herThou at the blessed among alVomen

63. So likewise th&hilosophereaches to thBlessing in this Valley oMisery,that he is able to
bless his corrugBody, that is tinctureit and free it fronSicknessewen to the limit of the
highestConstellatioraccording tdSaturn andtherefore let him take heed ob@tousess, for
so he introduces thEurba

64. By theTypeof Johnand theMotherof Christ, he is to know, that thédngdomof God and
theKingdomof thisWorld are two in hisNork, and that God'Kingdomlies shut up in the

Mother, viz.in hisWork, of which he must takedZe; and be Winister thereunto, and not a

Lord of theMother, but an Amsgiver, and not gatherer of Treasure and Wealth, not a covetous
Muck-worm; also none shall attafa it, or unerstand our Maning, thatvill not be aGuardian

of theMother. TheMost High has lal a Bar beforethe foolishUnderstandingthat it isblind, till

it be weary with Seeking; | speak in the Ground nftf.

65. And when Jesus had commendedviagherto John he again turned hi3esireinto the
Motherof thehumanProperty and said| thirst; he thirsted after themembers ohuman



Property anddesiral theSalvationof Mankind, viz.the Healthof his Members, understand of
his Children which should be begotten in him; athe Jews gave hidumanityGall and
Vinegarto drink; and when he tasted it, Wweuld not drink it.

66. Here is again the outwafgpe shewing how it went inwardly: ThdameJesusyiz.the
Love of God which was entered into thieimanity, and had gpousel itself thereunto, did thirst
in theLove-Desireafter the corrupHumanity, and wouldfain Tastethe puréWaterof the
Humanityin itself; but thewrathful Angerof God, which was enkindled in tieimanProperty
gaveitself in with thehumanPropertyto the thirst of thé.ove-Desire And when thd.ove-
Desiretasted of itjt would not drink it, busunk down into it as wholly resigned, or freely
yieldedup, and did unite and very essentially inclitself into theAngerof God as dull and
perfectObedienceand as fully and freelgiven over as a peculi&@opriety thereinto.

67. This was now thElagratof theWrath, that theLove should so come into ityvhereupon the
Earthtrembled, and the &tks clave sunder; for so thdeathwasdismayed at theife: And
here the awakenalfraths Propertydid separatéselfinto theCentre viz.into thefirst
Principlg into theFire-Root and now fronthe Centrethere proceeded forth tldungerto the
New-Birth in thehumanProperty of theHungerunto Deathwas made &lungerto Life; for the
Lovetinctured theAnger, that theFire-Desireto the darimpressiorbecame ®esireof Life.

68. Understand it here right; God the Father, who gave hidHézatinto theHumanityto help
Mankind, did now thirst after thelumanity, viz. after hisHeartor Word of Power and the Deity
in theHumanity, viz. the Heartof the Father, didhirst after the Father; and theve or the
Essencef theLight did thirst aftethe Fire's EssenceFor theFire's, orSouls Essencen Adam
was departed out difie Love-Essentiality(wherein theParadisalid consist) into &elfishness,
andwas become disobedient to God; and thereupo&skenceLife, andBeingof theLight
andLovedied in its Gowing, that is, it withered as to thegetativelife, or heavenlyGrowth,
Blooming, and 8nse of the paradisic8burce andawaked and arose to tharthlyWorld.

69. Here the Father brought t8eul which was entered into hWrath, and hadnanifested
itself in his Anger, again into theé.ove, viz.into the disappearguhradisicalmage And here the
darkWorld was dismayed iDeaths Flagratat theFire-Flagrat which arose up ihovein the
Deathas aJoyful Flagrat which Joy-Flagratentered into the deadoBies of those who had hope
in Israel (who did hopapon the Messiah) asSoundof the Powerof God, and awakened them
from Death

70. ThisFlagratrent in twain the ¥il in the Templeyiz.the Veil of Moses,

which hung before the clear Face of God, so et could not see God, dn

therdore he must serve him with an Offering, and Type of this finet@very, inwhich God
did manifesthimselfagain in theHumanity This Flagratbroke the Typén the Offerings and
Sacrifices, andnanifestedhe clear Ece of God, and unitatie humanTime with Eternity.

71. All whatever the Jews did outwardly to Christ, the same Wgp@of theinward,viz. how it
went between God and thiumanity, viz. between thé&ternityandTime: The Jews gave Jesus
Gall andVinegarin his Thirst, both theePropertiesare aMercuryin the Sulphurof Saturn viz.



in thelmpressionthis iseven thelype and full Rsemblance of th8ouls Property as it is in
itself alone void of the othdrove-Properties

72. God gave thiBropertyof theSoulagain into hid.ove, theDeathinto theLife, the
disappearetiove-Essencéwhich theWord of God had assumed iself in the Essencend
Seedof Mary, and quickened toife) into theAngers Property into theSouls Essencgviz. into
the Centreof theFire and darkNorld; whereupon th&outlike Fire and darkWorld became an
exceeding triumphanoyful paradisicalife: And here the&ChampionupbraidedDeathandHell,
viz.the darkWorld in theSoul, and sal, Death where is thy stingnow inMan?

before him, and a very rigltarnestnesis requisite to rend theed in twain, that he may be
able to see thedee ofNature otherwise he is not fittefor it.

74. And as it went in thElumanityof Christ, betwixt God'tove andAnger, and
both were trarfermed into one; so likewise it is in W ork of Nature the
poisonfulMercuryin the Sulphurof Mars andSaturngives itsLunar Menstruum
viz.the greatedPoisonof the darkSourceinto Venuss Property whenVenus
thirsts after thé-ire of Love, thenMercurygives hisPoisoninto the Thirst of
Venus andVenuss thirst givestself wholly to thePoison asif it died; it

wholly yields up its desiringiife, whereupon arises the gr&mdrknessn the
philosophicWork: For theMateriabecomes as black as awen, forVenushas
resigned itd.ife, from whence the Glance [or Splendoarises, as it is to be
seen by Christ, that tigunlost itsLight, and there was a grdaarkness
contrary to the commondirse ofNature

75. For when the inwar8ungave initself unto theAnger, viz.into theDarkness

of God; then the outwar8un which receives itPowerandLustrefrom the inwardas aGlass
or Resanblance of thenward, could not shine; for iRootfrom whencat shines was entered
into theDarknessn thePlaceof thisWorld, and would turrihe Darknessn the Curseof God
into Light, viz.it would make thd’laceof thisWorld againParadise

76. Thus likewise th&unof the outwardNorld, which is aFigureof the inward
all-essentiaBun must stand still with itSplendouiin theDarknessfrom the

sixth Hourunto the ninth, which is even tiiéme of Adanis Seep when he entered

with theDesireinto theCentreof the eternaNature viz.into theBirth, where

theLove andAngerPartthemselves into tw€entres, and would prove the cold ahdtFire,
which took him, and di¢?owefully work in him.

77. WhenAdamwas in thdmageof God, and was neithdtan nor Woman butboth; hestood
forty Days in Paradisavithout wavering, and when he fell he stood everit@l thirdDay, viz.
forty Hours in the &ep, even till God did make or build tidéomanout of him. Thus Israel
must be tempted fortpays on Mount Sinai, whethahey would live in the Obediencé God
under theNondersandmighty acts; andvhen it could not be, @&l gave them the Law of his
Covenant as a Mtor of thatwhich was prornsed in the Covenanthereforethe Temptationof
theBodywas upon them forty &ass, that theBody must eaMannato try whetheMan could be
remedied: And when thBody [or outwardPersoih could not stand, then Joshua brought them
through theNaterwith the Covenandf theType where Israel must serve witla&ifices in the
Covenanin theTypeof the final Accomplishment, till th&ime of Restitution came in: And
then thevaliantChampionin Battle stood fortyDays in theWildernessn the Temptationand
stood out the first fial of Adamin Paradiseand the threélours of Darknesn theCrossare
the threeHours of Temptationof Christ, when th®evil temptechim: And again the fortyHours
of Christ in theGraveare the fortyDays of Adamin Paradiseand the fortyDays of Moses upon

Word stood still now in thddumanProperty andthe newbornEssentialitywhich was dead in

shewed them his assumiddmanity, and that he had in no wise wholly puoff.

24. Even so let thArtist understand us, that in the philosopWork the first

Matter does not wholly pass away or vanish, but it enters infoghthof the

Life of its wrathful Property and dies in th€urseof God, but rises again in

its Former Being which it hal before the&Curseof God: TheCurseonly is

destroyed therein, and the fitsfe does again rise up therein, and therefore it

30. The Pocess is very short in both, and it is only of &nepertywhich is

thus: TheTreg understand thkife, is divided into seveRorns; now he Curseof
God is come into the sevéorns, so that they are tBtrife andEnmity, and one
Formannoys the other, and can never agree unless they all seven erDexattfo
and die to th&el-Will. Now this cannot be, unlesPaathcomes into them,
which breaks all theiwill, and be @&eathto them; as the deity in Christ was a
Deathto thehumanSelfhood, and the sevdforns in thehumanLife; thus it is
here also: ThumanWill was changed in Christ into the eterBah viz.into
theResignatio in God; so must all thEorms in the philosophi®Vork be changed
into one,viz.into Sot Seven must become one, and yet remain in seven, but in
oneDesire where eaclrormdesireghe other inLove, and then there is no more
anyStrife and ©ntest.



31. Therefore let thArtist but consider how he may giieathto theDeathwith
the pureLife, and how he may awaken the dead and disappedesdvhich is
heavenly and lies hidden and captivated in Gwrse so that it may again
receive tharire-Sout and if he does but bring it so far\itorks ofitself.

Diseass in thehumanBodyinto oneWill [into unity]; so that the raging and
raving,viz.the severirorns ofLife in their Enmity become unanimous; and then
theHungerof theDiseaseceases, and thH&ocess to thé&niversalis as has been
aready mentioned. It is not mytention to mentiom clear [2claration thereof;

it is clea enough; he thawill not seekhereby a newlanborn in God, and applyimself
diligently thereto, let him naneddle with my writings.

37. Ihave ot written anything for such ae8ker, and also he shall not be able

to apprehend our Baning fundamentally, though he strives never so much abaatags he

ThingandCreaturen its Generation [or kind]: Tis is theManifestationof the
divine Wisdomin the expresse@ord of Love andAnger.

2. There is not anything but it has 8sulin it according to it$roperty and

theSoulis a Kernel to anotheBody. Whatever lives and grows has 8sedn it;

God hasomprehended allhingsin hisWord, and spoken them forth intd=@rm, asthe Will
hadFormeditself in theDesire the expressed/ordis a Ratform of

the speaking, and has again the speaking in it; this same speakBegd@
anotherdmageaccording to the first, for botlvork, viz.the speaking, and the

spoken Word].

3. The speakingiorks initself, viz.in theEternity, and the spoken alsoiiself, viz.in theTime;
the speaking is thilaster and the spoken is thiestrument the speaking makes thatureof



Eternity, and the spoken makes tRatureof Time; each makes in itsd@nprehension two
Propertiesviz. Light andDarknesswherein theElementof all Beings cansists, which in the
expressedVord operatestself into four Elemens, but in the speaking/ord there is but one:
TheElementin itself is neither hot nor cold, also neither dry nor moist; but itlislzet, viz. a
desiringWill, wherein the divin&isdommakes the differenand variousColours; all
according to th®esirés Property in whichthereis neithelNumber notEnd But in the four
Elemensthere is Number anind for with the expressing (in that they are becaakifull)
they have taken Beginning and havdormed themselves inta model or Ritform of aTime,
whichrunneth as a wateWork; it forms, frames, and destroys.

4. This WatchWork consists of seveRorns, orPropertiegas is beforenentioned), which
make in themselves a threef@girit, viz. a vegetativesensitive, and rational: The vegetative
consists in the fouElemens; thesensitive in the sevefornms of Nature and theReasoing
Powerin the Constellationbut the Uhderstanding proceeds only from God, for it rises out of
the eternaNature all Life whatever, which has its limit in the expres$&drd, consists irSal,
Sulphur andMercury; for therein consist the sev@mnopertieof everyLife of thisWorld; and
also theSpirit of Vegetation, 8nsation, aniReason

5. Sulphuris theMotherof all Spirituality andCorporality, Mercury Manages the
Dominiontherein; andsalis theHouseof its Habitation, whichMercuryitself

makes inSulphur Reasorarises irthe Oil of the Sulphur whereinto the

Constellatiorgives itsDesire viz. the Essenc®f its Property from whence

immediately the Senses antolughts arise; but tHénderstandingroceeds from th®il of the
Elementviz.in the freeLubetin the speakind/ercury.

6. Now then, seeing it is very necessary for us @oldrenof Eve to know from

whence thdiseaseandEnmity of ourLife arise, and what that is in us which

makes us our own Enemies)d vex, perplex, angagueus in ourselves; much monecessary
it is to know theCure whereby we magureourselves in ougelf-hood,and bring ourseks
into the Limit of Rest.

7. This wewill delineate and declarié there be any one that ha$/nd to

enter upon it, and truly prove and try it; andwi# set forth from whenceguvil
and God ariseoriginally, and how they ares and give ©casion to the
understandingearcher to seek: And weill shew how thé&Vill to Evil and Gbod
arises, and how tHevil is theDeathof the Good, and on the contrary thedd
the Deathof theEvil.

of theConstellationin its own peculiaBirth into severPropertiesand out of
the severPropertiesnto four Elemens.

19. ThisConstellations a Chaoswherein allThingslie, but hidden; and it is
the firstBody, butSpiritual; and the sevenfoM/heelis the first Explication

[or Working forth] of theChaos and makes the secoBddy, viz.the Reasonthe
secondmnanifestghe first, and it is also &piritual Body; the thirdBodyis
Elementary, a @binet of both the first, and is a visible tangiBlzdy.

20. The firstBody, viz.the Chaos or the firstConstellation seeing it isSpiritual, is theword
expressed out of éheternal @Gnception; the same has agamspeaking intself, which is the
Mercurial Wheelin the Sulphurwith the severrorms, which speaks forth again frateelf the
four Elemens.



21. Thus the one proceeds forth from the other; the first befo@hthess the

Lubetof Eternityin the Abyss which takes intself aWill to its ownManifestation this is all
God; and th&Vill conceives intself a Desirein theLubet this is he Chaos or first Astrum
wherein consists the eterdature which with theDesireto Natureintroducestself into seven
Forns, as idefore mentioned, and seanifesteshe Chaosviz.the eternal hiddewisdomof
God; and with th@®esirein the Mercurial Wheelthe Elements Formed, Beinga Spiritual Body
of theMercurial Life.

38. The Deity isvholly everywhere all in all; but he is only called God according
to theLight of Love, and according to the proceedi@pgirit of Joy, but according

to the dardmpressiorhe is called God'Angerand the darkVorld; and according
to the eternaFire-Spirit he is called a consumirigre.

39. We give you only to understand ®Beingof all Beings, whoseOriginalin
itself is only one eterndtssencgbut with its ownManifestationit comes into
manyBeings, to its owrHonourandGlory; and now wewill shewyou what the
Creaturés Life andDominionis in this altessentiaBeing

40. Now therefore understand us right what we mean by theseMarels, Sulphur Mercury,
andSal In theEternityall is Spirit; but when God moveldimselfwith the eternaNature
wherein his owrManifestationconsists, he produced out of tBpiritual Essence palpable and
manifestEssenceand introduced it into a

creaturelyBeingaccording to the eternBropertieswhich also consists of
SpiritandEssencgaccording to the ight [or Law] of Eternity.

41. And now Iwill speak of the outwarndingdom, viz. of the thirdPrincipleor Beginning for in
thisWorld there is alsd.ight andDarknessn each other as in

the Eternity. God has given thig/orld a Sun as aNaturegod ofthe outward

Powes, but he rules therein &srd; the outward Kingdon is only his prepared

Work, which he rules and makes twithe Assimulate, as Blastermakes hidVork

with anInstrument

42.Sulphuris in the outwardVorld, viz.in theMysteryof the great God's
Manifestation the firstMotherof theCreaturs; for it arises out dDarkness
Fire, andLight; it is on onePart according to the darknpression astringent,
bitter, and anxious; and on the otlRart towards the Deity, as@imilitude of
the Deity, it isFire, Light, andWater, which in theFire separategself into

two Forns, viz. according to théortification into Water, and according to the
Life into Qil, in which the trud.ife of all theCreaturs of the outwardVorld
consists.



43.Mercuryis theWheelof Motion in theSulphur he is on on@artaccording to

the dark Impression the stinging Rager, and the great Unquietness, and separates
itself also in theFire in its Mother, viz.in the Sulphuy into twoProperties

46. ThisSalniteris theMotherof all Sals in Vegetables andmmals,viz.in
Herbs andTreesand everything; he is in allhings which give alasteand Smell
the firstRootaccording to eaciihings Property in the God (whichgrow in the
Love-Desirein theQil of Brimstong he is goodpoweiful, and pleasant; and in
the Evil he isevil in theAnguishof Brimstone and in theDarknesde is the
eternal Horror and 8spair, continually desiring in thidagratto aspire above
the Gates in thd-ire, from whence arises ttWill of all Devils, and of all

Pride to ascend above thitumility of theLove-Desire and in therireis the

trial of hisEssencgas we see how he clashes and consinneselfin theFlash
as a sudden thought.

47. For itsEssencarises not in th&ssencef Eternity, also it cannot inherit
it, but in theEnkindlingof the temporaFire, yet it is perceived in the eternal
Spirit by Reasorof the Hevation of theJoy, but according to thEssencef
Mortification, viz.according to th&altof theFireit subsists in th&ire: For

in theFlagratof Death according to th@ropertyof the old, sinks down in the
Mortification of theFlagratas an Impotency, and givesaight; and according to
the Subtility it givesWater, and according to therossnessf the Austereness
Earth and according tSulphurandMercury, SandandStones and accordingo

not as theiir, but as a moving of th&/ill in theBody, a cause ofife in

theEssencgfor as the etern@pirit of God proceeds from the Father, who is a

Spirit from theFire andLight, and is theviotion andLife of the Eternity, so

likewise theAir proceeds forth continually out of all tReopertiesn the

SalnitralFlagratin theFire, from theAnguishin Sulphurin the forcingMercurial Wheel as an
impetuous aspiriniylotion; it is a Sorof all thePropertiesand also théife of the same; the
Fire of all theForms affords itand also receives it again for itde; theWateris its Body,
wherein it makeshe Sething in théSalniter and theEarthis its Power wherein it enkindles its
StrengthandFire-Soul

51. There is but one onklement and that unfoldgself in the SalnitralFlagratinto four Rarts,
viz.with the Enkindlingt gives a consumingire of theDarknessand itsEssencgand in the
Flagratof theDying of the cold and th®arknesst partsitself into Essencs, viz. accading to
the Subtility into Water, and according to th@rossnessto Earth and then according to the
Motion in the Flagrats Walming into Air, which does most resemble tBeement but notwholly



essentially; for the [onéflementis neither hot nor cold, also nimrcing or compulsive, but
gently moving.

Of theDesireof the Properties
52. EveryPropertykeeps its owrDesire for aPropertyis Nothingelse but an
Hunger and theHungerformsitself into such arEssenceasitselfis, and in the
SalnitralSudeit gives such &pirit into the fourElemens; for theOriginal of
the Sudeis in theElement from whence fouElemens proceed in thig-lagrat

53. EachBody stands in the inwarilotion in theElement and in the Gwth
andLife in the fourElemens; but everyCreaturehas not the trukife of the
Element but only the higiSpirits, asAngels andSouk of Men, which stand in the

54. Now everyPropertyof Naturedoes in itdHungertake itsFoodout of the four
Elemens; as theHungeris, so it takes &ropertyout of theElemens; for the
four Elemens are theBody of thePropertiesand eaclspirit eats of its own
Body.

55. First, there are tigulphurearPropertiesaccording to the first and second
Impressionviz.according to the dark, astringent, and anxioysressionand
then according to thieove-Impressiorin theLight, viz. according tcEvil and
Good.

56. The darlHungerdesires Essenceccording to itdroperty viz. earthly

Things all whatever resembles tEarth and the bitteHungerdesires bitter
Raging,Stingng, andPain it receives intatself such arEssencéas the
PoisonSource out of theElemens. And theHungerof Anguishdesires anxious
Hunger viz.the Anguishin the Brimstone also the Mlancholy [takes] th®esire
to die, and continual&lness; and thére-Flashreceives into iAnger,

Aspiring, Ambition, Pride a desiring to destroy all, and make it subject to it, a
Desireto domineer in and above all, to consume all, and to be peculiar; and it
takes theBitternesdrom whence thé&lasharises to |Bvy andHatred, and the
Astringencyto Covetousness, and tiére to Angerand hdignation.

57. Here is the truBesireof God'sAngerand allDevils, and of all whatever is
against God antove; and thisHungerdraws such akssencento Self, as it is to
be known and searched out in teeaturs, and also in thelerbs.

58. Now theFire-Flashis theEndof the firstDesire viz. of thedarkNature and in theFirethe
Dying of the firstHungerandWill begins; forthe Fire consumes alGrossnessf the firstForms,
and casts them intoeath andhere is the §paration of botWill s, viz.the one which enters
back again intdhe Propertyof Death and is aVill in theLife of the darkDesire as theDevils
have done, who would domineer in fhiee-Flashin the SalnitralSudeover Time andEternity;



but they were driven back by tispirit of God, and spewed forth oot theLove-Desireas an
Abomination And thus also it happens here to the wickedlof Man, upon which the Ection
follows. Here $ the [Am] or scope of th&lection of Gace, of which the Scripture speaks, that
God knows his; and here teeernalLubetof God'sLiberty apprehends the/ill -Spirit, which is
arisen in thalark Centre and brings it through theyiihg in theFire into the Element

59. In theSalnitralFlagratlies thePossibilitybackwards and forwards; if the

Will of theDesiregoes back, then it is as to tkengdomof thisWorld [earthly}, and as to the
Kingdomof the eternaWorld it is in God'sAnger, andcannot see God unless it t@nverted,

and enters into theyiing in theFire, andwholly dies to itsSelfness, and enters into the
Resignatiorof the eternaWill in the SalnitralFlagratinto theElement viz.into theheavenly
EssentialityandCorporality, so that thédungermay eat of the purElement and then it has
further no otheDesire for it is in theFire dead to the austere ddtlkinger which isEvil; thus
from the Dying in theFire arises thé.ight, for here the.iberty is enkindled, that it becomes also
anHunger and aDesire this is now d_ove-Desire aLove-Hunger

60. In the outwardVorld it is theLight of theSunin the fourElemens; and it

is the bestiaLove-Desire viz. after theSulphurearBody andEssencgfrom
whence the Copulation anduMiplication ariseyiz.the vegetativé.ife; and from
theMercuryin the Salniter(in which the sensiblkife is) therein théAstrum
gives theReasorin the Animals from thePropertieof the Salniter

61. For the whol@strumis Nothingelse but é&alniterin theVerbum Fiatin the
Motion of theBeingof all Beings in the fieryFlagrat comprehended in the
Propertieof the Salts, wherein all th&owes of theElementstand as an
externalBirth, which continually boiin the fourElemens as aSalnitral

Salt, and introduce thelPropertyin their Desirein the fourElemensinto the
Essencef Bodies, as is to be seenTinees Herbs, Gass, and all growing
Things

62. Thus understand us farther concerning the se€entte which ismanifestin
the Dying of theFirein theLight, whereby theAbyssof God'sLiberty introduces
itself into theByssof Nature both with the inwardVorld in theKingdom of
Heavenin theEternity, and then also with the outwalkihgdomin the Time.

63. Now all this has also thi&ropertieof theDesire and takes it®riginal

from the firstPrinciple viz.from the firstCentre and there is yet no right

Dying in theFire, the darkEssencenly dies, and th@Vill -Spirit goes forth with
the eternaWill to Natureagain out of the fierfpeathin theLight; it is only a

65. Now the sixtiFormof Natureis the expresse8piritual Word; and the speaking
Wordtherein is the etern&Vord: In the firstimpressionn theDarknesst is

theWord of God'sAnger, and in the outwar@Vorld it is thepoisonfulMercury,

viz.a cause of alLife and Stirring, of all Tones and8nds; now everProperty

eats of itd.ikenessn its Degree; thdHungerof Time [eats] of Time, and the

Hungerof Eternity[eats] ofEternity, both theSpirit of Mercuryand theSpirit

of Sulphur whereas yet there are not twgpjrits] but only twoPropertiesall

whatever does only take i®riginalin onePrinciple as theCreaturs of the

outwardWorld, they haveonly one Region, but a twofold Inclination from thedsl

andEvil; but whatever takes if@riginal out of twoPrinciples, asMan, he has also a twofold

67. Thus also the outwaRbdy is in theCurse and eats of theursel EartHs
Property viz. only of theearthlySalniter where ondHungerof theearthly
Propertiecontinually opposes another; for tBerseis a loathsome Abominate
all Salts, and from thence it comes that a constant contrariety arises in the
outwardBody; for oneHungerof thePropertiegeceives [or catches] from the
other the AbominateNow to help theBodythat it may be freed from the
Abominate, it must take the Assimulate of the lothing Abominakgch is risen in
theBodyas aSudeor Sethng, and introduce it into theyihg of theFire, and
bring it out in theLove-Desirefrom theCurseof the Vanity; now this is no
otherwise effected, but as the tiuée dies to the dark vanity.

that thespiritual Mercury may arise irdupiters Property understand, th€ure
must first die to itsSicknessn all the fourElemens; it must be introduced
into the Rutrefaction of all the fouElemens; in theFireit dies to its
Earthiness, and in theWRrefaction to th&Vatefs EartHiness, and in thair's
Putrefaction to théAbominateandEartHiness of théAir; and then it must be
brought intoVenus and fromVenusinto Jupiter, and then th&unwill arise in
theLove-Desire and with this thébominatein theBody may be resisted.

70. All otherCures which are admistered raw and undigestéas when one

takes cold, andiill resistHeat and so likewiséleatto resist cold), are only

72. EveryAbominateof the oilyLife arises from the inwarlflercuryin the
inward Sulphur for Sinalso does hence take @siginal, that thepoisonful
Mercury (which is a cause of tHafe) does in thd-ire-Flashin the Original of
the Salniter in retiring backwards, introductself again intoSelf-hood, for
even there is th@riginal of thePoisonLife.



73. EveryLife whichwill be without $ot, must die in thaVill -Spirit to Naturein theFire of the
Abominateto the firstimpressiorof theWrath and musgive itself forth, in theWill -Spirit to
Nature as a resigneill through theMortification in theLight of Love: Let it be either
heavenlyor earthlyit musthold that proces®r else it comes not to the highest Perfection in its
Degree;for Man could not be helped unless theve-Centreof the Love-Desiredid enteragain
into theHumanity, and bring forth the owhife, viz.the humanSelf, through theMortification

into itself: This is an exactypeor Resemblance, thathatsoevewill be freed from the
Abominate viz. from theCurse the same mustlie to the fouElemensin the Abominate and
bring forth its Begree through thilortification of theFirein theLight.

74. Thus likewise is th8alnitralSudein theEarth from whence Mtals, good
Herbs andTreesgrow; eachPropertyis desirous of the gsimulate; and if it can
reach the Asimulate irSulphur andMercuryin theLove, then it brings forth
itself higher than it is in it®egree as the eterndliberty with its Lubet
introduces the eterndlaturethrough theMortification into Desire and thereby
bringsitself forth higher,viz.in Powerand Majesty; the like is to be
considered in allhings for all Thingsarise out of one onlBeing the same is
aMysteryof all Beings, and aManifestationof the Abyssin Byss

75. All Thingsare generated out of the gravgstery, and proceed out of one
Degreeinto another: Now whatever goes forwards irDegree the same receives
no Abominate let it be either in Vegetables oninals; but whatever enters in
itself into its Selfhood,viz. into its ownLubet, the same receives, in passing
through the @grees, thébominate for eachFormof Natureout ofthe

76. But if theWill enters back again into tig#rth of the othePropertiesthen

it receives the Lust, and thaukt makes aklunger and theHungerreceives
strangeEssencento itself; Here now is thé\bominateand Turbaborn; for this

Will is entered contrary to the courseNzftureinto a strang&ssencewhich is

not of itsProperty; this strang&ssencelomineers now in the strangéll, and

overcomes th&Vill ; now theWill must either cast it oubr else itwill itself be cast out by the
strangeEssenceand seeing this also cannot thesreupon arise&ngerandEnmity.

77. For thePropertiesun to theirCentreof the firstimpressionand seek the
StrengthandMight of theFire, from whence arises tli¢eatand Mld in theBody,
and they are in one another asehies, whereby the firsMotheris stirred up in
her mostvrathful Malice andMalignity according to the austeh@pressionand
then begins the Contest for ther@@uest, and th&ropertywhich maintains and
keeps itPowerand prevalence, casts the other iDeaths Property viz. into

the Devoration, into thédouseof Misery.

Chapter XV.



Concerning thaVill of the greaMysteryin Good andevil, Shewing from whence a Good and
Evil Will arises, and how one introduciselfinto the other

1. EveryPropertytakes itOriginal from the first,viz. from the firstimpressioror Desireto
Nature viz.out of the grand/ystery, and brings fortlitself out ofitself, as theAir proceeds out
of theFire, and all whateveproceeds forward in on&ill is uncontrollable, for it givetself to
no Property it dwells even from the firgDriginal only initself, and goes forth ioneWill ; and
this is the tru&Vay of Eternity, wherein there is no&ruptibility if a Thingremains in its own
peculiarProperty for the greaMysteryis from Eternity. Now if theFormof the same proceeds
forth, andmanifestgtself out ofitself, then thiscFormstands with th&ootin theMystery of
Eternity, but if theFormbringsitself forth into anothet.ust, so that twdPropertiesmust dwell in
one, then from thence arises tremity andAbominate for there has been froEternityonly
the ore Elementin Motion, and the fred.ubetof Eternity, which proceeded forth with ifglotion
from the greaMysteryof Eternityas aSpirit, which Spiritis God's.

2. But when the gredflysterydid once movétself, and introduced the frdaibet
into theDesireof theEssencethen in theDesirethe Strife began; for there
arose in théesireout of theElement which bears only one/ill, four Elemens,
viz. manifolddesiresandWill s, which rule in one onlgody, where now there is
Contrariety andstrife; asHeatagainst ©Id, Fire againstWater, Air against
Earth each is th®eathand destruction of the other; so that @reaturevhich
stands in thi©ominionis Nothingelse but a continual ying and &Strife; it is
anEnmityand contraryVill in itself, and cannot be remedied unless it enters
again into on&Vill, which also canndie brought to pass, unless theliplicity
of theWill s be destroyed, and wholly die to hesire from whence the four
Elemens arise; so that th&/ill does again become that which it was from
Eternity. Herein weMen do know what we are in tH2ominion of the fourElemens, Nothing
else but &trifeand a ontrary Will , aSelf-envying,a Desireof

the Abominate alLust of Death

3. For theLustwhich arises out of thBesiremust die; if thewill (which
proceeded out of the gradiysteryof Eternity, which theSpirit of God breathed
into thelmageof Man, viz.into theLikenes$ will be freed from thé&bominate
and contraryVill, then theDesireof the fourElemens must die, and thevill

must enter again into the one olliement it must again receive thadht of
Eternity, and act and go forth in olidement in Manneralso as God created him,
whom hehimselfhas opposed, and broudhimselfinto theDominion of the four
Elemens, in which he has inheritddeath and also th&trife in the Fornms of

Life, from whence arises h&cknessLoathing, andEnmity. For all whatever
lives in God'aWill, that is not risen in th&eltWill, or if it berisentherein, it is again dead to
the own [orselfish] Desire

4. EveryWill which enters into itSelf-hood, and seeks thedind of itsLife's

Form, the samdreakstself off from the greaMystery, and enters into self-fulnessjt will be
its own [or of its owrselfish durisdiction], and so it isontrary to the firsMystery, for the same
is alone all: And thi€hild is accountedtvil, for it strives in Dsobedienceagainst its own



Motherwhich hasbrought it forth; but if theChild does again introduce Will andDesireinto
that, from whence it is generated and risgginally, then it is wholly one witlthe same, and
cannot be annoyed by anything; for it enters intoNbthing viz.into theEssencgfrom whence
it proceeded.

5. Thus, OMan! understand what thou art to do; behttigselfin thyself what

thou art, whether or no thou standest inRiesgnationof thy Mother (out of

which thou wert generated and created inBhaginning, whether thou art inclined

with the sam@&ill ; if not, then know that thou art a rebellious, stubborn,
disobedienChild, and hast madiyself thine own Bemy, in thathou art entered

into Self-DesireandWill , and hast madiyselfthy ownselfful possession, so

that thou canst not dwell in the fifgkother, but inthyself For thyWill is

entered int&el-hood; and all that does vepague and annoy thee, is ontlry
Selthood; thou makegshyselfthy ownEnemy and bringesthyselfinto Seltdestructioror
Death

6. Now if thou wilt get again out d@eath then thou must wholly forsake thy own
SeltDesire which has introduceitiself into strange€essenceand become iBelthood,and the
Self-Desire as a\othing so that thou dost no longerll or

desireto thyself but wholly and fully introduce thipesireagain with theResignatiorinto the
eternalyviz.into God'sWill, that the sam&/ill may be thywill andDesire

7. Without this there islothingbut Misery andDeath a continuaDying and
perishing; for hence arises tRéctionof Grace If the humanWill (which is
departed out of the unity &ternity, and entered into self-fulnessyiz.into

a Selfish Lust andDesirg does again breatself off from Selthood, and enter
into theMortification of Sel+Will, and introduce it®esireagain only into the
first Mother, then the firsMotherdoes again choose it to be @kild, and

makes it again one with the onlyill of Eternity. But that Will or Persohwhich
continues irSel-hoad, he continues in the eternayibg, viz.in an eternal
selfish Enmity; and this also is only callegin, because that it is &nmity
against God, ithat theCreaturewill be at itsselt-ful Command and @/ernment.

8. Thus in itsSelfhood,viz.in aDominionfull of ContentionandStrife, it

cannot eithewill or do anything that is good; and as it does impose, awaken, and
powerfully stir up to itsSelf nothingelse but the Bing andDeath so likewise

it can doNothingelse to its FelloaMemters; for hence also arises thalgehood

[or Lyes], that theCreaturedenies the Wion with [or in] theWill of God, and

sets hisSelf-hood in thePlace sothat it goes forth from the fity into desires
andSelf-Lusts If it did but truly know that alBeings were itdVlothers, which

brought it forth, and did not hold tiMothers Substancéor its own, but for

common, then th€ovetousnesgnvy, Strife, and contraryVill andEnmity would

not arise; from which thAnger, viz. theFire of Destruction does arise.

9. All Sins arise fronelf, for theSel-hood forcestself with the Desireinto
its seltfulness; it make#self CovetousnesandEnvy;, it draws in its own



DesirestrangeEssencento itself, and makes thed3sessor of the strangssence
also an Bemy againsitself, so thatSinis wrought withSin, Vileness with
Vileness, and all run confusedly in and among one another, as Abognénatian
before the eterndother.

10. In likeManneralso we are to consider of the regeneVdik, which goes out

of its Selfishness o6elf-hood again into thResignationthe same becomes also
anEnemyand anAbominateto Selfhood; asSicknesss anEnemyto health, and othe
contrary, health akBnemyto SicknessThus the resigned/ill, and also the

SeltWill are a continuaEnmity, and an incessantstang war and combat.

11.Sel+Will seeks only what serves to 8gl-hood; and the resignadlill is

not at all careful, but brings if8esireonly into its eternaMother, that it

Might be one with her: Rvill be aNothing that theMothermight be alone all in
it. Sel+-Will says to the resignadfill, Thou art foolish, in that thou givest
thyselfto Death and yetMightest well live gloriously in me; but the resigned
Will says, Thou art mpbomination Pain andEnmity, and bringest me out of
Eternityinto aTime only into perplexity and misery; thd@lagust me a while,
and then thou givest mBodyto theEarth and theSoulto Hell.

12. True reaResignations theMortification of the Abominateagainst God; he
that wholly forsakes hiSel-hood, and givekimselfup withMind andDesire
Senses antVill, into God'sMercy, into theDying of Jesus Christ, he is dead to
theearthlyWorld with theWill, and is a twofoldMan; where theAbominateWorks
only initself to Death bu the resignedVill lives in Christ'®Death and rises

up continually in Christ'®esurrectionn God: And though th&elfDesireSing
which indeed can dilothingelse butSin, yet the resignewill lives not inSin,

for it is mortified to theDesireof Sin, and lives through Christ in God in the
Land of he Living; butSelf-hood lives in the andof Death viz.in the
continualDying, in the continuaEnmity against God.

13. TheearthlyManis theCurseof God, and is adbominatebefore God's
Holiness; he can ddothingelse but seek hiSelthood, for he is in thgV/rath of

God: And though he does somkingthat is good, yet he does it not from his own
SeltWill, but theWill resigned in God compels him that he must do whab it
would notwillingly do: And now if he does it, he does it adrstrumentof the
resignedwill, not from his owrDesire but from God'&ill, which guides the
resignedWill in theDesireas aninstrument

14. Therefore now whoev#Vill see th&kingdomof God, and attain thereunto, he
must educe [or bring forth] hiBoulout of Sel-hood, out of thearthlyDesire

as thePhysicianbrings forth theCureof the Diseasdrom thepainful
[tormenting]Desire and introduces it into laove-Desire and then th€urealso
brings forth theSicknessn theBody out of thepainful Desire andsets it into
aLove-Desire Sicknesdecomes the Servant of thkyBic; and so likewise the
evil earthlyWill, when theSouls Will is cured, is the resign&flill's Servant



15. Theelemenal and sideriaMan must only be thénstrumentwherewithMan's

Soullabours in the resignédill ; for thereto God has also created it; but the

Soulhas made and sep itself in Adamfor Lord andMaster and is entered into higiBon, and
givenits Will thereinto; but if itwill be a&nowledgel for God'sChild, thenit mustagain die to
the same, and be wholly mortified to #arthlySelthood andesirein God'sWill in Christ's
Death and be wholly regenerated anew in GMiI, anddeprive theearthlyWill in Sel-hood
of its Power and rule over it, and guideiit Subjection andCommang as aMasterdoes his
Instrument and therSelf-hoodloses thé?owerand Revalence, and theust of Selfhood arises
as a continudbnging; Selthood does then continually long after #ams of its ownLife, viz.
afterSelf-Glory, and afteearthlyAbundance, also aft&nvyandAnger, whetherit may be able
to attain that Aundarce; and also after the cunningdsof Falsehood: These are the vikdrns
of theearthlySelf-hood.

16. But the resignedill does as a potefthampioncontinually bruise the ead of
this Serpentand saysThou art arisen from thBevil, and God'Anger, | will

have none of thee, thamt an Abominationbefore GodAnd though the resigned
Will is somémes captivated with falskust, when itoverwhelms and ovpowers it
with theDevil's Desireand hsinuation of itdmagination yet the resignewill
doesforthwith cry to theWord of God, that God'8Vill does again bring @ut of the
Abominationof Death

17. The resignewill has no Rstherein this ttage, but must always be in
Combat, for it is lodged in a fald$¢ouse It is indeed intself in God'sHand

but, withoutitself it is in the Jaws andhFoat of theAbyssof God'sAngerin
theKingdomof Devils, which continually pass up and down with it, &esireto
try and tempt th&oul viz.the Centre

18. In likeManneralso the goodngels stand by him in the resign®dill, viz.in
the divineDesire and defend him from th@oisonfullmaginationof the Devil;
they keep off the fiery Brts of the wicked one, as St. Peter says.

19. For all doVork andDesirein Man, God'sLove andAnger. He stands while he is

in this Tabernacle in thedge either to go out or in: Both eterfainciples are

stirring in him; to which th&ouls Will givesitself, of that it is receivedand thereto it is chosen,;
he is drawn of both, and if tiWill of theSoulremains

in Self-hood, then he is ithe Handof God'sAnger.

20. But if he departs out of h&elfhood, and forsakes his owraBnation, and

continually casthimselfonly into God'sMercy, viz.into the Siffering andDeath

of Christ, and into hiResurrectiorand Restoration, anavill s Nothingof himself but what God
will s inhim, and by him, then the/ill is dead to th&ife andDesireof God'sAnger, for it has
no ownlLife, but lies in thébeathof Sel-hood and th®esireof theDevil; and theAngerof
God cannot reach him; for he is aNl@thing and yet isn God, and lives in the divingéssence
wholly, but not tohimself but to hisfirst Mother of Eternity. He is again in theimit or Place
where he was before he



was aCreature and in theNill wherein God created him, and islastrumenin
theVoice of God, upon which only the/ill -Spirit of God does strike, to itdonour and @eds
of Wonder

21. All seltful Seeking and &rching inSelfhood is a vaiThing; Sel:-Will
apprehendslothingof God, for it is not in God, but without God in Bglthoad;
but the resigneWVill apprehends it; for it does not do it, but S8@ritin whom

it stands still, whosénstrumenit is, hemanifestshimselfin the divineVoice

in it as much as he pleases: And though it may apprehend m8el-hrood by
searching and learning (which is not wholly toRurposg yet its Apprehension

is only without in the express&tiord, viz.in aFormof the Letter; and it
understandslothingof theFormof the expresse@ord, how the same is in its
Ground; for it is only born in thEormfrom without, and not in thBowerof the
UniversalPregnatressvhoseGroundhas neitheBeginning Comprehension, dend

22. Now that he is born from within out of the speak¥ugce of God in God's
Will -Spirit, he goes in thByssandAbysseverywhere free, and is bound to no
Form for he goes not iSelfhood, but the eternaVill guides him as its
Instrument according as it pleases God: but he that is born only ibetter,

he is born in th&ormof the eypressedVord, and goes on iBelfhood, and is a
selfful Voice; for he seeks what he pleases, and contends abdeditimeand
leaves thé&pirit which has made thieorm

23. Such a doctdBabelis; it contends, wrangles, and rages aboutEtrenof the
Word, and continually introduces tiself-ful SpiritandUnderstandingn the

Form, and cries out, Here is the Church of Christ; and it is osbffeul

Voice, understandingNothing of the Spirit of the Formwhich is incomprehensible,
and strikes upon its preparbtstrumentwithout Limit and Measure as it pleases.
For Conjecture, @inion, or theself-ful own Imagination which arises in the
expresseoice [or literal outwardWord], is not God'sNord; but that which
arises in God'Spirit in the wholly resignedVill in divine Powerin the eternal
speakingWord, that takes it®©riginal out of God'svoice, and makes thEormin
theHeart viz. a divineDesire whereby the&ouls Will is drawn into God.

24. He is a Shepherd, anddacheiof Chiist, who enters in through theobr of
Christ, that is, who speaks and teaches by Ch8pil#; without this there is
only theForm, viz. the Hstory that was once brought to pass, and thdaa
need only accept of it, and comfbitnselftherewth: but thiswill remains
without, for itwill be aChild of an assumeGrace and not wholly die to its
Selthood in theGrace and become &hild of Gracein the resignedVill .

25. All whatever teaches of Christ'at&faction, and comforting osaf with
Christ's Siffering, if it teaches not also the trG@oundhow aMan must wholly

die toSelf-hood in theDeath and givehimselfup in the resignewill wholly

into theObediencef God, as a newhild of a newWill, the same is without, and
not in the speakinyoice of God,viz.in Christ's bor.



26. No flattering or comforting avails anything, but to die to the falgeand
Desirein Christ'sDeath and to arise in the wholly resign@dll in Christ's
Resurrectionn him, and continuallynortify theearthlySelfhood, and quench the
Evil which theearthlyWill introduces into thémagination as arevil Fire which
would fain continually burn.

27. Comforting and setting the Suffering of Christ in tesfront is not the
trueFaithy no, no, it is only without, and not within: But a convertdl ,

which enters into &row for itsearthlylniquity, andwill have none of it any
more; and yet finds that it is kept back by sed-ful earthlyLust, and with

his convertedVill departs sincerely out of trdMbominationand falseDesireinto
God'sMercy, and casthimselfwith great anxious [earneddesireinto Christ's
ObedienceSuffering, andDeath and in the converted/ill wholly dies to the
earthlyLustin Christ'sDeath whichwill not depart out of ChristBeath and
continually cries Abba, loving Father! take thy d8aris Obediencdor me; let
me only in hisDeathlive in hisObediencen thee; let me die in him, that | may
be Nothingin myself but live and be in higVill, in hisHumanityin thee;
receive me, but wholly in hiResurrectionand not in my dworthiness; but
receive me in him; let me be dead in him, and give meifesthat | may be thy
obedientSonin him, that his 8ffering ard Deathmay be mine, that | may be
before the same Christ mm who has depriveBeathof its Might, viz.a Branch or Wig of his
Life.

28. Thus, and no otherwise, is the true Chridtaitly it is not only a
Comforting, but an incessabesire the Desireobtains theSufferingof Christ,
which [Desirg would continually fain be obedient, if it knew but how it should
behavatself before him, which continually does fall down before him, and dives
itself into the deepedtumility before him; it sufferand does allhings

readily, only that iMight but receiveGrace it is willing to take theCrossof
Christ uponitself, and regards not all the&n of all theworld in its Selfhood,
but continually presses forward into Christtsse-Desire This Desiredoes

only grow out of Christ'®eath and out of hiResurrectionn God, and brings
forth Fruit in Ratience which is hidden in God, of which #erthlyMan knows
Nothing for it findsitself in its Selfhood.

29. A true Christian is a continu@hampion and walks wholly in th&Vill and

Desirein Christ'sPersonas he hath walked up and down uponBheh Christ,

when he was upon thgarth desiral to overcoméeath and bring thddumanSelthoodin true
Resignatiorinto divine ObedienceAnd this likewise a right

Christiandesiredo do; hedesires continually to die to theidjuity of Death

andWrath, and givehimselfup toObedienceand to arise and live in Christ's

Obediencen God.

30. Therefore, dedrethren teke heed of putting on Cist's Rurple Mantle
without a resignedVill ; the poor Sinner without Sorrow for hig;S, and



Conversion of higVill, does only take it in&rn to Christ: Keep you from that
Doctrine which teaches gklf-ful Abilities, and of thaVorks of dustification.

31. A true Christian isimselfthe great and anxiod&ork which continually
desireso Work in God'sWill, and forces against tiself-ful Lusts ofSelthood,
andwill s continually so to do, and yetnganyTimes hindered byselthood:

He breaksSelthoad, as a vessel, wherein he lies captive, and buds forth
continually in God'Will -Spirit, with hisDesireresigned in God (as a fair
Blossom springs out of tHearth, andWorks in and with God, what God pleases.

32. Therefore let the true Christendom know, and deeply Ieig&ot what is now

told and spoken to heviz.that she depart from the falsei@ecture [oiOpinion] of comforting,
without conversion of theVill ; it is only an outwardexpressedFormof the newBirth; a
Christian must be on®pirit with Christ, and haveChrist'sWill andLife in him; theFormdoes
not renew him, neither comforting, giving goodWords does at all help or avalil, but a
mortifying of theevil inbred

Will, which is God'<Child, and born out of ChristBeath no otheWill attains

Christ's inheritance; my mudtmowing doth not also do it; the hendsnin the

Field is as near to it as the Doctor; no Wit or subtle ArtispDtation about

theWay of God does help or avaihgthing thereto, it is only aét and

Hindrance the truewill enters into thé.ove of God and hi<hildren it seeks

no Form, but falls down before it€reator anddesireghe Deathof its false

Self-hood; it seeks thé/ork of Love towards allMen; it will not flourish in the

World's Sorn, but in its God; its wholeife is a mere RBpentance, and a
continualSorrowfor the Evil which cleaves to it: It seeks 1@&ory or Applause

to shewitself, but lives inHumility: It acknowledgegself always as unworthy

and simple; its true Christianity is always hidden irSigt-hood. He sayd,

am in mySelthood an unprofitabl&ervant and have not as yet begun to do or

work repentance rightHe is always in th&eginningto Work Repentanceand

would always fan reach the Gtes of the swe&race he labours for tha®urpose

as awomanin Travail labours to bring forth, and knows not how it fares with him;
theLord hides hig~acefrom him, that hisNorking may be great towards him: He

sows inAnguishand Tears,and knows not hisrkit, for it is hidden in God; as a

painful Traveller goes a lon@/ay, aiming at his wishetbr Journey'sEnd, so also

he runs after the far Mark of hieR, and finds it not; unless lirearldoes

appear to him in & Beauty, and embraces him in liisve: If it again departs

from hisSelfhood, then arises sighing and sorrowing again with contDesire

and oneéDay calls another, thBaythe Night, and theNight the morning; and yet

there is nd”laceof rest in theearthlySelfhood, but only in the faifolar Lustreof his precious
Pear] when theSunarises to him in th®arknessthen theNight departs, and aorrowand
Anguishfly away.

33. Therefore, dedrethren learn to take heed and bewareCointention where
Men contend about the liter&lorm A true Christian hablothingto contend for,
for he dies to hiReasots Desire hedesireonly God'sKknowledgein hisLove

andGrace and lets all go which contends and strives aboutdine, for Christ's



Spirit must maketie Formin himself the outward=ormis only a Guide: God must become
Man, or elseMan becomes not God.

34. Therefore a Christian is the most simple [or plaifdst) upon theEarth as
Isaiah sayswho is so simplesamy servant2ll HeahensDesireSelf-hood, and
tearand devour one another for the Authority armhblurs: But a true Christian
desirego die to them; heeeks not his own, but Christ'©hRour. Allwhatever
contends abouselfhood,viz. about theself-ful HonourandPleasuref this

Life, the same isleahenish, and far worse th&teahenish; yea like thBeuvil,
who departed from God intgelf-fulness: Let it coveitself with Christ'sMantle
as much as ever\ill, yet theMan of falseSel-hood is lodged under it; if he
will be a Christian, then he must quite di&®&fhood, that the same may only
hang to him from without as@armentf thisWorld, wherein he is &trangeiand
Pilgrim, and always consider and think that he is b8eavantin his high

Office, and serves God therein aServant and not be his owhord andMaster

35. All whatever doekord itself without God's Call and ppointment, the same is

from theDevil, and serves thBevil in his ownPowerandForm Defend and flatter

thyselfas much as thou wilt, it does not avail before God; thy deartaccuses

thee that thou art a false Branch; thy Nobility anghiiess do not at all avail

or help thee in the siglof God, if thou dost not thereby drive in Go@sler,

thy Office is not thine, but God's; if thou walkest falsely therein, then thy own

Judgement is upon thee, and condemns th&e#ih thou art &Servant and thoughhou art a
King, yet thou sevest,and must enter with theoBrest into the neWirth, or else thou shalt not
see God.

36. All self-ful assumed [or angated] Laws and Authority, wherewith thed? are

vexed and oppressed, do all come fiset-hood, whos®©riginalis in the

expressedrorm which has with th&ormintroducedtself into aSel+hood, and
broughtitself out quite from God: Whatever does not serve $eavant Office

before God, the same is all false, let it be either high or low, learned or

unlearned: We are altogetHsgrvants of the great GolNothingbringsitself into

a Self-fulness, unless it be born in Godisgerin thelmpressiorof Nature And

though a Christian possesses amood, which is not false, yet he is only but a
Servantherein,viz. a Distributer for hisMaster a steward and overseer of his

Mastets Work: He deals for hidlastertherein, and not for hiSel-hood only;

all whatever helots and devises to bring inBel-hood, and brings it, that he brings into the
anxious @binet ofCovetousnesEnvy, andself-ful Pleasuref theFlesh viz.into a Vessel that
is separated from Godliz. into thelmpressiorof Nature andsteals from hid.ord andMaster
who has set him up for &esvard; he is aacrilegiousPersonlet him excusdimself, and
pretend what he pleases.

37. A true Christiaracknowledgefimselffor a Servantof God, to whom it is

given in charge to deal right with Go#\%orks. He is not his own, for he is also

not at Fbme in thisearthlyWork of this Tabernacle: Lethim seek, search, plant

and build, traffic and trade; and whatever else he does, he must always know that



he does it to God, and shallrgian Account thereof, and that he iSt&anger
andServanin thisWork, and serves hislaster and not at all lookipon the
course of his érefathers who have walked therein in Bleasuref theearthly
Life; whoever does so is far from tkengdomof God, and can with nodscience
andGroundcall himself[or think himselfto be] a Christian; for he stands only

in theFormof Christianity, and not in th8pirit of Christ; theFormshall be
destroyed, and cease wilime, but theSpirit remains steadfast for ever.

38. A true Christian is in th8pirit a Christian, and in continuakErcise to

bring forth its ownForm, not only withWords in Soundand shew, but in theower
of theWork, as a visible palpablorm, not weening, conjecturing, and giving
goodWords out of theselt-ful Selthood, and yet remaining Belt-hood; but a
Dying to Selfhood, and a @wing forth in theWill of God in theLove-Self-hood
as aServantof God in God's [Beds ofWonder a helping to strike higistrument

in God'sWill, and be a true sounding String in God's harmonicuscert; a
continual makingVordin God'sVoice, viz.in theVerbum Fiat which makes and
works in and with God what God makésrms, andworks, as arinstrumentof God.

39. Therefore, O thou dear Christendom, beliojydelf, whether thoworkest in
theWorking Word of God in hisWill, or whether thou standest only in fherm of
Christendom, an@lVorkest thy owrSelf-fulness in Blsehood: Thou wilt find, how

thou art become aAbominationbefore the Most igh, and thy esting forth

from the Most High out of thisorm (which thou in thySel-hood hast introduced

into his expresseBorm) shall presently follow; and that because thou coverest

40. And as thou hast broughtyselfinto a falseself-ful Formunder the true

Form, so thou shalt also destrtyself whereto thddeavenhelps thee, which
thou hast a longime served inObedienceand from this there is no withholding;
thy Work is found to be in th@urba, which shall well satisfy and satidteelf

in destroying, as thou hast built tiyselfin thy apostate &sehood in thy own
Formunder theNameof the trueForm, and hast played theyHdocrite before God
with the shewand Ostentation of dliness, and only served tearthlyMan: But
the Servantof theLord shall be sought and found; therd feeds his ambs in his

41. Therefore let every one seek and fidself, for theTime of Visitation is
atHand that he may be found in hisve; for theTurbahas found all falseust

in it, and the Most HigWorker of allEssencemanifestshe Turbg and then all
falseLustor Imaginationbecomesnanifest and eacf hing enters into its eternal



Keeper, for allThingsare generated out &hagination So also it shall receive
its Propertyin thelmagination and everymaginationreaps its owwork

which it has wrought; for to th&ndall Thingshave appeared, that tE¢ernity

42. All Thingsenter again into that from whence they proceeded; but they keep

1. TheCreationof the wholeCreationis Nothingelse but avanifestationof the
all-essential, unsearchable God; all whatever he is in his eternal unbeginning
Generation an@ominion, of that is also th€reation but not in the @nipotence
andPower but like an Aople which grows upon thEree which is not th&ree
itself, but grows from th&owerof theTree Even so alThingsare sprung forth
out of the divineDesirg and created into aBssencewhere in théBeginning

there was no sudBssenceresent, but only that sanvysteryof the eternal
Generationin which thee has been an eternal perfection.

2. For God has not brought forth tGeeation that he should be thereby perfect,
but for his ownManifestation viz. for the greatloyandGlory; not that thisloy
first began with th&reation no, for it was fronkternityin the greatMystery,

yet only as &piritual Melody and $ort initself.

3. TheCreationis the same [®rt out ofhimself viz.a Ratform or Instrumentof
the EternaBpirit, with which he melodises: and it is even as a dt#@amonyof
manifold Instrumens which are all tuned into oéarmony for the eternalVord,
or divineSoundor Voice, which is aSpirit, has introducedself with the
Generatiorof the greaMysteryinto Formings, viz.into an expressed/ord or
Sound And as theloyful Melody s initself in the Spirit of the eternal
Generationso likewise is thénstrumentviz.the expresseBormin itself,

which the living eternal/oice guides, and strikes with his own eteri#éll -Spirit,
thatit Sounds and melodises; as arg&n of divers and variol&oundsor
Notesis moved with one onlir, so that each Note, yea evelpd’has its
peculiarTung and yet there is but oMgéannerof Air or Breath in allNotes
which Sounds in each Note o according as thiestrumentor Organ is made.

4. Thus in theeternitythere is only on&pirit in the wholéWork of the divine
Manifestation which is theManifestator in the express&tbice and also in the



speakingvoice of God, whichis theLife of the grandMystery, and of allthat is generated from
thence; he ishe Manifestator of all thaVorks of God.

5. All the Angelical Kingdoms are as a prepar®dork, viz. a Manifestationof the

eternalSoundof theVoice of God, and are as a particularity out of the great

Mystery, and yet are only one in the divine eternal spealiogd, Sound or Voice

of God; for one onlySpirit rules them; eachAngelical prince is @ropertyout of

the Voice of God, and bears the great Name of God; as we have a Type and Figure of it in the
Stas of the Firmament, and in the Kingdoms and Dominions upon the Earth among all
Generations, where every Lord bears his high Title, respective Name and Office: So likewise do
the Stars in the Firmament, which are altogether one only Dominion in Powettheaemwhere

the great Stars bear the Name and the Office of the Forms in the Mystery of the seven Properties,
and the other after them, as a particularity of Houses or Divisions, where every one is a peculiar
Harmony or Operation, like a Kingdom, and ykfpaoceeds in one Harmony; like a Cleck

Work, which is entirely composed in itself, and all the pieces Work mutually together in one; and
yet the great fixed Stars keep their peculiar Property in the Essence of Operation, especially the
seven Planets acabng to the seven Properties of Nature, as an under Pregnatress of the eternal
Mystery, or as an Instrument of the Spirit out of the eternal Mystery.

6. ThisBirth of the Astrumbegets in the fouElemens, viz.in its Body or
EssenceloyandSorrow and all is very good iitself, only the Ateration of

the Creaturgproceeds from the lustfliinagination whereby theCreatureslevates
theWrathof theFirein thePropertiesand brings them forth out of thékeness

of their Accord:Nothingis evil which remains in the equalc&ord; for that which

the Worst causes and makes with its coming forth out oAtteord, that likewise

the Best makes in the equatcord that which there make&orrow that makes alsim the
Likenessloy, therefore ndCreaturecan blame itCreator as if he made #vil; all was very
exceethg good; but with its own Elevation andeparture out of

theLikenesst becomesvil, and bringstself out of theForm[or Property of

theLove andJoy, into apainful tormentingFormandProperty

7. King Lucifer stood in th&eginningof his Creationin highestJoyfulness, but

he departed from thHekeness and puthimselfforth out of theAccord[or
heavenlyConcert into the cold, dark, fiergsenerationout ofwhich the hot

fiery Generatiorarises; he forsook hiSrder, and went out of thElarmony

wherein God created him; he would lb&rd over all, and so he entered into the
austerd-ire's domination, and is now dnstrumentn the auster€&ire's Might,

upon which also the a##ssentiaBpirit strikes andSoundsupon hislnstrument

but it Soundsonly according to thevrathful Fire's Property as theHarmony viz.
theLife's-Formis in eachrhing, so is also th&oundor Tone of the eternal
Voicetherein; in the Holy [it is] holy, in thed?verse it is perverse: Allhingsmust praise the
Creatorof all Beings; theDevils praise him in th#light of Wrath, and theAngels andVen
praise him in thé/light of Love.

8. TheBeingof all Beings is but one onlfeing but in itsGenerationt
separategself into two Principles, viz. into Light andDarknessinto Joyand
